FRENCH EXPLAIN 
REVERSES AT SOISSONS. 

Paris, January 14.—The following 
official communication. was issued at 
the war office tonight: 

“Last night our troops were success- 
ful in a sudden attack with the object 
of overwhelming the trenches recently 
constructed by the Germans to the 
northeast of Fouquescourt, north of 
Roye (department of the Somme.) 

“The attacks of the enemy in the 
region to the north of Soissons have 
been stopped 

‘As has been said In’ the communtica- 
tlon of this morning, the flooding of 
the river Aisne, which destroyed sev- 
eral of our bridges, had rendered very 
precarious the communications of our 
troops operating on the first slopes of 
the right bank, We were thus pre- 
vented from sending them reinforce- 
ments. This has been the essential 
cause of the withdrawal of those troops 
which were fighting under difficult con- 
ditions 

“We were obliged to abandon several 
cannon as the result of the breaking 
down of a bridge. We have rendered 
all of them unfit for use. ; 

“The Germans have made prisoners, 
particularly of wounded men, who, in 
the withdrawal movement we Were not 
able to take with us, On our side we 
Rave made a number of important pris- 
oners, not wounded, belonging to seven 
different regiments.

With several of the most important 
city departments yet to be heard from, 
and with approximately $150,000 de- 
manded from the olty-at-large for new 
stteet and {mprovement projects, coun-| 
cil’s finance committee, at the hour of 
adjournment Thnrsday night, found 
that {t had apportioned more than 
$84,000 in excess of the income of the 
city from all sources. 
When the task of making up the 

1915 sheet was started, Graham West, 
chiet clerk in the comptraller's office, 
presented a tentative. sheet which/ 
showed that the elty had only $4,705, 
727,35 to spend for all purposes. 

At 10:30 at night the committee had 
spent $4,790,062.63, and the school and 
water departments are yet to de heard 
trom: 

Demands of Schools, 
Two big items which will be de- 

manded by the schools are $135,000 for 
new sghools, and $99,000 in excess of 
last year’s salary apportionment for 
tedchers’ payrolls. 

The water department will demand 
$200,000 for new pumps for water sta- 
tions and other increases for maintain- 
ing the efficiency of the department 
and keeping up with the progress of 
the city. 

One of the big factors in running 
up the expenses of the city government 
for the year, aside from the salary In- 
creases demanded by the heads of many 
of the departments, is the demand of 
eltizens for additional money to carry 
to completion work which was started 

year and in years previous. 
For completing work the finance 

committee -was forced to provide in 
this year’s sheet for the following: 

Forsyth street, $12,000; West Peach- 
tree, $6,000; South Pryor; $11,505; Mfitch- 
ell, $12,500; Griffin street, $1,500. 

‘The above projects ara in the course 
of construction, the city paying part 
of the expense the property owners 
and county commissioners paying the 
balance. : 

§200,000 for New Projects. 
It is estimated that the city will be 

called on to spend at least $200,000 
for new projects. Whitehall street 
citizens want sufficient money to con- 
tinue the Improvement of that street 
from Garnett to the junction of For- 
syth and Whitehall. Spring street 
property owners want $11,000 for push- 
ing work on that thoroughfare from 
Carnegie Way to Simpson street, and 
various other works launched during 
the year will bring the total for new 
projects dangerously near to $200,000, 
maybe more. 

Thus far, the committee has been 
very generous to all departments and 
to citizens who have been urging im- 
provements, in fact, some of the mem- 
bers are now beginning to realize that 
too much money has ‘been apportioned 
up to the present time, and when the 
real task of making the budget—prun- 
Ing the departments—is started, some 
of the departments are going to be hit 
hard. 

Most important of the city depart- 
ments were given the same amounts 
spent last year for operating expense 
and the oniy budget increases were for 
salaries and additional equipment

DAMAGE AT NAPLES 
ONLY SLIGHT. 

Naples felt the shock. severely, 
uffered only-slight damage. Sulmona 

and Aquila, in the province of Abruzzi, 
and other towns in that region report 
much damage and some loss of life. 

No one was killed in Rome, but there 
is considerable material damage. Sev- 
eral historical structures were dam- 
ced, but it is hoped not irredeemably 

so. About 100 persons were killed in 
towns near Rome, according to reports, 

Director Friedlander, of the inte 
national volcanological institute at 
Naples, says the origin of the earth- 
quake ‘is geological and not volcanic, 
with its epicentrum in the valley of the 
Garigliano river. Registration of the 
earthquake at the observatory lasted 
for forty seconds and was so violent 
that the needles broke. 
Mount Vesuvius, according to the ob- 

servers in that district, has shown no 
signs of unusual activity. 

The center of the disturbance appears 
now to have been the extinct volcano 
of Fucino, in the province of Aquila. 

Medical men are beginning to talk 
of the possibility of epidemics amon 
refugees. A large number of people 
fled from the stricken area and will 
have to spend some time. without ade 
quate shelter. They undoubtedly will 
suffer from exposure and lack of food. 

At Sourcola a woman who unearthed 
the body of her 3-year-old child sud- 
denly became insane. | At Popoli a 
young husband, returning from the 
fields, rushed to’ his.home and found it 
a heap of ruins.

AVEZZANO CALLED 
GREAT CEMETERY. 

“I can best describe Avezzano by 
calling-it an immense cemete! said 
a refuges “From the ruins of the col- 
lege for young women we heard a 
frantic appeal for help, “There are 140 
of us still alive here: help us quickly.” 
Soldiers and ‘civilians rushed to the 
scene, and when I left were doing 
their’ best to cut a way through the 
mass of ruins. 

“E believe that twenty other towns 
suffered severely. These include Co- 
lano, with 20,000 inhabitants. 

The director of the observatory at 
Rome declared the earthquake was the 
most severe that ever had been record- 
ed om his instruments, At least 150 
large panes of glass in St. Peter's 
forty-six of which are in the dome, 
were broken, The quake also caused 
deep cracks in the masonry of the 
stairway leading to the huge ball on 
the top of the dome.

LIKE THE RUINS 
~-OF A GRAVEYARD 

Situation at Avezzano So 
Described—Nearly All the 

Residents of the Town 

Either Killed or Injured. 

Avezzano, January 14—(Via Rome.) 
Avezzano is filled with dead, wounded 
and wrecked houses. ~ It is like the 
ruins of a cemetery. 
Those who escaped the destruction 

caused by the- earthquake went hero- 
ically to work to rescue those penned 
under the fallen walls. 
Nearly all the civic officials of 

Avezzano and parish priests, monks 
and nuns perished. The college, with 
more thai 2 hundred girl students, ‘col- 
lapsed. The governor of prisons, jall- 
ers and doctors and patients in the hos- 
pitals were carried down in the wreck- 
age. 

The .only notable person who sur- 
vived was the head of the police, Signor 
Ottavi, who, though wounded, has Ja- 
bored-since the first overthrow to suc- 
cor the injured. 

Desperate Cries for Help. 
Desperate appeals for help are heard 

on all sides from under the wrecked 
Dulldings, but the efforts of Ottavi and 
the few hundred survivors have availed 
but little, for they Jacked implements 
with which to effect a general rescue. 
But about fifty persons, all of them 
wounded. were taken out with greet 
difficulty. They lay without shelter 
and without their wounds being dressed, 
owing to a lack of medical supplies. 

Later doctors arrived and operated 
on some of the injured by the light of 
blazing torches. They then were re- 
moved to the station, where they were 
made as comfortable as possible in 
trucks. 

Assistance came at last from Arsoll 
and Aquila and large rescuing parties 
arrived from Rome and Pescara. 

Thirty thousand soldiers’ have been 
distributed throughout the earthquake 
district and already large quantities 
of provisions and clothing, together 
with wood for the construction of huts, 
have arrived. 

Vast Destruction. 
A tour of the towns and” villages 

around Lake Fucino disclosed vast de- 
struction. =) 

Magliano. in the territory of the 
Marsi, seems to have been ripped open. 
Its historic belfry, which rose about 
300 feet, collapsed. In the church be- 
low all the chapels were, ruined except 
that of the Savior, where an immense 
crucifix 1s standing intact.

ABOUT AGRICULTURE! 

Secretary Strongly Urges Ru- 
ral Credits Legislation—Fu- 

ture Bright for Farmers. 

Topeka, Kan., January 14.—Secretary 
Houston,” of the department of agri- 
culture, took an optimistic view of the 
future ‘of American agriculture in an 
address here today before the state 
board of agriculture, in which he 
strongly urged early enactment of rural 
credits legislation. 

“More helpful agencies are operating 
on rural life today,” declared Secretary 
Houston, “than ever before in the his- 
tory of the nation. ‘The American 
farmer need not fear the competition 
of the world. He will inevitably con- 
trol the home market, except for things 
which cannot be produced here, and 
will be called upon increasingly to sup- 
ply the demands of foreign nations. 

Rural Credits Legislation. 
Declaring that he strongly favored 

both federal’ and rural credits legisia- 
tion, Secretary Houston said 

favor a federal land mortgage 
banking system for long time loans on 
the amortization principle operating 
through private funds, and I favor leg- 
islation, especially by the states, and 
it posstole also by the federal govern- 
ment, stimulating and encouraging per- 
sonal co-operative credit unions. 

“I do not favor intervention by the 
federal government or the state to the 
extent of voting money out of the 
treasury or of using the credit of state | 
or federal government to support either | 
system, which would mean, in effect, to| 
take money contributed by all the peo-! 
ple to lend to a particular class of the 
people. This nation runs counter to 
our fundamental governmental princi-| 
ples. Such afd or subsidy is neither nec- 
essary nor desirable.” 

Pointing out that there had been too 
much misconception of the meaning of 
rural credits and of results abroad, Sec- 
retary Houston sald that many misin- 
formed persons believed it was proposed 
to give farmers federal money at lower 
rates than economic conditions could 

Ibly justify, and even without se- 
. He characterized as fallacious 

the notion In the minds of many that 
rural credits is synonymous with sov- 
ernmental financial ald. He added that| 
there was no foundation for’ the as- 
sumption that co-operation abroad re- 
sults in credit extended upon character 
alone and at rates far below that pre- 
vailing in financial circles. 

Loans on Farm Morteare. 
Secretary Houston sald that notwith- 

standing the wide prevalence of special 
rural financial establishments abroad, 
the great mass of farm loans were 
made by private institutions, adding 
that In this country, no matter what 
federal or state rural credits legistation 
was had, much of the lending on farm 
securities would be done by private es- 
tablishments, The department had as- 
certained after investigation, he said, 
that $920,000,000 ts lent on farm mort- 
gages in the United States by banking 
institutions and state and private tunas 
and that Insurance companies had in- 
Yested $60,000,000 in farm mortgage 
joans.

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STILL “FROM MISSOURI.” 
Discussing yesterday the proposed exten- 

siom of Atlanta's school hours so that, with 
a recess of one and a half hours, they would 
range from 8:30 a. m. to 4 p. m., The Con- 
stitution disapproved the general principle, 
but withheld final condemnation pending 
receipt of more complete information. 

We now have that information in the 
shape of a communication, published on 
this page, from President R. J. Guinn, of the 
board of education. 

‘The Constitution has read the statement 
thoroughly and with thoughtful analysis, 
and is still “from Missouri” as to the sug- 
gested change. If these are the final rea- 
sons and justification for the change, we 

shall remain “from Missouri.” 
To President Guinn's sincerity, his zeal 

and his unselfish devotion to the schools we 
pay tribute. But the one effect of his argu- 
ment, so far as The Constitution and, we 
believe, the overwhelming majority of pa- 
rents in Atlanta are concerned, will be to 
confirm the opposing principles set forth. in 
our editorial of yesterday before reviewing 
his detailed statement. 

We are not intolerantly closed to convic- 

tion on the subject. With Mr. Guinn, we 
believe there should be full investigation, 
not only of this proposed change, but of 
every detail that touches the plant for the 
manufacture of efficient Atlantans of to- 
morrow. But it will require infinitely 
stronger arguments than have yet been ad- 
vanced to convince The Constitution, and 
public sentiment in Atlanta, that this revo- 
Tutionary change is desirable. 

The statement that most appeals to us in 
Mr. Guinn's communication is that in which 
he says: “It should be stated that these 
remarks (as to the change) were my per- 
Sonal views and not the views of the board 
of education. There is not now even 
before the board of education a proposition 
to effect this change. It will probably not 
De definitely considered and finally passed 
upon before a year or two yet.” 

The board, then, does not stand sponsor 
for the change, and will not formally pass 
upon it for “a year or two.” If no sounder 
Teasons are adduced for the change than 
those yet offered the board will never pass 
favorably upon the proposition. 

WILL WAR’S TIDE TURN? 
Rumors that Italy and Rumania will en- 

ter the European war on the side of the 
allies continue with significant persistence. 
‘The same phenomena was visible before 
Turkey formally took a hand in the hostili- 
ties, so it is fair to assume that these whis- 
pers in the air, so to speak, are forerunners 
of the event itself. 

If these two powers do make an entrance 
‘Into the great war, it may be that we shall 
see the scale turn decisively, and, at that, 
xeithin a comparatively short time. Con- 
servative estimates aro to the effect that 
the combined and well-trained military 
forces of Italy and Rumania total from 
900,000 to 1,000,000 troops. The throwing of 
this fresh material into the theater of con- 
flict would, under ‘any conditions, exert a 

perceptible influence. But when we remem- 
ber that Itely and Rumania are militaristic 
countries, have.long been on a war footing, 
and that their soldiery is well trained, their 
possible participation takes on fresh im- 
portance. ~ 

Lora Kitchener has been saying that in 
the spring he would throw a million drilled 
and seasoned troops over into the continent. 
But even these accessions would not-have 
the weight of armies from Italy and Ruma- 
nia, for the simple reason that these two 
Iatter powers would employ professional 
soldiers, while those from England have 

been newly recruited and. therefore, factors 
more or less conjectural. 

The ability of Germany and Austria to 
meet these new enemfes is problematical. 
‘Austria has thus far not given a good ac- 
count of herself, the brunt of conflict fall- 

ing on Germany. Made up of heterogeneous 

elements, racial and political, Austria’s 
army is not a cohesive fighting unit. There 
has even been substantial talk of wide- 
spread mutiny and of the refusal of Aus- 
trians to be conscripted even at the point 

of the bayonet. 
From the very first it has been generally 

predicted that Germany must eventually 
lose by sheer weight of the odds against her. 

Whether the entrance of Italy and Rumania, 
if they do enter, is to hasten the end, re 
mains to be seen. 

PROSPERITY SIGNALS. 
The commercial agencies of Dun and 

Bradstreet are unemotional and judicial. 

They do not play favorites. They do not 
lend their solid reputations for accuracy to 
mere boosting. That is why sentences in 

both weekly reports, published in a recent 
issue of The Constitution and relating to 

the south, carry unusual weight. 

Here is the conservative utterance of the 
Dun agency: ~ 

“Several developments, highly sig- 
nificant of the improving tendencies in 

business, have attended the opening of 
the New Year. The advance in cotton 

gives promise, in epite of the epecula- 
tive fluctuation, of ultimate relief to the 
south; and the sales of futures are di 
tributing over a series of months, by 

the natural processes of the exchanges, 
the burden of carrying the great crop 
under war conditions. Over 1,000,000 

bales of cotton have been exported in 
the last four weeks, and it is announced 
that large lines of German credit have 
been placed in New York banks in order 
to finance cotton shipments to Germany, 
which also materially aids the situation.” 
What Bradstreet says, as follows, is of 

even greater importance, from another 
angle: 

“Sentiment inthe south is mending. 
FARM PREPARATIONS SUGGEST 
LESS COTTON, BUT MORE FOOD 

CROPS, AND JOBBERS HAVE START- 
ED DRUMMERS ON THE ROAD FOR 
TRADE.” 
These two agencies understate, rather than 

overstate, the situation; when, therefore, te 
Dun agency reports a rapidiy increasing for- 
eign market for foreign cotton, and the 
Bradstreet agency, pronouncing that condi- 

tions are “mendisg,” takes cognizance of 
the cotton reduction movement,-the sum to- 

tal is distinctly encouraging.“ It takes a de- 
cided gathering of momentum to induce 

recognition of any section-wide movement 
from one of the commercial agencies. We 

may, therefore, justifiably conclude that the 
reduction propaganda has taken deep hold 
on southern policy, and with it, the turning 

to food crops. 
These prophecies, at close range, assure 

an early return of prosperity to the south, 

which is now about out of the tall timbers, 

thank you! 

HOW TRAGEDY PALLS. 
{, a year ago, news had come from Italy 

000 persons had lost their lives and 
20,000 injured in an earthquake, the whole 
world would stand aghast. 

Today the story, which is probably exag- 
gerated in its statistics, will be a three or 
four-days’ wonder, and then be forgotten, It 
will make little impression on the memory. 

‘The explanation is simple. Civilization's 
imagination and its susceptibility to.emotion 
have been semi-paralyzed by the European 
war. We read of men slain by the fifty thou- 
sands in a drawn-out battle, and hardly 
blanch. Wholesale butchery has - made 
smaller horrors commonplace. 

HECKLING THE PRESIDENT. 
The house of representatives the other 

day devoted a good deal of its own and the 
country’s time to a discussion of its right 
to “heckle” President Wilson, in his formal 
appearances before the joint sessions of 
house and senate. “Heckling,” as it is prac: 
ticed in England and some of the other 
European parliamentary bodies, has its uses. 
Members of the opposition freely quiz the 
premier and his cabinet as to issues and the 
state of public affairs, with the result that 
the public is enlightened and sometimes 
victous legislation thwarted. 

Under our parliamentary system the 
gentle art of “heckling” the nation’s leader 
would nearer approximate baiting him. The 
opposition, as it now stands, has plenty of 
opportunity to griddle the dominant party 
through its floor leaders. If it be thought 
wise to extend this practice let members of 
the cabinet sit on the floor, as they do in 
England, and be subject to questions with 
right to debate, but not to vote. 

But anyone who has witnessed the 
tempestuous and sometimes petty scenes in 
the American congress’ during a storm of 
“heckling” will hardly wish to subject the 
president of the nation, of whatever political 
faith, to such an undignified and unprofitable 
ordeal. Much of the tilting now between 
rival partisans on. the floor is solely for 
purposes of political capital, and to manu- 
facture a little cheap ridicule at the expense 
of the enemy. The spectacle of the presi- 
dent of the nation being under fire with 
these motives back of the catechising will 
not appeal strongly to the American people. 
In house or sénate there is certain to be 
some one or more obstreperous or boorish 
members who would seize the opportunity 
to indulge in satire and Diilingsgate rather 
than legitimate questioning. 

We assume that if Mr. Wilson wants to 
submit to the process he will make his 
wishes manifest. But to our ideas there 
are plenty. of methods for enlightening the 
public and embarrassing the administration, 

if that end be sought, without embarrassing 
personally: the president of the whole 
country. s

The Holland Letter 
Governor Hamlin, of the federal reserve 

board at Washington, made official-announce- 
ment a day or two ago that negotiations be- 

tween Great Britain and the United States 

with intent to perfect some arrangement 

which would facilitate international trade op- 
erations and the payment of American debts 
have been discontinued. The reason is of the 

best:~ There is no longer any need for nego- 
tiations of this kind. The official announce- 

ment which came from Washington differs 
only from the intimation which reached this 

city a few days ago in the fact that that in- 

formation was private, although authentic, 
whereas the announcement made by Governor 

Hamlin is officiil and reflects the views of 
the secretary of the treasury, Mr. MeAdoo. 

Some time, perhaps when the war in Eu- 
rope is ended, if that be long continued, the 
marvelous story of the change to strong and 

normal conditions, from chaos and from abso- 

lute deadlock in the financial relations be- 

tween the United States and the rest of the 

world will be authoritatively told. It will 

when told, constitute as remarkable 4 story 

of financing and of high ability, together 
with the maintenance of courage and hope, 
as is contained in the history of civilized 

nations. 
When the chancelior of the exchequer of 

Great Britain, Lioyd George, sent Sir George 

Paish to the United Stat in October, in 

response to a request made by those in au- 
thority at Washington that a semi-official 

mission of that kind be undertaken, the im- 

pression was genera] ‘that the result of this 
mission would be the establishment in London 

of a very large credit in favor of the United 

States. Sir George knew that all that had 

been up to that time accomplished in the 

United States was secured through voluntary 

action under the leadership of the foremost 
bankers of the country and with the full 

moral co-operation of the federal treasury. 
In this respect, we differed greatly from 

Great Britain, where the government itself 

took a leading and authoritative part. The 
British government permitted its own guar- 

antee to be given for the yment of an 
enormous amourit of obligations. The gov- 
ernment authorized a large and special issue 
of a certain kind of currency. The govern- 
ment was the leader, although, of course, it 
found cordial co-operation among the leading 
bankers of London. The government estab- 
lished a moratorium which gave debtors who 
had abundant credit and plenty of resources 
but no available funds a breathing spell so 
that the payment of their debts could not be 
immediately exacted of them. 

On the other hand, payment of a large 
amount of indebtedness on what is called cur- 
rent account—that fs, payments for merchan- 
dise bought in England by Américan mer- 
chants and manufacturers estimated in the 
aggregate as $250,000,000—was demanded of 
these United States debtors. We had no mora- 
torium and the closing of the stock exchange 
was the only means by which there could be 

| secured postponements of the payment of ob- 
ligations, these being exclusively stock ex- 

change obligations.

In the mid-year of the civil war, when de- 
pression was the greatest in the north, a 
demonstration was made of the abundance of 
real wealth in the United States, This wealth 
was in the shape of resources of ull kinds 
of harvest, of mines, of lumber—and it was 
then shown that all that was necessary w: 
only to convert some portion of this wealth 
into. negotiable instruments in the form of 
bank notes and government paper in order to 
secure all the money needed for carrying on 
the war. This recommendation was accepted 
and the secretary of the treasury, Governor 
Chase, from that time on was not embar- 
raased about-means for carrying on the war, 
although, of course, a great debt was created, 
most of which was paid within thitty years. 

Bankers not only.of New York, bit of the 
large eastern financial centers, when discuss- 
ing the situation as it was in September, ob- 
tained reliable information respecting the 
harvests and the presumptive demand that 
would come from other nations for American 
food products, as well as for manufactured 
commodities. The magnitude of these re- 

sources was estimated in dollars. The total 
sum was found to be colossal. The crops 
alone were estimated at ten billion dollers, 
All that was necessary, therefore, was to find 
some convenient “mode of living,” as they 
say in diplomacy, until avail could be made of 
these resources. This “mode of living” was 
reduced to the proposition that a gold pool of 
$100,000,000 be raised by a syndicate in 
which were all the national banks of the 
United States. The response to this proposi- 
tion was instantaneous, so that it was possi- 
ble at once to send to the representative of 
the Bank of England at Ottawa, Canada, mil- 
Hons in gold against which exchange could be 

drawn which would ke seld to American debt- 
ors to England. 

Paish Didn't Realize Conditi 

This movement was under way when Sir 
George Paish visited the United States. He 
did not then fully realize the magnitude of 
our resources or how they would be made im- 

mediately to avail in the emergency until he 
had been in the United States several weeks. 
Those with whom he talked were men of 
great ability and who were thoroughly forti- 
fied with exhaustive information. One of 

| these wag Henry P. Davison, now recognized 
as one of the great constructive forces in 
American financial and commercial life. Some 
think he is the leader in that respect, at least 
in our own financtal district. Mr. Davison 
saw, as early as October, that there was to be 
@ colossal movement of American wealth in 
the form of commodities to Great Britain and 
to other parts of the world He perceived 
that this movement would inevitably become 
so great as to furnish the means by which, 
without _any further employment of gold or 
any artificial arrangements between the Brit- 
ish treasury and the United States, American 
indebtedness on current account could be 
liquidated. Mr. Davison was inclined to think 
that within a few weeks the daily record 
made by the quotations for foreign exchange 
would reveal the magnitude of our exports, 

When Sir George Paish was recalled to 
England by his chief, the chancellor of the 
exchequer, Mr. Davison went with him, prob- 
ably feeling sure that all that was necessary 
for him to do was to persuade the English 
authorities that within a short time our for- 
eign commerce would restore normal condi- 
tions—that is, so far, at least, as trade and 
the method of liquidating trade’ wére con- 
cerned. Gradually forelgn-exchange quota- 
tions told the story, the quotations constantly 
dropped until at last. a few days ago, they 
passed below the point which is commonly 
regarded as the dividing Une below which 
gold imports can be demanded by the United 
States. 

Within three months, this momentous 
change has taken place. There is no longer 
any impasse or deadlock. American banking 
conditions are substantially normal. We are 
lending money to foreign nations. We have 
Hquidated our Indebtedness on current ac- 
count abroad and apparently we are now, or 
speedily will be, in position to demand pay- 
ment in gold of balances due us. 

‘The common opinion in the financial dis- 
trict is that the United States will not insist 
upon imports of gold. We are more likely 
to establish great credits in London against 
which can be drawn the exchange which may 
be utilized in floating foreign obligations 
which are accepted by the United States. All 
indfeations point to a constant increase in our 
exports, and we now have abundant oppor- 
tunity to coneider the expansion of our -for- 
eign trade in other countries than those now 
engaged in war, especially in South America, 
This subject will be exhaustively discussed at 
the convention of American industry which 
will be held-in St. Louis next week.

Editor Constitution: Nobody in Atlante 
should doubt the willingness of the board 
of education to deal at all times with alt 
questions for the good of the school children. 
Your issue of this date states that the 
board is considering what they call the Ex- 
tension System, whicu, I feel, will need most 
careful consideration before adoption. 

For the sake of one hours more work 
at the school a day the children are to be 
Teduired to make the double trip, which, in 
some instances, means double earfare, and 
in every other case (except those who live 
in the immediate vicinity of the school) a 
most hurriedly caten meal. This dinner 
should be the most bountiful meal of the 
day, eaten without hurry and the fear of 
being late. Under wrong conditions it would 
hardly be \conducive to good work in the 
afternoon or to good health. The cities in 
Which the afternoon system is being used, 
with which I am familiar, New York, Chi- 
cago and Cincinnati, have mot found that it 
has done away with night work, which seems 
to be a reason here for the new hours. 

Then, too, one must remember that those 
ties have different schoo! facilities entirely 

—are equipped with light for dark days, with 
gymnasiums for recreation. Even Atlanta's 
more modern school buildings are not all 
equipped with electric lights, which would 

ove a serious eye-strain to the children for 
at least four months of the year. So far 
as keeping children off the streets is con- 
cerned, I am by no means in favor of shifting 
the responsibility of the choice of my child’ 
comrades upon eithet the school teacher or 
the board of education. 

And now comes the principal objection 
in my mind, and that is no time to play out 
of doors, In the winter months, after being 
confined to a héated building with forty- 
five children in a room, the chfldren should 
be allowed the early part of the afternoon 
for play, and not sch time as remains, .on 
the pleasanter days only. after 4 or 4:30 
g’clock, when they reach their homes.

A third reason is that few people eat a 
substantial breakfast; few have the appe- 
tite, and the larger number of children in 
the public schools eat their dinner when they 
get home at 2 o'clock or 2:20. To eat a cold 
lunch at 1 o'clock and no hot food until 
night would be a disadvantage to their de- 
velopment. 

Lists could be circulated among the pa- 
rents and at least their views on the sub- 
ject ascertained. The board of education 
must, in all fairness, consult the patrons be« 
fore such a revolutionary change goes inte 
effect.

Backs Federal Reserve Banks. 

Editor Constitution: I notice in The Con- 
stitution of this date an article from a gen- 
tleman who fails to see any real merit in 
the federal reserve act under which the re- 
gional reserve or federal reserve banks were 
established. 

As my business brings me in daily con- 
tact with the many bankers throughout dis- 
trict No. 6, 1 wish to say, from actual knowl- 
edge, that this new banking law has already 
(even in its short life) been of great bene- 
fit to everyone. 

I mean by that not only the member 
banks, but through these to the many mer- 
chants, manufacturers. and farmers that are 
customers of the banks. 

Through this law, financial assistance has 
bee made possible for all legitimate enter- 
prises, and to the one that knows, the fact 
ig that the business interests of the entire 
country are being taken care of on less inter- 
est than ever before (considering the un- 
usual conditions brought about by the Ew. 
ropean war), while the establishment of the 
district bank has placed in a community 
those men who have the real interest of 
their section at heart. 

It is true that this law is not perfect as 
yet, but it Is true everything possible is be- 
ing done to make it so, and each day finds 
an answer and irons out some wrinkle that- 
was there the day before. 

An answer to the criticism that this new 
law and its workings are surrounded by 
red tape, is absolutely without fundation, 
is proved by the fact that bankers who had 
this attitude, and have either written to the 
governor of the Atlanta bank or met him in 
conference are now loud in thelr praises of 
the simplicity and efficiency of the new sys- 
tem. 

Another answer might be that many state 
banks, not now members, are so impressed 
with the help the national or member bank 
ia getting in the handling of the financial 
conditions of his community, are deciding 
to nationalize themselves so they can also

Droposition. 
Within the proper scope of the statement 

you desire of me, it will not be possible to 
give all the reasons for this 
change, nor to elaborate the ones” 
advanced. = 

Among the many thoroughly sound rea- — 
sons for a longer school seasion each day 
mey be mentioned: = 

First, the absolute necessity for ellminat- 
ing practically all home stuiy and for estab- 
lishing study hours-at school wherein chil 
dren may make preparation for their lessons 
under the euperviefon of their teachers, who 
can mote quickly and more effectively guide 
them in their studies than the average father 
or mother. With the hours as arranged at — 
present, there is practically no time allowed 
in the daily program for the preparation of 
lessons at school, hence the major portion of 
Jesson ,preparation must be made at home, 
thereby placing an unnecessary burden upon 
the overworked father and mother, and _prac- 
tically destroying during the school term 
the home circle so neeessary to the develop- 
ment of proper relations in the family. . 

Second, there is an insistent demand for 
the introduction of domestic science, gar- 
dening and shop work in our public school 
course. All thesé must be added if our 
school system ig to become as effective as it 
ought to be, and they cannot be taken care 
of with the time now at our disposal be= 
tween 8:30 and 2 o'clock. : 

Digestion Impaired. 
Thira, the physical development of ehfl- 

@ren is. being handicapped and their diges« 
tion impaired by the disregard - of proper 
meal hours, which has been forced in order 
to accommodate the hours of school. From 
7:30 to 2:30 o'clock ig too long a time for — 
children to co without proper nutrition; and 
from 2:20 o'clock, the lunch hour, to 6:80 
o'clock, the ordinary dinner hour, is too 
short a time. These hours for meals not 
only disarrange households and interfere with 
Proper nutrition for children, but algo affect 
all the members of the family whose sched- 
ule in most cases must be arranged to meet 
the convenience of the school hours. 

Fourth, the school plants, which repre 
sent a very large outlay of money, under 
the present arrangement of the school term 
and schocl hours, are not in use exceeding 
one-third of the time ‘This is an unbusi- 

ike waste. . 
ifth, one of the chief benefits that ought 

to be conferred by any rightly conducted 
school system is that of instilling into the 
character of bo; ard girls an appreciation 
of the importance of time, as well as the 
right use of time. The schools certatnly 
ought also to teach that to live to the high- 

est purpose requires serlous preparation, 
and the establishment early in life of habits 
of industry. Our present school scheduls of 
five days in the week, with only about four 
hours and a half of actual working time 
each day, lays direct emphasis on the pleas- 
urable, rather than the dutiful, aspects of 
living.

The oftice of county commissioner !s 
a legislative office, while other county 
offices are constitutional The commis 
sioners of Ewans county, however. hav- 
ing been created in the amendment 
which created the county, the legisla- 
ture neglected to designate the duties 
of the commissioners and no duties 
were assigned in the amendment which 
created the offices and the county. 

Byans county elected commissioners, 
according to the constitutional amend- 
ment, and the commissions were for- 
warded from the state house to the 
judge of the superior court in Evans 
county.

boards last year was $17,168,611, ac- 
cording’ to statistics announced today 
at the annual meeting of the foreten 
missions conference. The figures cover 
the work of all American organiza- 
tions doing educattonal, philanthropic 
and missionary work outside the United 
States and Canada except that work 
conducted under auspices of certain 
other mission boards in Mexico, Cuba, 
Porto Rico, Hawaii and Alaska.

Lieutenant Governor Charles A. Smith 
was immediately sworn in as the state's 
chief executive to serve out the unex- 
pired term, Chief Justice Gary, of the 
state supreme court, administering the 
oath of office. Mr. Blease and several 
state officials then accompanied him to 
the governor's office. 

Proposals to Impeach, ¥ 
No previous intimation of the govér- 

nora action had been given and no 
reason for it was assigned, The pres- 
ent legislature is chiefly composed of 
men who are political opponents of 
Mr. Blease and !t was said that pro- 
posals to institute impeachment pro- 
ceedings against him were made at a 
meeting of legislators Tuesday night, 
but that no action was taken. 

“I hereby resign my: office as gov- 
ernor of. South Carolina,” was the full 
communication of Governor Blease to 
the secretary of state. It was written 
by hand and in red ink. Both the gov- 
ernor and his friends refused to add 
anything to the brief statement. The 
message to the general. aseembly was 
equally terse, it simply saying “I here- 
by tender my resignation to you as 
governor of the state of South Caro- 
na.” 
iovernor-elect Richard T. Manning 

wil be inaugurated next Tuesday. He 
has been a political opponent of Mr. 
Blease and defeated Lieutenant Gover- 
nor Smith, indorsed by Governor Blease, 
for the democratic nomination last 
August.

“She says she will say some things 
I may not like to hear when the case 
goes into court. Knowing her as I do, 
I will not be surprised at anything she 
might say. At the same time, I have 
enough facts, gleaned through the 
active work of clever detectives. in 
Philadelphia and Atlanta, to substantl- 
ate my charges. 

“It is not my purpose to try my case 
in the public prints, but when the time 
comes for me to go into court I will be 
fortified with facts which will make 
her take notice.

PRINCETON HEAD 

HOPES PAID COACHES 

WILL SOON PASS 

Princeton, N. J.. January 14.—Presi- 
dent John Grier Hibben, of Princeton 
university, in his annual report to- 
day expressed hope that paid coaches 
in athletics would soon disappear. Ath- 
letics are suffering from an over-or- 
ganized system of coaching, he sald, 
and he believed more responsibility 
should be placed on team captains. 

If undergraduates should be released 
from “unnatural domination of thelr 
sports by graduate coaches,” he said, 
“intercollegiate sport would be 
erated from the abnormal incubus of 
& superimposed system which tends 
to make puppets of the players.” 

“Particularly in the game of foot- 
ball,” he said, “the captain of the team 
should be the sole responsible person 
for the management of his men, devis- 
Ing and directing their play in prac- 
tice games so that in the critical sit- 
vations of a great contest he and his 
team will rise to the occasion and win 
or lose with honor. 

“It is quite absurd, when one comes 
to think of it, that the control of the 
team in all preliminary games should 
be in the hands of a body of men who 
are relegated to the side lines when 
the play is on. After all, it is an un- 
dergraduate affair and the game 
should be planned and played by under- 
graduates. If you place upon them the 
responsiblity they will respond to tt, 
for it Is certain that responsibility al- 
ways provokes efficiency. That men 
may be resourceful in time of emer- 
gency they must be schooled in the art 
of resourcefulness by some stimulation 
of thelr latent powers of ingenuity.”

The only real activity of the session 
occurred in the final hour, at which 
time the directors of the Baltimore and 
Ohio road were deliberating on the 
common dividend. Fears of a drastic 
cut caused a sudden slump in that 
stock, as well as the balance of the 
speculative list. When just before the 

close it became known that the seml- 
annual dividerid had been reduced only 
one-half of one per cent to 21-2 per 
cent the entire market recovered. Real- 
izing for profits caused some recessions 
at the end, but the close was steady. 

‘Other. news of the day included a 
new high price for May wheat, with an 
unusually urgent export demand, com- 
pletion of the financing attending the 
St. Paul bond issue and the New Rus- 
sian loan, both of which are to be of- 
fered publicly in the near future. Local 
bankers also had under consideration 
several out-of-town municipal loans 
which are to take'the places of matui 
ing obligations. Monetary conditions 
showed a preponderance of cash over 
demand with resultant greater ease in 
three and four-month loans. Call 
money again went to its lowest rate 
of several months and mercantile paper 
of the highest class was accepted by 
financial institutions at rates more ad- 
vantaggous to borrowers. 

High-grade bonds more than retained 
their recent gains, but obscure issues 
were again reactionary. Total sales, 
bar value, amounted to $2,072,000. United 
States government bonds were un- 
changed on call.

“| want plenty of benches and swings 
tn the parks for spooners, and I want] 
the young men and young ladies of At- 
Janta to take advantage of the at- 
tractiveness of our parks. ‘Rhey can 
spoon to their hearts’ desire in either 
of the parks, provided, of course, that 
their spooning ts within the bounds of 
propriety. 

“IT don't mean that the park depart- 
ment ts going to allow indiscriminate 

sons to do as they please in the 
or that our rules and regulations 
ng to be abandoned. But I want 

to emphasize that our parks are going 
to be opened to the masses, and what- 
ever I can do to promote happiness and 
pleasure the public will find me willing 
and ready.”
