Woodward and bitterly denounced him 
both as a public official and private 
citizen, and in a series of charges un- 
dertakes to “show him up to the public 
as he really is.” 

The attack was provoked by certain 
statements made by the mayor in which 

he charged Mr. Chambers with affiliat- 

ing with “certain influences” which h: 
been “dictating” the actions of council. 

From the time of his inaugural mes- 
sage, on January 1, {913, to the present 
time, Mr. Chambers says the mayor 
“has been engaged in a wrangle with 
the city council.” 
SPENDS TIME 
IN ABUSE. 

“Instead of winning 

and co-operation of council,” said Mr. 
Chambers, “the mayor has spent his 
time in an everlasting tirade of abuse 
and vilific : 

He charges that some: members of 
council, at first disposed to co-operate 
with the mayor, have discovered they 
could do so only by “submitting to the 
most high-handed, arbitrary and intol- 
erable dictation.” As a result, he says, 
they have dropped away from him. 
“They have learned,” says Mr. Cham- 

bers, “that an honest difference of 
opinion with the mayor immediately 
and invariably transforms his friend- 
ship and praise to hatred and ruthless 
slander.” 
BRED 
DISSATISFACTION. 

“He has bred dissatisfaction and dis- 
trustand discord among the people,” 
says Mr. Chambers. who declares “his 
present administration, ‘like all his pre- 
vious administrations, will go on record 
not for construction, but for obstruc- 
tion; not for achievement, for for fail- 
ure; not for progress, but for stagna- 

“tion; not for good feeling, but for ir 
feeling; not as an era when the people 
were helped, but an era in which they 
were hindered and held back.” 

As an undesirable and dangerous citi- 
zen, Mr. Chambers charges the. mayor 
with “standing today just where he 
has always stood, in private life and in 
public life, not as a champion of civic 
righteousness. but as the friend and

Both men are at Grady 
hospital. Brunson {fs believed to be 

bleeding internally from his body 

wound. His condition !s serious, but 
Nash will recover. 

“WOMAN USED 

AS SHIELD.” 
Mrs. Nash, according to her h 

band's statement, was used as a shield 
by Brunson, who fired at him from’ be- 
hind her. She received severe powder 
burns from one of the discharges. 

While Nash charges that Brunson 

has ruined his family, and tried to dis- 

grace his two little daughters and two 
sons, Brunson denied that he has had 
any improper. relations with Mrs. 
Nash. He says he met Mrs. Nash 
when she came to the college for him 
to do some dental work for her, and 
that their relationship had been that 
of friends. 

George Collier, a Syrian, who lives 
at Of Pratt street, had two of his fin- 
gers nearly cut off by a razor when he 

attempted to separate the two men. 
Collier does not knaw which one of 
the combatants cut him. Both Nash 
and Brunson received severe cuts 
from either a razor or knife blade.

Tokio, May 6.—(9:45 a. m.)—The Of- 
ficial Gazette today publishes an im- 
‘perial ordinance sanctioning the appli- 
cation of martial law and the military 
requisition law on the Kwang-tung 
peninsula and the South Manchuria 
railroad.

The Kokumin today says it learns 
from an authoritative source that the 
United*States is endeavoring to medi- 
ate between Japan and China and that 
this is one reason why the cabinet de- 
liberations have been protricted.

as the fountain head of education, the real 
spirit of international love will never become 

universal until every mother shall teach the 
child at her knee the new ideal of patriotism. 

No war has more cruelly exemplified the 
false ideals of valor in men than the one 
now blighting world history. The chron- 

icles. of pagan warfare which have made 

centuries of men shudder, pale in the stories 
told of the atrocities in the present war. 
That something the world has called civili- 

zation is proven a veneer, and man has 

come shamefully near turning a deaf ear 

to the very message he has claimed to bear 
from the Christ-Spirit—the Prince of Peace. 

But the brutality of this war, its carrying 

influence into the future of every prince and 

peasant of Europe, and its striking at world 

prosperity, has reached the international 

home. Here must begin the construction of

TO TEACH RURAL NURSING. 

The establishment of a chair to teach 
rural nursing at the George Peabody School 
for Teachers at Nashville, Tenn., was the 

result of a conference between Dr. Bruce 

Payne, president of the college, and Miss 
Maud Wetmore, president of t woman's 

department of the National Civic federation, 

during the conferences on education and 
industry held recently in Chattanooga, 

In the conferences held in Chattanooga 

by the various representatives of organiza- 
tions and agencies interested in rural bet- 

terment, and in reports of rural conditions 

made thereto, it was obvious that all work 
pertaining to the betterment of the sanitary 

features of the rural home, and the effort 

to help the mothers, depended upon ‘the 

agent who could the most directly reach the 

home. Reports from state health boards 
pointed to the necessity for the visiting 
nurse training would include not 

merely that required of her as assistant-to 

the physician in charge, but one conversant 

with the life, habits and peculiarities of the 

rural people; and one who could teach the 
simple principles of living, hygiene, and the 

preparation of food, while she rendered aid 

to the sick and dependent 

Technical training is necessary to equip 
women to perform these duties, and for that 
purpose the chair for rural nursing will be 

established at Peabody college. 

Miss Wetmore pledged the assistance of 

the Country Life committees of the woman's 

department of the National Civic federation 

to secure the necessary fund, this organiza- 
tion having state branches in all the indus- 
trial states. The proposed chair for rural 
nursing, as well as meeting a most practical

FROM FEDERATED FATHERS’ CLU 

WORK FOR SCH 
By Inma Dooly. : 

How would the citizens of Atlanta like 

it if at every corner in the vicinity of’a 
school they saw this sign: “Drive Slow— 
Public School,” and above it the impertinent 
question, “What sort of a father are you?”. 
That is the sign on every school street of 
Council Bluffs, Iowa. 

No: Excited women are not responsible 
for it. The club women have had nothing 
to do with it, nor has the woman's church 
society, nor the mothers’ sewing guild. The 
responsible parties are the members of the 
Federated Fathers’ clubs of Council Bluffs, 
Jowa, men who comprise the first organiza- 
tion of fathers known of, and the funny part 
of it they are organized specifically for the 
welfare pf the child, though there are just 
@s many mothers in Council Bluffs as there 
are fathers; just as many women’s clubs, and 
just as many children tn the public schools 
proportionately as there are In schools ev- 
erywhere else! 

The story of 
thers’ clubs is 
est and the work accomplished 
the members. has been indorsed 
the bureau of the United States department of 
education. The organization aroused first 
by the bad conditions of the public school 
system has pushed further and has dealt 
@ blow to Indifferent citizenship in Council 
Bluffs. Now the man, whether he happens to 
bea father or not, will not acknowledge it 
1f he does not belong to a fathers’ club, for 
the principle of the club Is the first and pri- 
mary masculine responsibility—that of pro- 
tector to childhood and the dependent in 
general if he hay not the selfish interest of 
a child of his own. 5 

The Federation of Fathers’ clubs is the b 
ginning of a national movement, predicts 
Rheta Childe Dorr in an able article in “Good 
Housekeeping” of this month. Atlanta start- 
ed the work of her fathers’ club yesterday 
afternoon, when the Fathers’ club of the 
Tenth street school district went before the 
finance committee of council and demanded a 
decent school building for their children. 

In Council Bluffs the  women-~ 6T 
the community had done thelr utmost 
for the welfare of the child; they 
had pleaded for school buildings; they 
had cried for. sanitation, ventilation and 
Mghts: they had secured a system but inade- 
quate for medical inspection in the school. 
Despite their faithful work, politics of a ques- 
tlonable kind had submerged the public school 
system and other municipal Institutions, and 
the\ mothers, denied membership on boards, 
found their work had regehed a point when 
they held up their hands and cried: “Help!” 

One father-heard it; his name, Stymest 
Stevenson; his business, lumber merchant. He 
loved not only his own three children, but he 
loved all chillren so much that he had given 
a site of land near his own home for the 
Dleasure of the children of the community.
