“PURE PIRACY," 
SAYS ROOSEVELT 

Commenting on Lusitania. 

Piracy on Vaster Scale of 
Murder Than Old Pirates 

Ever Practiced. 

Syracuse, N. Y¥., May 1—Theodore 
Roosevelt, former president of the 
United States, after learning details of 
the sinking of thg Lusitania late to- 
night, made this statement: 

“This represents not merely piracy, 
but piracy on a vaster scale of mur- 
der than any old-time pirate ever prac- 
tteed. This is the warfare which de- 
stroyed Louvain and Dinant and hun- 
dreds of men, women and children in 
Belgium.

“Eat Fis - 
The rapid increase in the price of meat, 

coupled with the fact that New England is 

not a cattle-growing country, was one of the 
determining factors in the campaign in- 
augurated by Boston; and in their prelimi- 
nary bulletin upon the subject the directors 

state: 
With the price of meat almost pro- 

hibitive—due to.the fact that New 
England does not raise cattle_in any 
appreciable quantity, and the increased 
cost of raising stock in the west—the 
port directors point out that fish is 
the only staple article of food’ today 
to which the people of Massachusetts, 
New England and, in fact, the entire 
country, can hopefully turn for relief 
from the high cost of living. 
The bulletin points out that it is the 

protein content in flesh foods that is of con- 
sequence to the consumer. The housewife 
who buys a pound of ham for 22 cents gets 

16 per cent of protein; but.if she buys a 

pound of haddock at 7 cents she gets 18 per 

cent of protein. Blue fish, in protein con- 
tent, is about the, equivalent of steak, and 
the price ts ordinarily.less than half. The

“Atlanta has two and a half times more 

in proportion to Its population than 
ny other city in the United States. St: 

tistics compiled show in one year 6,237 white 
arrests alone. In Rochester, with 60,000 
more people, the arrests for one year were 
7.172, counting all the arrests mad 

These facts and more were- brought out 
by Philip €. Weltner, who, with V. H. Krieg- 
shaver, Cator Woolford, Linton Hopkins and 
E. H. Googhart, directors of the- Associated 
Charities, appeared before the probe com- 
mittee of the police commissioners last 
night. This part of the session of the com- 
mittee was open to the public. 

“In New York there @ one arrest for 
every forty-two people. In Atlanta there 
is one arrest for every ten people. Compar- 
ing European statistics one finds the same 
results. : 

Fault of the Syatem. 
“This is the fault of the Atlanta police 

system.” said Mr. Weitner. t is not be- 
cause the citizens of Atlanta are so much 
worse than any other city. Every arrest 
means a lowering of self-respect, it cos: 
the city money in the time of the police- 
man, sending after the man arrested and 
in trying the case. And it takes the time 
of the officer away from his family if he is 
not on duty and is trying cases.” 

Mr, Weltner also said that under the pres- 
ent system in Atlanta it is impossible to find 
out who is who in she criminal classes by 
the present system of keeping records of the 
prisoners. He said it takes hours to trace 
the previous record of any man arrested. He 
stated that under the present card system, 
the same card was used for every man of 
the same name and that you. were forced 
to go back to other books until you were 
well-nigh lost in x maze of puzzling records. 

He produced a card which would keep 
the separate record of each man arrested. It 
shows the date, age, name, charge and di 
position, of the ci This card so simpli 
the keefing of records that one glance tells 
you ihe history from start to finish. 

Ask Investigating Officer. 
Mr. Weiltner also sald that to keep down 

the number of arrests there should be sta- 
tioned a man In the desk sefxrant’s office 
who would investigate every’ petty case ay

Sergeant. This man, with his simplified rec- 
ord, could tell at a glance whether the man 
had ever been a ed before, and could 
either dismiss him, give him a copy of 
charges or send him to jail.
