Chattanooga, Tenn. May 20.—Dele- 

gations from cities and sections with- 
Im the states of Florida and Georgia 
that are contesting for locations on the 
proposed Dixie highway from Chicago 
to Mimai, Fla. late this afternoon com- 
pleted presentation of arguments be- 
fore the fourteen commissioners from 
the seven interested states, who opened 
their meeting here today to select the 
route ror the highway. Representa- 
tives of the five other states will be 
heard tomorrow, and the designation 
of the route is to be made Saturday. 

The proceedings today were marked 
by a display of enthusiasm seldom wit- 
nessed outside of big political conven- 
tions. In the assembly hall impassion- 
ed speeches, extolling the advantages 
of this or that proposed route were} 
delivered before the commission and 

uproars of cheers and applause. | 
Through the streets there were parades | 
of men and women in automobiles and| 
afoot, led by bands and carrying ban- 
ners and shouting thelr praise of their 
favored section of roadway. 

In the hotels which were the head- 
quarters of the visiting delegations, 
there was an almost constant din of 
cheering and tmpromptu concerts by 
choruses rendering songs composed for 
the occasion. | 

Georgia and Florida Delegates. t

ent routes being proposed for the last 
mentioned stretch of road. 

One of the warmest contests before | 
the meeting today was that between | 
advocates of the Chattanooga-Lafay-| 
ette-Rome route and Chattanooga-Dal- | 
ton-Calhoun line. Each faction was 
represented by several hundred per- 
sons. Judge Moses Wright and John 

W. Maddox, for.the Rome route, ar- 
gued that it would pass the Chicka- 
Mauga battlefela and other historic 
spots; that part of it already is main- 
tained as a government highway, and 
that their county would guarantee to 
construct and maintain the highway 
according to the commission's specifi- 
cations. 

W.-C. Martin and B. A. Taylor de- 
clared the Dalton route is the shortest 
line from Chattanooga to Atlant; that 
it Is of even grade, passes through the 
scenes of several battles of the civil 
War, and includes the Johnston-Sher- 
man roacway.

One million dollars for Atlanta's pub- 
lic schools was the minimum agreed 
on Thursday by the bond committee 
of council, to be incorporated in @ pro- 
posed city bond issue the general coun- 
cil: will be asked to authorize. The 
committee, which met at the call of 
Chairman Albert Thomson, considered 
reports from several sub-committees 
relative to the needs of the various 
clty departments. 

The committee will recommend to 
general council Monday a bond issue 
aggregating $3,150,000. Last year, when 
discussion was had of issuing bonds 
tor city improvements, It was proposed 
to issue bonds aggregating $4,260,000 
The bond committee's report to general 
council will incorporate the following 
recommendations: 

Improvements Asked. 
Grady hospital, for new buildings and 

equipment, $300,000. 
Public schools. to be supplemented 

by funds from the sale of certain school 
property, $1,000,000. 
Sewer bonds, to complete Atlanta's 

trunk sewer system and provide for ex- 
tensions fn the disposal plants, $1.000, 
000. 
Waterworks, for a new 20,000,000-gal- 

lon pump and other equipment, $78¢,- 
000. 

For eyclorama building 
park, $100,000. 

Fire department, for motorizing the 
department and extending fire protec- 
tion, $150,000. 
Aldermen Owens and Seawright may 

recommend to council adding another 
item to the issue to provide for the 
erection of two sub-stations for the 
police department. 
Councilman J. L. McCord sought to 

have $30,000 included in the issue as 
the city's portion of the expense of 
building an underpass on Pryor street, 
underneath the Southern railway, -and 
near Vassar street. 

WII Appeal to Council. 
The committee voted adversely on 

the recommendation of Councilman Me- 
Cord. He declared he would take the 
matter to the general council. He 
claims it would mean a direct route to 
Lakewood, the location of the proposed 
Southeastern fair, and would make the 
fair grounds one mile closer to the bus- 
iness district of the city. The success 
of the fair, he said, depended to a great 
extent on a direct route. The county 
board, he said, has agreed to pave the 
road from the railroad tracks to the 
fair grounds. 

The committee was a unit in the be- 
lief that the schools should be the first 
item to be cared for, and they unani- 
mously indorsed the recommendation 
of Councilmen Charles W. Smith and 
Jesse M. Wood that $1000,000 be asked 
for public schools. 
Councilman Smith, who submitted the 

report of the sub-committee, recom- 
mended the erection of two new girls’ 
high schools, in widely different sec- 
tions of the city. He sald the commit- 
tee and board of education did not ap- 
prove the girls being forced to go long 
distances to a central school. The bond 
committee indorsed the recommenda- 
tion.

Trial of T. S. Kerlin Results 
in Discovery That Proba- 

bly a Score of Men Have 

Indorsed Notes for Friends 

Despite Regulations. 

OFFICERS AND FIREMEN 

HAD BORROWED $2,100 

Rules of Department “Say 

That Any Fireman Who 

Indorses Note Automatic- 

ally Forfeits His Position 

in the Departmant. 

As a result of the probe last night 
by the board of fire masters into 
charges preferred against T. & Kerlin. 
motor driver at headquarters station, 
& score of officers of the department, 
including assistant chiefs, captains and 
Meutenants, may lose thelr positions 
Kerlin and W. A Bagajski, signal 
operator at headquarters, were di 
missed from the department on charg: 
of conduct unbecoming members of 
the department. - 
When the board last night conducted 

its Investigation, based on the arrest 
last week of Bagajski, at the instance 
of Kerlin. who sald he found him in 
his home with his wife at the Kerlin 
residence, 69 South McDaniel street, It 

developed that Kerlin was operating 
a private loan b 
men and officers and that several thou- 
said dollars was due him from the 
men. - 

In his statement before the doard 
he accounted for $2,100 due him from 
nearly a score of the firemen, inchud- 
ing First Assistant Chief R. H. Pressly, 
Captain O. J. Parker and G. B. Carl- 
tom, secretary to Chief Cummings. 

Owed Him Big Sums 
Kerlin stated that these men and 

others had borrowed money from him 
on indorsements by other firemen and 
that one of them owed him as much 
as $540; another admitted owing Ker- 
lin more than $400 and another stated 
he owed Kerlin $147. 

The board had the secretary pro- 
cure the minutes of a meeting of the 
board held in May of last year when 
& resolution wawpaased, providing that 
any fireman whe indorses a note au- 
tomatically forfelts his position with 
the city. It was testified by Kerlin 
that many of these indorsements were 
given after the passage of the reso- 
lution in question. 

At the request of the board Kerlin 
agreed to furnish them a list of the 
men against whom he holds notes and 
the names of the men who indorsed 
them. 

‘These revelations were made to the 
board when Kerlin took the stand in 
his own defense. He stated that near- 
ly all of the men who had testified 
against him owed him money and 
charged that some of them (he men- 
tiened only one name) had taken an 
active part in securing his dismissal 
from the department, in the belief that 
it would be an ald in relieving them 
from paying thelr notes. 

This testimony was admitted by the 
board to determine whether or not any 
of the witnesses were prejudiced 
against Kerlin. 

Charged 5 Per Cent. 
Kerlin said he had charged. the fire- 

men 5 pér cent per month interest, in 
answer to a question of what agree- 
ments were made when loans were ne- 
gotiated. 

“Don't you know you are violating 
the law?" asked Mayor Woodward. 

“No, sir. I am not violating #ny 
law when the men come to me, ask me 
for the money and offer to pay me 5 
per cent,” replied Kerlin. 

Chief Cummings was put on the car- 
pet by members of the board and ask- 
ed about Kerlin's actions. . He h 
knew nothing of his extensive loan 
business and stated that his first in- 
formation of the practice was when 
Kerlin himself made the statement 
before the board. He said he would 
not have countenanced such a thing 
had he been in possession of the facts 
in the case. 

Testimony before the bo: 
brought the following facts 
Some time ago Kerlin learned that 

Bagajski had been visging his wife 
during his absence. Last week he took 
a squad of police to his home, found 
his wife in a kimono and Bagajski 
hidden in a closet. They were taken 
to the police barracks, where they put 
up collateral. On the following day 
they paid their fines for disorderly 
conduct and Kerlin filed a petition for 
divorcee, which is now pending. 

Charges Are Preferred, 
He reported the matter to the chief, 

and {t was turned over to the board of 
firemasters: Bagajski was dismissed, 
and charges were preferred against 
Kerlin by Councilman Jesse B. Lee. It 
was charged that Kerlin married a 
woman he had cause to believe was not 
of good character, and the board mem- 
bers last'night declared they would 
not allow such a thing to take place 
in the department with thelr knowl- 
edge. They were of the opinion that 
it would be a reflection on every mem- 
ber of the department to allow Kerlin 
to remain. He had been @ member of 
the department thirteen years, and bore 
a good record. 

eral members of the department 
testified that they had heard reports 
concerning Mrs. Kerlin before her mar- 
riage to Kerlin which led to suspicion. 

A fommer fireman by. the name of 
Jacods testified before the board that 
he was the divorced husband of Mrs. 
Kerlin; that he lost his place on the 
fire department because of trouble he 
had with the woman. He claimed to 
have seen her with Kerlin before they 
married, three years ago. 

Warned by Officers. 
Kerlin admitted that officers of the 

department cqme to him before his 
marriage and warned him, teiling him 
some of the reports they had heard of 
Mrs. Kerlin, at that time Mrs. Jacobs, 
He said he told her of the revorta;

told the jury that If it failed to reach 
‘a verdict by 11 o'clock tonight it would 
be locked up until tomorrow. Should 
a verdict be found before 11 o'clock, 
he said, the jury might seal it and 
turn it over to a representative of the 
court. In that event, Justice Andrews 
said, the jurymen might go to their 
hornes for the night and report at the 
opening of court tomorrow. 

The jury then filed back to Its room 
and remained the until 7 o'clock, 
when the twelve men left the dullding 
for dinner. On their return in half an 
hour they resumed their deliberations 
behind locked doors.

ISSUES GREEN BOOK. 
Rome, May 19—(By Way of Paris, 

May 20.)—Diplomatic documents dis- 
losing each successive step in the 

which resulted in Italy's 
denunciation of her treaty of alliance 
with Austria and Germany are con- 
tained in the Green Book issued by the 
Italian government. 

This history of diplomatic inter 
changes begins with telegrams sent by 
Foreign Minlater Sonnino to the duke 
of Avarna, Italian ambassador at 
Vienna, December 9, 1914, Instructing 
him to notify Count von Berchtold, then 
Austrian foreign minister, that the Aus- 
trian advance in Serbia constituted a 
fact coveréd in article 7 of the triple 
alliance treaty entitling Italy to com- 
pensations. Count von Berchtold re- 
plied his oplnion ‘dig’ not agree with 
Riis view, but on. December 20 inti- 
mated that he had begun to change his 
mind. 

Baron Buran, who had_ succeeded 
Count von Berchtold, tried to evade 
any definite expression of opinion. The 
duke of Avarna, on February 22, tele- 
graphed that Austria evidently was 
trying to gain time, but she undoubted- 
ly was being, pressed by Germany. On 
March 9,

Austro-Russian Peace, 
The rumors of a separate Austro- 

Russian peace persisting, Rome asked 
Vienna for a definite answer. In re- 
ply Vienna added a small zone in the 
province of Trent to the Itallan com- 
pensation... 

‘On April 25, the duke of Avarna re- 
ported that,the Austrian government 
did not beliéve Italy ever would make 
war, and that consequently Vienna re- 
garded a.continuance of the discus- 
sions as useless. 

On receipt of this report Signor Son- 
considering any accord impos- 

sible, denounced the ailiance with Au: 
tria-Hungary. He said that last sum- 
mer Austria-Hungary, without reach- 
ing any agreement with Italy and with- 
out giving Ttaly any notice whatever, 
even disdaining the advice of Italy 
that moderation be observed, had sent 
to Serbia ‘on July 23 an ultimatum 
which was the cause “of the present 
conflagration. 

Thus, Austria-Hungary had disturbed 
the status quo in the Balkans, creating 
a situation which was of advantage 
to herself alone. Such a course of vio- 
lence- made benevolent neutrality i 
ossible for the reason that Austrii 
ungary was fighting to attain an ob-

There are undoubtedly splendid oppor- 

tunities for trade expansion awaiting the | 

United States in the Latin-American coun- 

tries.to the south. So hopeful did the sit- 

uation look when Europe became embroiled 

in continental warfare that in the exuber- 

ance of our enthusiasm we were perhaps 

inclined, as a nation, to take too sanguine 

a view of the possibilities. In other words, 

we were almost inclined to believe that 

all we had to do was to go and ask for the 

business and thus get and retain it, because 

European manufacturers were no longer in 
Position to fill their orders. 

Reason and evidence will compel the 

American manufacturer to-take into ac- 
count the factor of supreme effort in land- 

ing their share of the Latin-American trade 
that has heretofore gone to Europe, and in 

keeping it after they have landed it. What 

the European war has done is to’ supply 
the opportunity; it rests with the Ameri- 
can manufacturer to do these things which 

will enable him to seize and hold it. 

The Latin-American countries de not, 

any more than do other nations, distribute 

their trade upon a basis of sentiment or 
persona! or national animosity, as is inter- 

estingly pointed out in an article by Howard 

Ayres, of New York, secretary of the Cotton 

Goods Export association, published in the 

current issue of “Cotton,” an Atlanta trade 
journal, and which we reprint elsewhere. 

Mr. Ayres shows convincingly by state- 
ment of fact and presentation of statistics, 

that so far the war has not resulted in any 
increase of our textile export trade to South 

America and other foreign countries, in- 

cluding the Orient. Responsibility for this 

is attributable in large measure to de- 

pressed business conditions in those coun- 
tries, due to the European war, affecting 

them much in the same manner as in our 

own case. Buying orders practically t 

world over have rather declined than 

creased as a result of this depression. 

This fact, however, does not lessen one 

whit the opportunity that confronts the 

Americdn manufacturer in textile as well as 
in other lines. The big question is how 
shali we zo about getting the business, and 

how shall we retain it after we get it? Mr. 

Ayres has given a reasonable and sane an- 

swer to this question, when he says:

export trading facilities and organiza- 
tion so efficient as now

CATTLE ON THE FARM. | 
The world must have its meat and is 

willing to pay for it. -To this, growing con- 

sumption, notwithstanding increased cost, 

bears eloquent witness. Every foot of the 
vast western ranges may be fenced for 
farms, but cattle production must go on; 
the world demands it. 

Division of the great western prairies 

into small farms has eliminated the great 

ranches as a factor in cattle growing. For 
years these ranges were as free as the alr, 

and cattle were reckoned not by the car- 

load or the hundred, but by the thousand 
head. Now, like in the south, it is largely 

to the small farm that we must look for our 
cattle. 

The inevitable effect.of this condition fs 

to spread the cattle industry to thousands 

of growers where it was formerly confined 
to hundreds; and, further, to increase the 

| extent of it In those states which had given 
it little attention, to make up for the deficit 

of production in the west. Where the west- 

ern ranchman {s deprived of the opportunity 
he once enjoyed of fattening 5,000 or more 
beef cattle at practically no expense except 

the pay of herders, the way is opened for 

competition on the part of those who must 
go-to slight expense in preparing their cattle 

for market. in small numbers or even by the 
single head.

Under these conditions one or 
two beev will live on What is now 
practically going to waste. and with 
the extra care which usually is given 
small units'the weight and quality will 
profit. There will still be some cattle 
kings in each of the western states, 
but a great abundance can be main- 
tained indefinitely throtigh a million 
small producers.

IF WE MEET FOREIGN COMPETITION 

hi the current. issue of Cotton, a trade 
journal of Atlanta, there is an article on 
the cotton goods export trade by Howard 
Ayres, of New York, secretary of the Cotton 
Goof ‘Export: agsociation, from which the 
following is taken: 

“With a strong desire to give you as much 
information as possible, I find difficult your 
question, ‘What has been the recent trend 
of export trade in textiles, and what the 
neat prospect? . Perhaps no commerciat in-

“The export trade, where {t amounts to 
anything, cannot be measured by short 
periods. The conditions in which it Is con- 
ducted, forward engagement of merchan- 
dise to be made, transportation, the ad- 
vance of purchase money and collection of 
progeeds all go to make up prolonged opera- 
tiona, of which the beginning and the end 

are overlapped by previous and new transac- 
tions and by market conditions not neces- 
sarily related to what’ may be coming to 
public notice at any one tiine. Nevertheless 
at a time of such violent dislocation as the 
present it mportant to know how our 
trade is being affected, and a study of the 
situation takes on new Interest. 

“Cotton goods made in the United States 
have not participated to any great extent, 
except duck, In the unusual orders placed 
here for munitions and@ supplies of war. On 
the contrary, the manufacturers haye suf- 
fered from the effects of the war upon raw 
material and the markets consuming the 
finished product. It {fs not apparent that 
much has been accomplished In gaining new 
markets or capturing orders usually taken 
by the nations at war, except perhaps in 
one direction. Had trade conditions been 
normal tn the international markets, and the 
low cost of raw material, and consequently 
of goods, a normal reaction, there would 
have been an increased demand because of 

Such cotton: cloth as we 
export goes to people of small purchasing 
power, among whom high prices restrict con- 
sumption and low prices increase it. Unfor- 
tunately other conditions have existed and 
have been so far compelling as to offset that 
favorable circumstance.

Supporters of Woodward 
Seek to Enforce Charter, 

Says Councilman Johnson 

Editor Constitution Mayor James G. 
Woodward requires as little defense for his 
official acts, and is about as capable to 
make that defense, as any official connected 
with the city government. Therefore what 
I have to say is not to be construed Ss a 
defenze of the mayor, but rather am I in- 
terested in stating the side of those of us 
who have supported the mayor in those acts 
for which your editorials criticise him.

Mayor Woodward and Alderman Kelley 
engaged in a controversy early during the 
present session. Alderman Kelley had signed 
the finance sheet, and was one of us who 
agreed that it was the best finance sheet 
the committee was capable of making.

I know of my own knowledge that Mayor 
Woodward was just as anxious as any of 
the three representatives from the second 
ward to have Pryor ' street paved, this 
anxiety being equaled only by his determi- 
nation to have it paved in accordance with 
the provisions of the city charter. 

The mayor exercised. his right of veto 
on the ordinance changing the city purchas- 
ing agent's selection. In his statement to 
the general council, when he declined to 
preside over the election of a~purohasing 
agent, the mayor agreed to leave the ques- 
tion of legality to Judge John T. Pendleton, 
a former assistant city attorney, a former 
city attorney“and now judge of the Fulton 
superior court. The mayor's proposition was 
not to leave it to Judge Pendleton, in his 
official capacity, but to submit all of the 
facts in the case to Judge Pendleton and 
abide his decision. 

Not only have those of us who supported 
the mayor in these various matters been 
entirely familiar with the facts herein stated, 
but the mayor even Went so far as to dis: 
cusa the matter in detail with certain of 
the opposition. Many of-his opponents know 
that their action in the matter is illegal, 
and they_are much amused to have “put 
something over on the old man.” even at 
the expense of violating the provisions of 
the charter. 

Even a casual Investigation by an un- 
prejudiced individual will bear out the facts 
herein stated. The city hall reporter for 
The Constitution is himself fully conversant 
with this situation.
