Governor Nat E. Harris stated Wed- 
nesday that he will make every effort 
within his power to ascertain the identi- 
ty of the men composing the mob that 
tock Leo M. Frank from the state 
prison farm and lynched him in Cobb 
county, near Marietta, and to-bring them 
to justice for their act. 

“I am inexpressibly shocked,” said the 
governor. “This affair places a- blot 
upon the fair name of our state that 
can never be wiped out. The lynching 
will be probed to the bottom and every 
effort within my power will be made 
to bring the members of the mob’ to 
justice. At the proper time I will offer 
suitable rewards for the arrest and con- 
viction of the men, and I will urge the’ 
judge, the solicitor and the sheri~f to 
make diligent effort to apprehend them.” 

The wowernor cut short his visit to 

the reunion of the Confederate veter- 
ans of Georgia at Fitzgerald and re- 

tuFned to Atlanta Tuesday night, in 
order to begin his investigation of the 
lynching without delay, 

| He will frst hold a conference with 
the members of the prison ¢ommission 
to determine whether the officials and 
guards at the state prison farm should 
be held responsible for allowing the mob 
to take Frank out of their hands. He 
will also undertake, if possible, to ob- 
tain from the officials and guards some 

description of the men composing the 
mob. Then he will direct his attention 
to the apprehension of the guilty parties, 

This conference with tne prison com- 
mission probably cannot be arranged 
before Thursday morning, as only one 
member of the commission, E. L. Rainey, 
is in the city. The other two, R. I. Davi- 
son and T. 1. Patterson, are expected 
to arrive either late Wednesday after-| 
noon or early Thursday morning. 

OFFICIALS NOT BLAMED, 
Mr. Rainey statea to The Journal 

Wednesday morning that the offvials at 
the state prison farm shauld ‘not be 
held responsible for the removal of 
Frank, nor, he added, could the prison 
commissioners, who were at the farm, 
be held responsible. 

“The mob took everybody completely 
by surprise and nobody had a chance to 
resisi,” Mr. Rainey declared.

Life was pumped into the veins of a 
woman lying near death at the Grady 
hospital Wednesday morning from the 

artery of a friend who sacrificed his 
own blood that she might be saved. 

It was the operation known to the 
layman as blood transfusion, and: tried 

at 10 o'clock Wednesday morning at the 
Grady for the first time in many 

months. At noon it was pronounced a 
success. The woman will live. 

She is Miss Ida Bruce, twenty-seven 
years old, of 293 Courtland street. Last 
November she fell. | She was injured so 
that from ‘that time en she suffered in- 
ternal hemorrhages. Weakened by loss 
of blood, she was taken to the hospital 
three weeks ago. Every means failed 
to change her anemic condition and phys 
sicians decided on the last resort, blood 

transfusion.

AVH you ever noticed, friend, that there are days 
when your memory is not as brisk as usual— 
days when you find it more or less difficult to 

recall facts which you ordinarily would recollect witn- 

out trouble? 
Have you further noticed that these days of les- 

sened memory power usually are coincident with feel- 

ings of fatigue, depression, and lessened vitality in 
general? 4 

This is a fact which is not always appreciated as 
it ought to be. Many people, especially if the memory 
weakness becomes very perceptible, fall into a panic, 
thinking that they are destined to lose not only their 
memory but their mind. ~ 

Others, even when the deficiency of memory power 
is slight, torture themselves with verious kinds of 
“merfal exercises,” hoping thereby to overcome the oc- 
casional weakness of recollection. 

Whereas what they really should do is to take cer- 
tain hygienic precautions that will render them less 
Mable to physical weakness and fatigue. 

The relationship between fatigue and memory de- 
ficiency is not one of coincidence merely. It is a re- 

lationship of cause and effect. 
When we become fatigued there is a literal poison- 

ing of the brain, the organ through which thp mind 
gives expression to its memories. This poisoning neces- 

sarily interferes more or less with the brain's action, 
and consequently weakens memory power for the time 
being, 

Anything, ip fact, which causes toxic products to 
yget into the blood circulating through the brain, or 

diminishes the amount of the blood supply to the brain, 
is‘ hurtful to the memory. 

Hence, those who would retain their memory power 

at its maximum must keep themselves well nourished, 
wita the digestive and eliminative organs in good work- 
ing order. 

They should avoid excesses of all kinds, particular- 
ly intemperance in eating or drinking. Overeating and 
overdrinking invariably cause toxic elements to de- 
velop in the system. 

Exercise in the open air is always desirable, be- 
cause of the nutritive value of the increased amount of 
oxygen breathed in. But the exercise must be mod- 
erate, else fatigue with its harmful products will ensus 

Fresh air, indeed, should always be sought, indoors 
as well as out. The’ better the ventilation of house, of- 
fice, store or factory, the less the liability to fatigue. 
Everybody knows how rapidly feelings of fatigue de- 
velop when in close, stuffy rooms. 

Sleep is another and most important factor in the 
maintenance of physical and mental vigor. 

Eight hours of sleep is an adequate nightly allow- 
ance for most people. A less amount may not give 
sufficient rest, though this is a matter dependent large- 
ly on the individual. 

On the other hand, excessive sleeping must be avoid- 
ed as scrupulously as excessive eating or drinking. 

During sleep there is a general slowing of the bodi- 
ly processes. If one sleeps tov long this decreased func- 
tional activity may become habitual, to the detriment 
of all the organs, and of the brain in particular. 

Always it should be borne in mind that memory ef- 

ficiency depends on brain efficiency, and that anytaing 
which injures the health of the brain is injurious to tue 
memory. '

NO. 266,—PORTO BELLO. 

No romance-loving American who takes a trip 

through Panama should fail to pay a visit to the old 
town of Porto Bello, a few miles down the coast from 

Colon, the Atlantic seaport. Steam launches plying 
back and forth render the trip easy and pleasant. 

Porto Bello bay was first explored by Christopher 
Columbus upon his fourth and last voyage. The pro- 
found beauty of the scenery so impressed him that he 
gave it its present name, which means beautiful port. 

After he had been recalled, his brother, Bartolme Co~ 
lumbus, also visited the place, and with several other 
explorers marched from there into the interior country 
in quest of gold, 

Today there are really two Porto Bellos. One is 
a busy, active rock quarry, established by the Ameri- 
cans in order to get the rock which went into the mas- 
sive foundations of the great canal locks. Across the 
bay Hes the gld Porto Bello, once deemed the strongest 
and most beautiful city of North America; afterward, 
wasted by pirates and pillage, yet still beautiful in 

its ruins. 5 
This old city was founded by Francisco Valverde y 

Mercado upon March 20, 1587, 
ironbound forts representing the greatest engineering 
Skill of the day. ‘i 

During the days of the Spanish supremacy Porto 
Bello was the scene of the greatest luxury upon the 
Western Hemisphere. It was the shipping point for 
the rich treasures brought from Peru. Rare jewels, 

costly fabrics and gold were plentiful in the town, which 

was also celebrated for its beautiful women and the 

valor of the Spanish soldiers who defended it. But 
its magnificence was short-lived. Early in the seven- 

teenth century its treasures attracted the attention of 
pirates who found means of overcoming the forts which 

had seemed so impregnable. The most complete con- 
quest was made by the famous buccaneer, Morgan, who 
entered the town in 1680, confiscated its treasures, and 
held its commandant for a ransom. 

‘The best preserved of the old buildings is the for- 
tress of San Jeronimo, which juts out into the bay. 
American tourists delight in being photographed in the 
old stone windows, and also in climbing down into the 
dungeons where are yet to be found links of chains 
worn by the prisoners of long ago. ‘It is claimed that 
the deepest of these dungeons was the death chamber 
of Mariana, the daughter of the commander of the town 
at the time of Morgan's raid. She was betrothed to a 

One of the pirates desired to wed 
her, and when she refused Morgan threw her into this 
lower dungeon. Each morning her pirate suitor would 
come to the door of the dungeon and ask her to accept 
him. “Each time the answer came: belong to Al- 

gar¢on. I am true to him until I die.” After she had 
been in durance several weeks, More-n left the town 
hastily, carrying her father and the other officers as 
captives, The town had been thoroughly pillaged and 

the inhabitants frightened off. An old priest was the 

first to return after the flight,of the pirates. He went 
to the dungeon and was able to release several pris- 
overs, but in Mariana’s chamber he found only a corpse 
wearing the jewels and robes of the governor's daugh- 
ter. 

The Searchlight. 

The one and two-hour moving picture plays are 
bringing into use the mechanical orchestra, operated 
by one musician, This mechanical orchestra, which 
is also called the unit orchestra, is an elaborated form 
of the pipe organ.

‘BUTTERMILK BACTERIA 
NATURAL, SAYS CHEMIST 

First Instance in Atlanta, and 
Dairyman Not Responsi- 

ble, He Says 

Investigation by city authorities of 
the poisoning of a score of people Mon- 
day afternoon from drinking buttermilk 

has developed a case unique in the his- 

tory of health and sanitation in Atlanta, 
according to Dr. Claude Smith, city 
chemist and bacterlologist. 

This is the formation in buttermilk of 
injurious bacteria. Rare instances of 
this kind have been reported from other 
communities, generally about once a | 
year, said Dr. Smith Wednesday, but 
never before has one occurred in At- 
lanta. 

r. Smith went to the Forrest Park 
airy, 819 1-2 Peachtree street, where 
the victims said they got the buttermilk 
they drank, and made a full investiga- 
tion Tuesday. 

“We closed the dairy temporarily,” he 
said. “And poured out all the milk in 
the place. This was done with the full 
co-operation of the proprietor, whe is 
very sorry the affair occurred and is 
doing everything in his power to help 
vs. The Forrest Park dairy is one of 
the better class of dairies, one of the 
best in Atlanta. Although there is no 
city ordinance so-providing, it Is fully 

fitted with steam for sterlizing the milk, 
and is modern in eyery respect. Since 
Tuesday we have allowed the dairy to 
disiribute milk which has not been open- 
ed since it was sterilized and bottled. 
The sweet milk we found to be absolute- 
ly pure, and the bacteria in the butter- 
Milk a natural, though injurious product. 
It was not the fault of the dairyman 
that the bacteria formed. 

“Buttermilk is always formed of bac: 
teria, Millions go to make the drink, 
but these millions are generally harm- 
less‘and, indeed, beneficial. At rare in- 
tervals bacteria will develop which are 
harmful. Such cases have been known 
in other cities. I do not know of any 
that ever happened before in Atlanta.” 

Discussing dairy sanitation here as 2 
whole, Dr. Smith said that conditions 
this summer have been the best in the 
city’s history. The amount of bacteria 
in sweet milk is a much lower percent- 
age than last year, he said, and Mon- 
day's affair was the first reported from 
buttermilk. 

Of the several people taken to Grady 
hospital suffering from acute indigestion

Telephone and telegraph officers stat- 
ed early today that while they had not 
been in_disect communication with their 
forces working to re-establish wire com- 
munication with Houston, Galveston and 
Beaumont, their plans were to have at 
least a few wires working into these 
cities by noon. 

Latest advices from Houston, brought 
to Dallas and Temple by railroad train- 
men, were somewhat contradictory. One 
reported the property damage there ex- 
tended only to broken plate glass win- 
dows and there had been no reports of 
loss of life; while others stated the 
property loss was enormous, probably 
$5,000,000 and saveral lives had been 
lost. * 

Not a word had been heard from Beau- 
mont since Monday night. Brief wire- 
less messages from Galveston indicat- 
ed the storm was subsiding there and 
reported great damage to shipping and 
structures on the bay front. There was 
no confirmation of loss of life. 

A wireless message received late yves- 
terday by Fort Sam Houston, at San An- 
tonio, told of the army transport Mc- 
Clellan being left high and dry half a 
mile inland.

RUMORS OF BIG WAR LOKN 
BOOSTS FOREIGN EXCHANGE 

ATLANBA 

U, S$. May Not Approve Bank- 
ers’ Plan to Furnish the 

Allies $500,000,000 

(By Associated Press, 

NEW YORK, Aug. 18—Reports that 
negotiations were underway for the flo~ 
tation of a big foreign loan here im- 

parted strength to the foreign exchange 
market today, notwithstanding the opin- 

ion in well informed circles that a rem- 

edy for the situation was no nearer than 
Several days ago. 

Two questions loomeh large in the 

discussion of American bankers at- 
tempting to underwrite a loa to Great 

Britain or her allies of ffrom $300,000,- 

000 to $500,000,000, These questions 
were: 

‘Would the Washington administration 

regard the underwriting of such a loan 
as against the spirit of neutrality? 

Could a loan of these huge proportions 
be placed in this country, if ynderwrit- 

ten on terms that Great Britai could af- 
ford to grant? 

International bankers recalled the at- 
tituhe taken by Washington early in the 
war when the subject of a large French 
loan was first broached. They remem- 
bered that J. P. Morgan then went to 
Washington and when he returned the 
loan was not placed. 

Since then several loans to France and 
Great Britain have been placed, but for 
only nominal sums and they were dis- 
tinetly of a credit character. Since 
then Buropean buyers have flooded 
American manufacturers with war or- 
ders, so that bills coming due ran into 
the hundreds of millions, - 

Matters have reached a stage, in the 
belief of financiers, where there must. 
be little further delay in providing the 
way to pay these bills. Failure to do 
so, it is believed may result’ in heavy 
curtailment of American shipments 
abroad. 

Reports current in Wall street today, 
cabled from London over night that 
Great Britain and her allies were said 
to be contemplating shipments of $250,- 
000,000 gold to the United States were . 
received with scepticism. Not only 
would such shipments be without: par- 
allel, but even if made, they would have 
to extend over a long period, and the 
debt then probably would be ‘as large 
as ever, 

These and other considerations, it was 
learned, were acting as a brake on ne- 
gotiations while the plans to relieve the 
situation seemed to mark time, the mar- 
kets showed a tendency to strength and 
took on a quieter toe and appearance, 

Sterling opened at a range of from 
4.65 to 4.66 1-2. Francs showed the 
decided advance of 7 cents from yes- 
terday’s Jow record, being quoted at the 
opening at 5.98, while lires were cor- 
respondingly stronger at 6:49.

fat strips of meat—ham and bacon—in- 
fo the meats that are naturally dry 
or lacking in flavor. Turkeys, rabbit, 
veal, venison, fillet of beef and most 
game are much improved by this pro- 
cess, 

The word larding sounds formidable, 
but is very simple. 

Cut the meat to be used into thin 
strips and insert these at intervals of 
about an inch over the meat that needs 
enriching. 

A larding needle makes the work 
easier, but it is not necessary. Good 
work may be done with a sharp, slender 
knife. 

A portion of the meat to be latded 
is pinched up and the point of the 
knife is forced through, making ahole 

hi large enough only to put in the strip 
of larding meat. 

Keep the incisions in line and fhe 
strips of even length and allow two 
inches of larding strip exposed on each 
side. 

Under heat the fat dries out and 
bastes the fowl or meat, rendering it 
juicy and at the same time adding a 
delicious flavor. 

Pork, either fresh or salt, ts best 
for beef; bacon or ham for veal or 
chicken, and a bit of ham fat improves 
squabs.

‘The dispatch fur- 
ther claimed that the allies were endeavoring 
to induce Japan to take similar action, but that 
she hesitates to do so, The object aimed at 
in declaring cotton contraband is to prevent 
the-staple from reaching atria and Germany 
during the period of war. While: exports might 
be restricted temporarily, it is believed that a 
way Will be found of meeting the difficulty, It 
{s believed that Austria and Germany secured 
considerable cotton last season through neutral 
countries, ‘Thus Italy imported about 500,000 
bales more than her requirements, and other 
foreign countries, particularly the Scandinav! 
nations, took about 1,500,000 bales more than 
their requirements, cotton is supposed to have 
eventually found ‘its way into Germany and 
Austria over neutral borders. 

Hayden, Stone & Co. say: ‘The cotton market 
at the present time is an extremely narrow ar- 
fair, and the recent decline of about 35 points 
has'led many shorts to take profits. 

£. F. Hutton & Co. say: Cables are firm in 
Liverpool, 1 to 1% points higher than due. The 
tropical. storm Inet night moved itno the inte- 
rior of Kast Texas with dimjpishing intensity 
after reaching the coast.

HOW THE APPETITE FOR 
SPECULATION Is AROUSED, 

By JOHN M. OSKISON. 

For the first time in her history, the 
government of the Dominion of Canada 
has borrowed money from the Unitea 
States—$45,000,000 to complete public 
works. 

The syndicate of American bankers 

who teok the loan offered the domin- 
ion’s 5 per cent notes to the Public on 
these terms: 
The $25,000,000 of one-year notes, ma- 

turing August 1, 1916, at par, to yield the 
investor an even 5 per cent, and the 
$20,000,000 of two-year notes, due August 
1, 1917, at 991-2, to yield 5.25 per cent on 
the investment. 
This is a high return on suth a secur- 

ity. The cost of the loan to the Canadian 
govefhment is, of course, not publicly 
known, as it was settled between the 
government and the bankers. It is prob- 
able that Canada got the money on 
about a 5 1-2 per cent basis. 

In normal times, Canada would not 
dream of borrowing money in the Unitea 
States. Our rates are normally too stift 
for her, Normally, Canada’s finance 
minister would apply in London for any 
loan needed, and the money would not 
cost more than 4 per cent. 
Now, however, London can't lend—at 

least without stretching the resources of 
her capitalists dangerously. So Canada 
comes to us in order to relieve London. 
This government loan comes after x 

trial of our capital markets in the last 
few years by various Cahadian cities and 
provinces. Within a few months the 
provinces of Ontario, Quebec and Sas- 
katchewan, and the cities of, Montreai 
and Toronto and others, have borrowed 
some $25,000,000 from our bankers on bona 
issues that have been sold to the public. 

A Canadian banker who was instru- 
mental in placing this big government 
loan thinks that as we lend more ana 
more money in Canada our relations 
with her will become closer and more 
cordial. 

It is a natural and friendly assumption, 
Investors'of this country who put money 
into Canadian municipal and government 
netes and bonds ought to feel sure of its 
safety. A good return on such invest- 
ments can now be had, and the oppor- 
tunity to do a neighborly thing is here 

MACHINISTS ARE AFTER 
BETTER WORK CONDITIONS 
WASHINGTON, Aug. 18—Considera- 

tion of plans for the inauguration of a 
general movement to improve working 
conditions, bring about a shorter work 
day and increased wages for machinists 
in the United States, was continued here 
today by the executive board of the 
International Association of Machinists. 
Announcement was made that the first 
workers to be affected would be those 
employed in munition plants and fac- 
tories manufacturing war material for 
the belligerent powers of Europe. 

President Johnston, of the association, 
said low wages paid machinists in this 
country and the attractions offered for 
their services in Europe already had 
caused more than 10,000 American ma- 
chinists to accept employment abroad.

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Twenty-five years ago this summer England experienced such a 

golfing upset as she had never known in her 400 years of golfing his- 
tory. For that summer, now back in another century, John Ball won 
the British amateur championship and followed this achievement up 
by landing the British open, a°double achievement of amazing propor- 
tions. No one then had ever figured that an amateur could win an 
open event until Ball produced the miracle. 

Five years after this double conquest had been established by an 

English amateur, America established her amateur and open champion- 
ships, and in the twenty years that have followed no American golfer 
has ever been able to duplicate Ball’s heroic work. Frances Ouimet 
won the open in 1913, two years ago, but he was cudgeled out of the 
amateur parade in the second round when he fell before Travers at 
Garden City. 

AMERICA’S CHANCE, 
But now, twenty-five campaigns after Ball's twin titles, and twenty 

years after both American championships have been established, the 
chance has at last come to an American golfer to smash all records 
for his native land. For Travers won the open championship at Bal- 
tusrol, and if he can now wrest the amateur title away from Ouimet at 
Detroit he will have achieved a golfing destiny that no one thought 
possible three years ago before Ouimet cut his way through the pro- 
fessional barrier. J 

While ‘playing a friendly round with Jerry .a few days ago we 
brought this point to his attention: the chance he had to pull up on 

even terms with the redoubtable Mr. Ball. “It would be a great 
thing,” he said, “but winning an American amateur championship is 
quite different from what it used to be. Some years ago there were 
only one or two entries on ehad to bother with. Most of the others 
could be counted upon to beat themselves, so that one could loaf along 
most of the way and ‘save his energy for the one big match.

In this way they have increased their confidence as well as 
their skill, and they aré as likely to play great golf against the leaders 
as against any one else,” 

OUTSIDE VICTORIES. 
It is in this respect of losing to a higher handicap man that Chick 

Evans is still a. trifle below Oulmet and Travers. 
As we recall the details the only two golfers who have put out Tra- 

vers in recent years at any amateur championship were Harold Hilton, 
British champion, in 1911 and Francis Ouimet in 1914. (This doesn't 
include any English invasions.) Ouimet, since coming to fame, has lost 
only to, Travers in any amateur title play. But Evans has had a 
rougher row. Fownes beat him in 1910; Herreshoff in 1911; Travers 

in 1912; John G. Anderson in 1913 and Eb Byers last fall. 
‘Travers was beaten in the Metropolitan championship this spring

“A Word to the Wise” 
Atlanta has acquired a ‘‘moving day.’’ On 

tember 1 the annual grand exchange of living 
quarters will be merrily in process. 

But Atlanta can’t move in a day. The impos: 
bility is physical. It’s just as if everybody said 
“‘We'll all go to the postoffice together at noon 
and get our mail.’’ Somebody would have to wait. 

e ourselves are concerned very much with 
moving day. We have a part im the general situ- 
ation, as the transfer and telephone companies have 
theirs. Everybody wants to move the gas stove, 
the gas water-heater, the electric meter, the electric 
lamp globes—everybody, all at once. 

We're going to do our part; and in advance 
we want to ask that you be patient with us, and 
we want to show you how you can help yourself 

and us. 
In order to get your gas and electrie parapher- 

nalia moved, it is necessary that you fill out before- 
hand what is known as a ‘‘transfer application”’— 

one for electricity, one for’ gas. If you telephone 
well in advance to the order clerk of the gas sales 
department and to the contract department of the 

electric company, men will be sent to your house 

with the necessary application forms. But there 

will be many demands, and you will get probably 

quicker serviee by calling in person at 7 Marietta 

street, the Gas and Electric building. 

Many people will be moving, and all must be 

served in the order of their application. That 

means “‘first come, first served.” Which in turn 

counsels against putting off the filing of those 

transfer applications. < 5
