murder.

The accused man's statement was clear, concise and straightforward.
He- talked in smooth, even tones, punctuating his statement with emphatic

gestures of the arms and fingers. He had more the appearance of an at-

torney making a jury speech instead of an accused man making a plea for
life and liberty.

ft was a dramatic story, marked by the straightforward delivery of the
prisoner. A hush settled over the room throughout his recital and he
was able to talk in an ordinary voice and make himself heard all over the
place.

The following is the first verbatim report of his statement to be pub-
lished :

.' "Now, Mr. Frank." said Mr. Arnold, "such papers as you want to use j n n *'','
you can come down here at any time or from time to time and get them on | *;̂ B

this table right here."
"Before you commence your statement," prompted the judge, "I want

to read the law. In criminal procedure, the prisoner will have the right
to make to the court and jury such statement in thes case as he may deem
proper in his defense. It shall not be under oath and shall have such force
as the jury shall think right to give it. They may believe it in preference
to the sworn testimony in the case. The prisoner shall not be compelled to
answer any questions on cross-examination. He should feel free to decline
to answer them. Xow you can make such statement as you see fit.''

"Gentlemen of the jury," the accused man began, "in 1884. the 17th day
of April, I was born in Terrpll. Texas. At the age of 3 months my parents
took me to Brooklyn, .V. Y., which became my home until r carne south, to
Atlanta, to make my home here. I attended the public schools of Brooklyn
and prepared for college in Pratt institute, Brooklyn, N Y.

"In the fall of 1902 I entered Cornell university, where i took the course
of mechanical engineering, graduating after four years, in June, 1906. 1 then
accepted a position as draughtsman with the B. F. Sturdavant company, of
Hyde Park, Mass. Af'.er remaining with this firm for about six months 1
returned once more to my home in Brooklyn, where I accepted a position as
testing engineer and draughtsman with the National Meter company, of
Brooklyn, N. Y.

"I remained wi th these parties unt i l aJxmt the middle of October, 1907,
when at the invitation of some citizens of Atlanta I came south to confer
with them wi'-h reference to the starting and operation of a pencil factory
to be located in Atlanta. After remaining here for about two weeks T
returned once more to New York, where I engaged passage and went to
Europe. I remained in Europe nine months. During my sojourn abroad I
studied the pencil business and looked after the erection and testing of
machinery which had been previously traded for.

CAME TO ATLANTA
IN AUGUST, 1908.

"In the first part of August, 1908. I returned once more to America, and
immediately came south, to Atlanta, which has remained my home ever
since. 1 married in Atlanta an Atlanta girl, Misg Lucille Selig. The major
portion of my married life has been spent in the home of my parents-in-law,
Mr. and Mrs. E. Seiig, at No. 68 East Georgia avenue. My married life
has been exceptionally happy, indeed, it has been the happiest days of

my life.
"My duties as superintendent of the National Pencil company were in

general as follows: I took charge of the technical and mechanical end of
the factory, looking after the processes and seeing that the product was
turned out In quality equal to the standard which was set by our compet-
itors. I looked after the installation of new machinery, and the purchasing
of any machinery, and in addition I had charge of the office work at the
Forsyth street plant and the lead plant on Bell street.

"I looked after the purchasing of the raw material. I saw after the
manufacture of pencils and kept up with the market of these materials,
and when the prices fluctuated so that the purchases could be made to
the best possible advantage.

WHAT HE DID
ON FRIDAY.

"On Friday, April 25, I arrived at the pencil factory on Forsyth street
at about 7 o'clock, my usual time. I immediately started in on my regular
routine work, looking over the papers I had laid out the evening before
and attending to any work that needed my special attention that morning.

"At about 9:30 I went over to the office of the general manager and
treasurer Mr. Sigmund Montag, whose office is at Montag Brothers, on
Nelson street. I stayed over there a short time, and got what papers had
arrived in the mail—all the mail of the pencil factory comes over to their
office I got that mail and brought it back to the Forsyth street office. I

It is the invoices covering
shipments and is sent to the customer,
and It Is very important that the
prices are correct, that the amount ot
goods shipped agrees w f h the amount
which, is on the invoices, that the
terms are correct, and that the price
is correct. Also. In some cases, there
were freight reductions, all of which
has to be very carefully checked over
and looked into, because I know of
nothing else that exasperates a cus-
tomer more than to receive invoices
whjrh are incorrect.

TedtoMd Nature ot tlie Worh;.
"Now, with reference to the work. I

did on these orders—that is not such
an easy job as you might be led to be-
lieve. Here are initials. They rep-
resent the salesman who took the or-
der. Sometimes I have to go througn
a world of papers to find out to whom
to credit these orders.

"I notice that one of the orders to
K. B. Klndele calls for a specialty.
That has to be more carefully not 3d
and. recorded. One column represents
the shipping: p_oint, another the date,
etc.

"The next step Is to fill in the orders
on this sheet. On this sheet I must
separate the orders into price groups.
Evidently no work has been done on
this sheet since he went away. Tha
reason this is done—in the pencil busi-
ness as in all manufacturing busi-
nesses—It is advantageous to sell as
murjh of fthe high-priced goods as
possible.

"This sheet is the only means of
telling how much of the various good*

are selling. It Is the barometer
of our business and requires most
careful work.

"After I have finished that work I
have had to do this, and notwithstand-
,ng any insinuations that have been |
made, I wrote these reciuisltions."

Frank read the name on each requi- \
sition, which were the same as the
names on the orders.

"Now that is all my handwriting, ex-
pt what was written at a subsequent

date to April 26."
Girl Clot Her Pay and Then Left.
"Miss Hall left my office," he con-

tinued, "on her way home at this time.
There wore then in the bui lding Ar-
thur White, Harry Benham and Mrs.
"White. It must have been from ten
to f i f teen minutes aCter that this little

"The safe door was open and I could

not see her, but I answered 'No-.' The
last I heard was the sound of her foot-
steps going down the hall. But a few
moments after she asked me. I had the
impression of a voice saying something,
but It made no impression on me.

A few
minutes before 1 o'clock I called up
my wife and told her I was coming to
lunch at 1:15.

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FOREIGN BEEF.
Some criticism has met the action of the

department of agriculture in sending Dr.
A. D Melvin and Edward C. Joss, ot the
bureau of animal industry, to Argentina
and Australia to investigate beet produc-
tion in those countries.

It is difficult to see the justification for
such criticism. This action of the depart-
ment is not, as has been supposed, an at-
tempt to encourage foreign importations,
but to safeguard such shipments as will be
made under the new tariff law.

A telescope is an Invention which, enables
a. man to see'as far as he cou-ld with an eye

as big as a wash tub.
In fact, the telescope Is an enormous .•

glass eye. It is worn by the astronomer
while peering Into the star-spangled universe
in search of newly organized solar systems
and comets which are proceeding without
train orders.

The telescope consists of a long muzzle
loading brass tube with lens In one end and
an eye piece at the other. When the astron-
omer has screwed the small end into,his eye
like a monocle he can roam at will through
the depths of the sky, counting asteroids,
measuring sun dogs and plotting corn lots
on Mars.

A planet is only a speck of light when
viewed by the casual citizen going home at
midnight. But when the astronomer -—ins
his telescope on a neighboring planet he can_-- •
not only discover its topography and ccm-
plexlon but can publish bulletins regarding
the rate of excavation in its canal prlim.
Many an astronomer has watched two stirs
try to pass on a single track several bllljon
miles away and has wept tears over a trage-
dy which Isn't as important to the rest of
the world as the swat-the-fly problem.

In fact, when an astronomer has splent
a few years spying on the universe v^ith
a telescope he becomes oblivious to mundane
affairs and would not leave off counting '"he
rings of Saturn or the dents In the moon
long enough to -watch an oil refinery burn
In the next block.

The telescope has done the world a great
deal of good. It has enabled man to, produce
that fascinating serial entitled the almanac,
to weigh the sun regularly with a view to
regulating its diet If necessary and to dis-
cover on-rushing comets in time to repair
the old cyclone cellar and get out of range.
If it were not for the telescope -we would
not know where we were going on this earth
or when we would arrive. But thanks to
the telescope, astronomers are able to call
the stations years in 'advance and to calcu-
late the dark of the moon In time to en-

eAIUFF SHOT DOWN i ONLY ONE ATLANTA
BY A STOREKEEPER BILL SIGNED SO FAR

J. P. Gaddy Seriously Wounded
While Trying to Arrest

J. J. Willis.

Bailiff J. P Gaddy, of East Point,
was shot and seriously wounded Mon-
day afternoon^ b> J. J Willis, a store-
keeper, while attempting to place the
latter under arrest. Gaddy was shot
four times, the first bulet taking ef-
fect In the right breast and rajtg"!n5
under the left arm, the second shat-
tering the bones In the right elbow,
and two shots striking in the officer's
rig-ht shoulder It was stated last
night by 0r. E C Suggs, who at-
tended him, that the officer will re-
cover if no complications set In.

Willis was arrested by Policeman
Creel of College Park, while trying
to make his escaoe to the open coun-
try

Bailiff Gaddy had gone to the store
of Willis, which Is situated directly
across from the Gate City cotton
mills. In E.aet Point, with a warrant
for his arrest, charging him with
contempt of court. Some time ago
Willis had George Harris, a cotton
mill employee arrested on a charge of
obtaining g-oods under false pre-
tenses. Upon his acquittal, Harris
sued for and obtained a Judgment for
$1.000 against Willie for false im-
prisonment Failing to abide by the
Judgment, an attachment was served
on Willis hy Bailiff Gaddy three
weeks ago and his store was closed.
On Saturday of last -week Willis
opened his store In violation of the
law, and upon hearing of it. Bailiff
Gaddy immediately swore out a war-
rant for him and set out to place Mm
under arrest Gaddv's account of the
shooting Is ag follows

"About 4 o clock I started for Wil-
lis* store tr> arrest him, accompanied
by my brother-in-law. John Wynn.
When we reached the store Willi3 was
seated on the front steps, and upon
seeing1 us, got up and ra,n to the rear
of the store When W y n n and I got in-
side he pointed a revolver at me I -w arn-
f*d him not to fire, and started for him,
and as I did so he fired once, the bul-
let s tr iking me in the right side of
mj breast SeeJrtp; tna t be TV as bent
on murdtr I reached for my gun, but
before I could ,?et the drop on mm he
fired again, striking me in the right
elbow and leaving me helpless
staggered out the front door, at the
same time eating- for Wynn to secure
Willis, \a I -went down the steps,
Willis ran out after me. and fired four
more shots two of trieni striking me
In the back of the right shoulder.

GaxLdy was placed In a carriage
and taken to hia home, 4 Pine street,
in East Point where he was given
attention by Dr Hugg-s Bailiff Gaddy
is married and has one grown daugh-
ter He i« 55 years of age, and has
been an o f f i ce r for twenty years.
