The sinking of the Lusitania with its fearful toll 

of life brings home to Americans as nothing has done 

heretofore the horrors of a war which has been piling 

horror on horror since its beginning. That many 

lives have been lost is certain and it may take sev- 

eral days for the full extent of the havoc wrought to 

be revealed. 

If as now appears the case the Germans chose the 

Lusitania for destruction in order to impress Great 

Britain and the rest of the world with the serious- 

ness of its submarine blockade, they could have se- 

lected no more shining mark than the great Cunard 

liner. Of all the steamers plying between this 

country and Europe, the Lusitania was the undis- 

puted queen of the seas at the time of her destruc- 

tion. 

She was the only vessel of her size and speed 

left in the regular passenger carrying service. All 

the others were requisitioned by thelr nations for 

war duty. In fact it was the Lusitania’s great speed 

that was relied upon to keepeher clear of danger 

from submarines. She was fashioned to be as nearly 

unsinkable as human invention and human ingenuity 

She left New York with a total of 

1,251 passengers and a crew of 816. Of the passen-

China, Japan and 
the United States. 

With the world generally still asking with refer- 

ence to the European war, “What caused it all?” it 

is not to be hoped that there can be any clear under- 

standing of what is rqally back of the controversy 

between Japan and China in the Far Hast. Noting 

this difficulty the New York Post says: “Of Japan's 

demands upon China, those upon which we have 

definite information are concerned with affairs in 

southern Manchuria, already a sphere of Japanese 

influence and deal with details of economic and ad- 

ministrative adjustment that involve no vital 

changes in the general international situation. .. - 

Diplomatic haggling, a confused business at best, 

here takes on the confusion of Oriental diplomacy.” 

The Chinese press, however, insist that the sover- 

eignty and territorial integrity of China is threatened 

by the Japanese demands. But the latest indications 

are that Japan has modified its demands and tiat 

China will accept them in their modified form and 

the entire matter will pass to a peaceful settlement. 

World events of the past year may nevertheless 

serve somewhat as a guidepost in this labyrinth of 

mixed and hidden motives. These events have 

brought home the fact that whereas in controversa- 

ries between men “cherchez la femme” is a good 

rule to follow, in controversies between nations, 

“Look for the dollar” is an even more accurate guide. 

In Japan’s move against China the dollar is read- 

ily discoverable. It is to be found in the words of 

Count Okuma, the Japanese premier, in a recent in- 

terview with Samuel G. Blythe published in the 

Saturday Evening Post. The premier declared that 

Japan regarded China as the natural field of Japanese 

commercial expansion. Said he: 

China fglls naturally within the commercial 
sphere of Japan. I repeat we have no designs 

on the territorial integrity of that country and 

no plans for closing the open door; but certain 

phases of our relation with China have long 

been left in an indeterminate situation owing to 
a variety of causes, and it has appealed to us 

that this is a right and proper time to establish 

permanently our own position there and to. in- 

sist on what we consider are the benefits we 
should have, owing to our natural advantages. 

In other words we do not protest if other 

nations shall secure what they are entitled to, 

and expect them to do so; but we for our part) 

intend to have what we are entitled to, also.” 

The situation between China and Japan is of 

particular concern to the United States only as it 

touches the “open door” policy and treaty rights of 

this country with China, 

wise threatened by the course that Japan is pursuing 

and intends to pursue is demonstrated in a state- 

ment issued Thursday by the state department. of 

The statement is as follows:

this country: 

At the beginning of the negotiations the 

Japanese government confidentially informed | 

this government of the matters which were un- 

der discussion and accompanied the informa- 

tion by the assurance that Japan had no inten- 

tion of interfering with either the political inde- 
pendence br territorial integrity of China and 

that nothing that she proposed would discrimi- 

nate against other powers having treaties with 
China or interfere with the open door policy to 
which all the leading nations are committed. 

The statement further declares that the United 

States has no thought of surrendering any of its 

treaty rights with China and that its sole interest 

in the present negotiations is that they may be con- 

cluded in a manner satisfactory to both Japan and 

China. 

That would indicate that as the situation stands 

there is no likelihood of this country becoming in- 

volved in the imbroglio in the Far Hast. In this 

connection the statement of Mr. Blythe, who has 

spent several months in Japan studying Oriental af- 

fairs as they touch this country, is interesting. Says 

Mr. Blythe in the Saturday Evening Post: 

The United States isn’t’ going to war with 
Japan over China nor for China. That is the 

dream of the white men in the East who are out 
of touch with sentiment at home, and who have no 

other recreation than the discussion of interna- 
national politics and tHe formulation of theories 

thereon without in most instances the support- 
ing basis of fact. The greatest war declarers in 

the universe are the white men who tve in the 
Far Hast... . China will never bring the 
United States into war with Japan unless there 
{se a distinct stain put upon our national ‘honor 
by Japan, which will not—to the best of my be- 
lief—be the case. 

The alarmist who sees war in every mention of 

the United States and Japan in connection with China 

will find little in this to confirm his apprehensions, 

The Roosevelt-Barties affair may be another man- 
Afestation of the world-wide impulse to havea scrap.

In the second part of the report the deposits of 
mica and feldspar are described by cownties, which for 
convenience are divided into eight sections. Following 
the description of the individual deposits by counties 
is a condensed summary of the report, in which the 
author calls attention to depodits of both feldspar and 
mica in a number of counties that are of special com- 
mercial promise. 

To the report is added three appendices: one giving 
an abstract of the various patents issued by the 

United States patent office on methods for extracting 
potash from feldspars and other silicates; another on 
the use of ground feldspar for commercial fertilizers, 

and a third on the chert of northwest Georgla as suit- 
able material for pottery manufacture. .
