RETIRING SECRETARY. 
TELLS WHY HE LEFT 
~ THE WILSON CABINET 
Bryan «Issues Statement From 

His Home in Washington Im- 

mediately After U, S, Note 
Started on Way to Berlin 

WANTED ROW WITH 

“GERMANY ARBITRATED 

Commoner Also Wanted to 

Warn Americans to Keep Off 

of Belligerent Ships Carrying 

Ammunition . . 

(By Associated Press.) 
WASHINGTON, June 9.—Just as the 

new American note to Germany was 
started on its way over the telegraph 
wires, William J. Bryan at his home 
gave out a statement bn his position. 

Secretary Bryan's statement con- 
tends the difficulties between Germany 
and the United States should be inves- 
tigated by an international commission, 
and that Americans shquid be warned 
to keep off belligerent ‘ships of those 
carrying ammunition through the danger 
zone. 

Secretary said that while his 
statement mentioned only these two 
points of difference, he reserved any 
others that might exist for presentation 
in the future. 

At the White House Sécretary Tumul- 
ty stated positively that no comment 
would be made on Mr. Bryan's state- 
ment. 

Mr. Bryan's statement follows in full: 
“My reason for resigning is clear- 

ly stated in my letter of resigna- 
tion, namely, that I may employ as 
a private citizen, the means waich 
the president does not feel at lib- 
erty te employ. I honor him for do- 
ing what he beileves to be right. and 
I am sure that he desires, as I do, 
to find a peaceful solution of the 
problem which has been created by 
the action of the submarines. » 
“Two of the points on which we 

differ, each conscientious in convic- 
tion are, first, as to the suggestion 
of investigation by an international 
commission, and, second, as to 
warning Americans against travel- 
ing on belligerent vessels or with 
cargoes of ammunition. I believe 
that this nation should frankly state 
to Germany that we are willing to 
apply in this case the principle 
which we are bound by treaty to 
apply to disputes between the Unit- 
ed States apd the thirty countries 
with which we have made treaties 
providing for investigation of all 
disputes of every character and na- 
ture, These treaties, negotiated 
under this administration, make war 
practically {mpossible between this 
country and these thirty govern- 
ments, representing nearly three- 
fourths of all the people of the 
world 

Bryan 

PRINCIPLE OF TREATY. 

“Among the nations with which 
we have these treaties, are Great 
Britain, France and Russia. No 
matter what disputes may arise be- 
tween us, and these treaty nations, 
we agree that there shall be no de- 
claration and no commencement of 
hostilities until the matters in dis- 
pute have been investigated by an 
international commission, and a 
year’s time is allowed tor investiga- 

tion and report. This plan was 
offered to all the nations without 
any exceptions whatever, and Ger- 
many was one of the nations that 
accepted the principle, being the 

12th, I think, to aecept. No treaty 
was actually entered into with Ger- 
many, but Tf cannot see that that 
should stand in the way when both 
nations endorsed the principle. I do 
not know whether Germany would 
accept the offer, but our country 
should, in my judgment, make the 
offer. . 

“Such an offer, if accepted, would 
at once relieve’ the tension and 
silence all the jingoes who are de- 
manding war, Germany has al- 
ways been a@ friendly nation and a 
great many of our people are of 
German ancestry. Why should we 
not deal with Germany according to 
this plan to which the nation has 
pledged its support? 

“The second point of difference 
is as to the course which should 
be pursued in regard to the Ameri- 
cans traveling on belligerent ships 
or with cargoes of ammunition. 
“Why should an American citizen 

be permitted to involve his country 
in war by traveling upon a belliger- 
ent ship when he knows that the 
ship will pass through a danger 
zone? The question is not whether 
an American citizen has a right, 
under international law, to travel 
on a belligerent ship; the question | 
is whether fe ought, out of con- | 
sideration for his country, if not 
for his own safety, avoid danger when 
avoidance is possible. 

“It is a very one-sided citizenship 
that dompels a government to go to 
war over a citizen's rights and yet 
relieve the citizen of alt obligations 
to consider his nation’s welfare. I 
do not know just how far the presi- 
dent can legally go in actually pre- 
venting Americans from traveling 
on belligerent ships, but I believe 
the government should go as far as 
{t can, and that In case of doubt ft 
should give the benefit of the doubt 
to the government. 

“But even if the government 
could not legally prevent citizens 
from traveling on belligerent ships, 
it could, and in my judgment should, 
earnestly advise American citizens 
not to risk themselves or the peace 
of their country, and I have no 
doubt that these warnings would be 
heeded. “ 

“President Taft advised Ameri- 
cans to leave Mexico when Insur- 
rection brake out there, and Presi- 
dent Wilson has repeated the advice. 
This advice, in my judgment, was 
eminently wise, and I think the 
same course should be followed in 
regard to warning Americans to

Venice Attacked By 
Austrian Aviators 

But Not Damaged 

Residents, Regardless of Their 
Personal Safety, Rush to See 
If Public Buildings Are Being 

* Injured «

VENICE, June 8.—(Via Paris, June 9.) 

One person was killed and several were 
wounded by bombs dropped this morp- 
ing from two Austrian aeroplanes which 
flew over the city. The property dam- 
age was not heavy and no historic build- 
ings suffered. 
When the hostile air craft were sight- 

ed the residents of the city flocked to 
St. Mark’s square. Apparently they 

| were not concerned about their personal 
safety but were chiefly concerned lest 
Gamage be done the famous Basilica, the 
rebuilt Campanile and the Palace of the 
Doges. No bombs fell in this district 

The, approach of the two aeroplanes 
was signalled promptly and they at 
once became the object of a concentrated 
fire from the anti-air ship guns station- 
ed around Venice. One of the machines 
gave up the attack and disappeared in 
an easterly direction. It is believed it 
was damaged. 
The other threw down about a dozen 

bombs, aimed principally at the air ship 
station ut Campaltone. None of them 
struck the hangar, but a corporal of 
engineers was killed nearby. . 

Other bombs fell in the canal and 
damaged a steamboat. The windows of 
the Hotel Monaco were broken by one 
missile. Another crashed through a roof 
and fell into a bed, but did not explode. 

Meantime the fire directed against 
the aeroplane was increasing, and it 
finally turned in the direction of the 
sea and disappeared. 

By Fragments of Bomb 
ROME, June 8—(Via Paris.) —The 

Italian war office today issued this 
statement: 

“An enemy aeroplane flew over Ve- 
nice this morning and dropped a num- 
ber of bombs which slightly damaged 
several ptivate houses. Fragments of 
Projectiles bruised a woman's arms and| 
struck a young git on the head. Several 
bombs also were thrown. further in- 
land, ‘kill{ng one person and wounding 
several ofhers. 

Italian Dirigible Burns; 
the Crew Is Believed Saved 

(By Associated Press.) 
ROME, June 9.—(Via Paris,)—An 

Italian dirigible which attacked the 
Austrian port of Fiume yesterday’ 
caught fire and was lost. The crew is 
believed to have been saved and cap 
tured by the Austrians. 

An, official announcement says: 
“esterday at Fiume one of our diri- 

giblés dropped a number of bombs on 
quarters being used for military pur- 
poses, Returning from this raid the 
dirigible was obliged as the result of 
an accident to come down in the sea in 
the vicinity of Lussin island and caught | 
fire.

GERMN SUBMARINE IS 
SUNK, BRITISH DECLARE. 

Six Officers and Members of| 
Her Crew Were Captured,

LONDON, June 9.—Offici&l announce- 

ment was made today by Secretary of 
the Admiralty Balfour that a German 
submarine bad been sunk and that six 
of her officers and members of her 
crew had been captured. 

Mr. Balfour announced also that Ger-

Ger- 
many alleged they were being maltreat- 
ed and certain British prisoners in Ger- 
many were selected for treatment of

FRANK'S CASE IS NOW - 

IN GOVERNOR'S HANDS 

Gov. Slaton Will in All Proba- 

bility Hear From Frank’s At- 

torneys and Solicitor Dorsey 
Tomorrow Morning 

The prison commission of Georgia. by 
a vote of 2 to 1, Wednesday morning 
submitted a. report to Governor Slaton 
éeclining to recommend a commutation 

ot sentence for Leo M. Frank. 
‘we members of the commission,.R. 

E. Davison and E. L, Rainey, signed this 
report and attached a brief memoran- 
dum stating their reasons therefor. 

The thiré member of the commission, 

Judge T. EF. / Patterson, submitted a 
minority report dissenting from the 
action of his colleagues and recommend- 
ing a commutation. His dissenting opin- 
icn is a document of considerable length 
and sets forth his reasons for believing 
Frank's death sentence should be com- 
muted to life imprisonment. 

‘The memorandum attached to the m: 
jority report and the dissenting opinion 
of Judge Patterson are given in full 
below. 

The .report was rendered to the gov- 
g™mor on a printed form used by the 
commission’ for making reports on all 

cases brought before them. This form, 

as filled out in the present case, read as 
follows:

vieted of murder and sentenced to 
hang, and beg leave to report that 
they decline to recémmend clemen- 
ey.

“The report of the prison commission | 
now places the Frank case before Gov 
ernor Slaton for his decision. He states 

that he will ‘grant the attorneys on| 
both sidés a hearing if they apply, and | 
this they will do. It is understood they 
will go before the governor Wednesday 

for a hearing, and ft is further under- 
stood that the hearing will be fixed 
for Thursday thorning. 

Frank's wife and his father were with 
him at the Tower, when a friend brought 
the news of the prison commission's ac- 
tion. He did not see reporters, but 
sent word to them that he had no state- 

ment to make at this time. 
MAJORITY OPINION. 

The memorandum of Commissioners 
Davidson and Rainey, declining to rec- 
ommend that Frank’s séntence 
muted, follows: 

“None of the grand’ jurors who found 
the indictment; none of the trial jurors, 
who heard the évidence under oath, nor 

the prosecuting attorneys have asked 
that the sentence be commuted. The 
judge who presided at the trial and had 
the right to exercise the discretion of 
fixing the penalty at either life impris; 
onment or death impogpd i:he latter sen- 

tence, and overruled a motion for a new 
trial. 

“Several appeals were taken to both 
the appellate court of the state and the 
supreme court of the United States (all 
of which were denied and the judg- 
ments of the lower courts affirmed), 
thus assuring the defendant of his 
legal and constitutional right under 
the laws of the land. It further ap- 

pears that there has been no technical | 
proposition of law or of procedure that | 
has prevented the petitioner from hay-| 
ing his guilt or innocence passed ypon

BATTLE HILL RESIDENTS — 
WANT SANITARIUM CLOSED 
Petitioners Charge Tubercu- 

losis Hospital Is Public 
Nuisance to Citizens 

Alleging that germ-laden sewage and 
waste from = city tuberculosi# santta- 
rium at Battle Hill flows into an open 
branch which passes tarough their prop- 

erty, exposing residents to the danger 
of contracting tuberculosis, forty-eight 
citizens of Battle Hill Wednesday peti- 
tioned the Fulton superior court to per- 
menently enjoin the city of Atlanta 
rom operating the sanitarium, 
Judge John T. Pendleton set June 19 

as a date for a hearing on which the 
city is ordered to show cause why the 
injunction should not be granted. 

The petition calls the sanitarium a 
Public nuisance to the two or jhree 
thousand people of Battle Hill, and 
states that “there is no proper sanitary 
drainage or sewage from the sanitarium 
preperty, and all the sewage, waste and 
tefuse from the hospital highly cHarged 
with germs of tuberculosis, is discharg- 
ed into a branch which flows through 
the property of the various petitioners, 
upon the surface of the ground, and it 
runs down into the property of the veti- 
toners, the hospital being located upon 
very high ground.” 

ROAM IN WOODS. 
“There are some 400 or 600 patients 

living at all times at the said hospital, 
taking treatment for tuberculosis,” the 
petition continues. ‘The patients _rep- 
resent every stage of the disease. Great 
numbers of them frequently walk along 
the surrunding roads and streets anu 
ut inte the woods in the neighborbood 
for some half a mile in every direction. 
Ne restraint-is put upon them In tyis 
regard, and taey habitually and co: 
stantly spit upon the streets and roads 
and in the woods, and in this way com- 
intin‘cate to the surrounding atmosphere 
the germs of this disease and intext (ne 
petitioners’ homes and premises.” 

The water in.the open branch and in 
a receiving pool into which it flows was 
once “clean and sweet,” the petition at- 
leges, and fit for use by cattle, hors 
and cther domestic animals. Now, now- 
ever, the petition states, the sewas 
branch not only affects the health of 
residenis, but also is highly deleterious 
to domestic animals. 

The branch ‘flows into a pool or set- 
{ling basin, the petition states, from 

nich {les, mosquitoes and other insects, 
sen with tuberculosis germs, swarm 

| into the homes of the petitioners. .. 
The petition states that, before the 

city acquired 25 acres of land adjoin- 
ing the city limits at Battle Hill and 
erected the hospital buildings on it 
four years ago, the adjoining property, 
being high and desirable, was greatly 
increasing in value, but since the build- 
ing of the hospital, has greatly demin- 
ished in value. 

The petitioners allege that the city 
of Atlanta have no right, either in law 
or equity, to impose persons afflicted 
with tuberculosis upon the petitioners, 
and ask the court to abolish the sana- 
torium by restraining the city from 
using it further. The petitioners also 
ask the court to restrain the city from 
using any part of the 25 acres of land 
for ‘treating persons afflicted with con- 
sumption or tuberculosis. Pending a 
permanent injunction, a temporary 
order js asked.

at Berlin. The town of Stanislau has 
been captured by the Teutonic forces in 
thetr eastward sweep. 

A dispatch from Austrian headquar- 
ters to Cologne says the R: ian army 

in Bukowina, the Austrian crownland to 
the east of Galicia, has. been cut off 
from the Russian forces in middle Ga- 
Neia and is being pressed eastward. 
Stanislau lies on the line between Lem- 
berg, the Galician capital still held by 
the Russians, and Czernowitz, capital of 
Bukowina. 

Unofficial dispatches from Geneva say 
the Russians have won a victory in 
eastern Galicia, checking the Aus- 
trlans and Germans along the Dniester 
This is not borne out by advices from 

Petrograd, however, and is contrary to

Vacation Schools, New Salary 
System and New Buildings 

on Program . 

The board of education Tuesday aft- 
ernoon planned ‘the “establishment of 
vacation schools; the inauguration of a 
new salary system for all teachers, and 
the erection of the new buildings au- 
thorized by the June finance sheet. 

The vacation schools will open June 

21 to last about ten weeks. Miss Laura 
N. Smith, primary supervisor, will be in

Stamps will be her assistant. There 
will be about ten summer schools, and 
about forty grade teachers will be at 

work. Children attending the vacation 
schools will be required to study only 

the subjects in which they were de- 

ficient during the regular year. 
There are 1,300 children who failed

PRISON COMMISSION 
TWO TO ONE AGAINST 

CLEMENCY TO FRANK 
Continued From Page One.) .. 

M, Frank and the next time she was 
Seen her dead body was found in the 
basement of the factory about 3 o'clock 
on the next morning by Newt Lee, the 
night watchman. Frank was indicted 
for her murder and a negro by the 
name of Jim Conley was indicted as 
accessory after the fact. On the trial 
of Leo M. Frank he was convicted with- 
out & recommendation and was sen- 
tenced to be hung. He ‘made a motion 
for a new trial, which was denied by 
Hon, L. S. Roan, the trial judge, and 
this judgment was affirmed by the su- 
Preme court. 

That a young girl should go to a 
manufacturing plant where she had been 
employed in the heart of a great city 
for the purpose of drawing her pay and 
there be murdered and possibly  mal- 
treated in other ways, and no one seem- 

ing to know anything concerning the 
crime, which was suca an atrocious one, 
makes a case where the verdict of the 
jury and the sentence of tre court should 
not be disturbed except tor very grave 
reasons. Under our laws the juries are 
the judges of the facts with only the 
limitation that the trial judge in the 
exercise of a sound discretion may, if 
he is not satisfied with the finding of the 
jury, grant a new trial. ‘he only review 
that the supreme court has over trials 
is for the correction of errors of la 
They gan only interfere with the ver- 
dicts of the juries on the facts when 

they can say as a matter of law there 
Was not sufficient evidence on which to 
base the verdict. The right of trial by 
Jury, guaranteed under our constitution, 
is so sacred that 1 have always felt 
that the verdicts of the juries should be 
upheld and not disturbed unless there 

Was something inherent in the record to 
indicate that a misteke had probably 
been made, or there is some develop 
ment after the trial, or some facts be- 
come known that the jury did not nave 
the benefit of to warrant the inference 
that a different verdict might have been 
reached had these facts been known at 
tne time of the rendition of the verdict. 
Therefore in approaching this case 1 do 
so in view of those principles. 

NO NEW LIGHT. 
There has nothing developgd since 

the trial of this case that throws much 
more light upon the transaction than 
the jury had at the time of the rendition 
of their verdict. Therefore I think that| 
there is notning of that kind in this 
case on which to base a commutation of 

| this sentence. 
The question then left for considera- 

tion is, is there anything inherent in 

this record to indicate that there was a 
| possibility of a mistake by the court| 
and jury and would therefore warrant! 
the governor in exercising the right to| 

| impose the penalty of life imprisonment 
| instead of the extreme penalty of death, 
a right the jury had in the case and 

being a case based on circumstan- 
tial evidence, the judge had in the ab- 

sence of a commendation by the jury. 
In examining the evidence in this case 

as I have done carefully, having read 
| the printed record several times, I could 

e with many eminent lawyers and 
jurists of Georgia, some of them con- 
nected with the firms engaged in the 

prosecution of the case, that the very 
nature of the evidence against Leo M. 
Frank was such as upon the considera- 

| tion of it the mind is left in a state of 
| uncertainty as to whether or not there 
|is room to doubt the story told by 
Conley, inconsistent and contradictory 

| as it was in the telling of it in different 
portions and contradicted by his own 
affidavits made previous to the trial and 
by other testimony on the trial. If we 
take the evidence of the case outside of 
that of Conley and Leo M. Frank, we 
find that both Frank and Conley had 
equal opportunity and motive for com- 
mitting the crime, with the possible 
added motive of robbery on the part 
of Conley; that Conley wrote the note 
found by the body; that Conley made 
several conflicting affidavits as to his 
connection with the crime; and that 
Coniey in making these statements was 
trying to protect himself, as is inferred) 
from the following taken from his testi-| 
mony (page 67 of printed testimony) 
that “as to why I didn’t put myself 
there on Saturday, the blame would be 
put on me.” This shows that Conley 
was thinking about protecting himself 
and not Frank. These circumstances 
and evidence fixes the crime on Conley| 
unless he is able to explain them. This| 
he attempts to do in such a way as to 
make Frank guilty as principal and 

himself guilty as an accomplice. Thus 
we have Frank, who protests his own 
innocence of participation or knowledge 
of the crime, convicted on the testimo 
of an accomplice when the known cir- 
cumstances of the crime tends most 

to fix the guilt upon the ac- 
complice. The accomplice has the high- 
est motive for placing primary responsi- 
bility on Frank, that of self-protection, 
which {s shown to have been in his 
mind wl n testifying. 

DGE ROAN'’S DOUBT. 

However, there are other reasons in- 
herent in the record that would justify 
and authorize the exercise by the gov-| 
ernor the right of commutation in this 
case. The trial judge who passed upon 
the motion for a new trial, who heard 
the testimony of Conley and the other 
witnesses, who saw Conley on the 
stand, observed his demeanor when tes- 
tifying, and who had a trained and ex- 
perienced mind in observing and weigh- 
ing these matters, says in a letter which 
he authorized to be used in this hear- 
ing, concerning Conley's testimony as 
follows After months of continued 
deliberation I am still uncertain of 
Frank's guilt. This state of uncertajnty 
is largely due to the character of the 
negro Conley’s testimony, by which the 
verdict was evidently reached,” It can-

not be said that this was wrung out of 
Judge Roan while sick, for he orally ex- 
pressed practically the same uncer- 
tainty when passing upon the motion 
for a new trial. 

Also there is the dissenting opinion 
of two judges of our supreme court, 
Chief Justice Fish and Justice Beck, in 
which they use the following language 
in discussing the effect of certain testi- 
mony of this negro Conley and other 
witnesses upon the minds of the jury, 
which they consider was inadmisible: 
The admission of the evidence in rela- 

tion to them (certain prior acts of 
laseiviousness) was certainly calculated 
to prejudice the defendant in the minds 

of the jurors, and thereby deprive him 
of a fair trial.” 

In the language of the supreme court 
this case depends largely upon circum- 
stantial evidence, if not altogether. Inmy 
investigation, I cannot find where the 
executive has allowed a man hung wheao 
the trial judge was not satisfied as to 
his guilt. Some have been allowed to 
be hung when the trial judge recom- 
mended commutation, but this was in 

cases where it was simply a question of 
what punishment should be meted out 
where the perpetrator of the crime was 
known, The sentence of Dewberry in 
Atlanta was not disturbed where the 
judge was not in doubt, but the solicitor 
general expressed a doubt as to the 

identity of the accused. But as above 
stated I don't find in any case founded 
on circumstantial evidence, such as the 
instant case, where a man has been al- 
lowed to be hung where the trial judge 
was not satisfied as to his guilt and so 

In the 
John Wright case from Fannin county, a 
most atrocious murder, the sentence was 
commuted on the recommendation of the 

| trial judge and the solicitor general on 
the ground that the main witness for the 
state at a preliminary investigation had 
failed to identify Wright as the murder- 
er and that fact left a doubt in the 
minds of the judge and solicitor as 
to the identity of the accused. In the 
instant case we not only have the trial 
judge expressing a doubt as to the guilt 
of the accused, but he states that this 
doubt arises from the character of the 
testimony of the State's main witness 
who was charged with being an accom- 
plice and who had equal opportunity 
and motive for the crime. In addition to 
this state of uncertainty in the mind of 
the trial judge, we have the fact that 
two justices of our supreme court say 
that in their opinion this applicant has 
been dented ‘a fair trial. 

In view of these facts in the record, 
besides others that might be mentioned, 
I am persuaded that the governor is 
authorized to and should commute the 
sentence of Leo M. Frank to life impris- 
onment, especially as this does not dis- 
turb the verdict in the case found by 
the jury, but only substitutes one pen- 
alty that is prescribed by law for mur- 
der, that of life imprisonment, for the 
extreme penalty of death, either of 
which satisfies the law and the verdict 
of the jury, this being a case founded 
upon circustantial evidence.

policy, though not necessarily interven- 

tion or war. It was some vision of

“The policy of the United States is 

a matter for the government and the

“We have already expressed our hope 
that the United States will not be drawn 
into the conflict.”

Council deserves cordial commendation for the 

promptness and unanimity with which it passed 
the June apportionment sheet, providing for the im- 

mediate needs of the city's public schools, The 

budget carries other appropriations of broad _im- 

portawce, but none so urgent as that intended to 

protect the community’s educational interests. It is 

earnestly to be hoped that the Board of Aldermen

Under the higher standards adopted a” T ago 

by the Board of Education, an enlargement of At- 

lanta’s. school plant has become imperative.

Psychic Contagion Deadly.

‘BY X, ADDINGTON BRUCE. 

SYCHIC contagion, based on the universal 
human instinct to imitate, is one of the most) 

~ powerful of all factors in determining @ man’ 
success or failure in business life. * 

This is something of which many people are una- 
“ware, often to their heavy cost and bitter regret. 

Many a man who honestly believes that his inabil- 
ity to get on is due wholly to “hard luck,” or to the 
perversity of other people, is really an unwitting vic- 
tim of, the tremendous power of psychic contagion. 

Which also means, however, that he is personally 
deficient in certain important respects. He must cor- 
rect these shortcomings before he can hope to turn 
the influence of psychic contagion in his favor. 2 

Briefly defined, psychic contagion is the impulsive 
reacting of one or more persons in accordance with 
the suggestions imparted by the words or manner of 
some other person, 

» In its most extensive and\ most dangerous form it 
is seen in the panics, lynchings, and massacr so 
often chronicled in the daily newspapers. Here it 
affects large masses of men. But it may, and does, 
just as surely affect individuals in their dealings with 
one another. * e 

I know a mon who, for the past ten years, has 

been vainly trying to make his living as a traveling 
salesman. He has beeg a hard worker, has never 
spared himeelf in his employers’ interest, is bright 
and resouxceful, but he has always failed. 

The trouble is that he has gone through life, from 
his earliest boyhood, with a chip on his shoulder. He 
has been aggressive, brusque, domineering, and, worst 
of all, “grouchy.” ~ 

His whole attitude has been one of antagonism to 
others. And, by psychic contagion, his prospective 
customers have become antagonistic to him. 

They feel that he mistrusts them, and instinc- 
tively they mistrust him. They feel that the only 
use he has for them is what he can get out of them. 
This causes an insinctive reaction of resentment. 

He, poor fellow, does not appreciate what is wrong. 

As an inevitable consequence his grouchiness is in- 
creasing, and so is his acquaintances’ dislike: for him. 
He has Set a vicious circle in, motion, which, if he 
does not awake to himself, will end by whirling him 
out of business life entirely. 

Tersely put, it is a law of life that people treat us 
exactly as we treat them. 

If we show, by our actions or by our attitude, that, 
we dislike or are indifferént to them, we may be sure 
that they will view us in precisely the same way. 

Attitudes are as infectious as any diseage. The 
principle of psychic contagion holds universally and 
holds infallibly for every man with whom we come 

into close personal contact. 
This is something I urge every young man to take 

hid Hc when he is starting on the great adventure 
of life.

If benevolently inclined folk want to increase’ the 
ministry of the beautiful, let them improve the appear- 
ance of the houses of the citizens, the furniture in 
them and the grounds around them. 

Particularly let them make beautiful the habitation 
of the poor. 

A hundred thousand-dollar picture from Europe is 
not in any way so valuable artistically as ten thousand 
dollars’ worth of trees would be, or twenty thousand 
dollars spent ‘on adorning the water front, or fifty 
thousand dollars invested in changing slum tenements 
into comely and homelike dwellings. : 

Art for the exclusive set only, whether that set is 
millionaires or alleged highbrows, is as bad as anything 
else that s exclusive. Unless art can get to the com- 
mon people it is a superfluity. 

In Minnesota, the director of the state art commis- 
sion, Maurice Irwin Flagg, has been doing some 
sensible and real art promotion. He supplies farmers 
and dwellers in small villages gratis with models for 
attractive homes and landscape designs. 

The purpose is “to beautify the dwelling places of 
the people and develop at the same ti: ambition for 
and a love of the beautiful in the minds of men with 
small incomes.” 

This is the sort of art work that is sincere and 
effectual. It gets somewhere. It helps. It is not a 
conceited effort to appeal to the superior classes. 

When we do away with the ugly “shoebox” farm 
house, with its abominable barn, and substitute some- 
thing picturesque in their place; when we transform 
the village from a collection of huge dry goods packing 
cases set in rows, dull and dreary and stupid in 
appearance, into a lovely garden, trees and flowers, 
with houses of charming and individual attractiveness; 
when we get some sort of artistic unity in our city 
building, then we shall be entitled to be called lovers 
of beauty . 

Other states are following. - California, Kentucky, 
Texas and Indiana are formulating programs similar 
to that of Minnesota. Germany, Italy, France and 
Canada have published the. Minnesota plans. 

Says Mr. Flagg: 
“This better housing program is supplementary to 

the other work of the commission. It circulates 
exhibits of industrial art, sculpture, home furnishings, 
home industries, and school art. It organizes home 
industries and handicraft classes and puts into the 
field specialists to teach such work. And it has been 
successful in finding a market for its product.”

France, May 13.—It was not really 
dark in the long room. Merely gloomy. It was 

as though the sun had no power to shine in 

through the open door, The walls were dull. The bare, 
wide boards of the floor had been scrubbed with disin- 

fectants until they had taken on a leaden hue. For a 
moment we—fresh from the golden road—blinked like 

owls in sunlight. 
“Then—at our very feet—some one sighed. 
Vision returned to us when we heard that patient, 

weary tread of sound, The floor of the long room was 
carpeted with silent, motionless men in trench-stained 
uniforms of khaki brown. Their tan shirts were 
daubed with a yellowish clay. It seemed as though 
sthey were brown-haired to a man. They lay upon 
brown canvas stretchers flat upon the floor. Their 

tanned faces were all turned towamd us. Their eyes 
followed our movements, Not one moved. It was as 
though they held themselves determinedly still. Not one 
spoke. Each endured his agony in grim quiet. 

“Fresh from the battle line at Ypres,” said the Eng- 
lish surgeon at our elbow. “It's only five miles away. 
Six hundred came in yesterday—to this station alone. 
Seven hundred today.” 

We were at British Clearing Station No. 8 Not 
many correspondents in this war have visited the clear- 
ing station of any army. Perhaps—I do not know— 
none has visited an English clearing station. It is to 
the clearing station that men are brought raw and 
quivering from the clamorous battle line, shaken by the 
long torture of the horse-irawn ambulance, reeking 
from the inevitable filth of the sodden trench. Their 
wounds are bound as quickly as possible. There is no 
time to bathe them. The clearing station must be kept 
open for others who are even now jolting in from the 
infernal pits, in those clumsy wagons we saw grouped 

in Bailleul’s square. The one thing about these men 
that was clean and bright and new. were the bandages 
about their wounds. The staring white of the gauze 
seemed to accentuate those dreary tones of brown and 
tan. BS 

“Nice little station, isn't it?” said the surgeon. 
He was right. “It is a nice little station. It is per- 

forming its duties well, which is to receive wounded 
men placidly and get rid of them quickly. We people of 
peace had been shrinking from gaping wounds and 
filth and shattered hones, forgetting that war is a com- 
pound of these things. We saw in it only a torture 
chamber. Our finicky senses had been revolted by the 
odor of fresh blood in the air, and by the sight of the 
poor, mangled bodies on every hand. It was made 
worse for us because thesesmen were so quiet. The 
humanity I know—the city bred humanity that you 
know-cries out pitifully at the first touch of pain, 

* Again there came that sight at my feet. 
1 looked down. There was a big fellow, thirty years 

old or more, brown faced, brown haired, blue eyed. His 
khaki coat had been made into a pillowy His heavy 
arms were crossed over his chest. A brownish-yellow 
blanket—a blanket that spoke of a generation of use 
upon the blood-stained floors of this clearing house— 
covered his legs. I could only see that his feet were 
thrust out at the bottom, and that they were mere 
shapeless masses of white gauze. I could not take my 
eyes from them. There was something~ abominable 
about those clubbed, gauzewrapped lumps.- The sigh 
came again, As I watched, the color ebbed out of the 
big man’s ruddy face, and he fainted from the pain. 
But he made no sound. 

I stepped to the open door of the clearing room, 
through which the bright sun was trying to fight its 
way into the dark. As I watched, two orderlies passed 
through the main entrance.: They carried between them 
a stretcher, on which something heavy and soft had 
been covered by a brown, blood-stained canvas. A 
scarecrow in a shredded uniform—a uniform that had | 
been literally cut to pieces by the surgeons in their 
haste to reach what lay beneath—hobbled up and 
opened the door of a rough, unpainted pine shed. Upon 
that door had been stencilled this legend: 

“Mortuary—Clearing Station No. 8.” 
All day we had been preparing for these things. The 

roads had been jammed with the motor ambulances, 
carrying the wounded men back from the ‘clearing 
stations to hospitals, where they were to be washed and 
put between clean sheets. Time after time our cars 
had been helq up by them. They ran slowly, these cars, 
to save the torn flesh and the splintered bones of their 
loads. The canvas cover at the rear was almost always 

hoisted, so that we could see within. Sometimes the 
men were sitting on the benches at the side—a ghastly 
travesty of a pleasure ride—fammed in like herrings in 
a box. These were the lightly wounded—the “sitters.” 
in the parlance of the ambulance men—and their 
wounds were to be known by the white badge of cour- 
age in which they were swathed 

In other ambulances the stretchers were filled; so 
that! we who looked from the rear could only see the 
big, nail-shod army boots as they swung from side to 
side as the wagons moved—four pairs at the rear of 
each ambulance Always—almost always—with the 
toes turned upward, as though by lying upon the back 
the greatest comfort could be secured. Sometimes, 
although the stretcher had its occupant, there were no 
boots to be seen in that cot. Then one knew what had 
happened. Those who watched those ambulances will 

never forget those big, patient, army boots. We had

fell again. I turned to the other—that other who hag 
Tevolted at dying in that brown, dark room inside, ang 
had asked that the end might come under these kindly 
leaves. His lips had parted. His eyes were unseeing, 

A man was sitting bolt upright against the wall of 
one of those dark convent rooms, in a rough woodeq 
chair. The light from the single window fell full upon 
his face. I do not know just how the shrapnel struck 
him, but it seemed as though the bones within hig 

cheeks had been ground fine, and that without greatly 
injuring the envelope. It was as though his face werg 
an empty bag—except that it had swollen, so that the 
open mouth was a wide ring and the lips were black, 
An orderly was holding his head, and a young surgeog 
was examining the wounds. I caught the glance of hig 
brown eyes full as I passed by. But he was not 
moaning. 

Another long, dark room filled with those quiet 
forms in brown and tan. Not so many watched ug 
here, although their faces were all turned toward the 
door. These were the men who could not yet be moved, 
Here and there brown screens had been placed about 
beds in which men were dy¥ing. Orderlies passed 
through the aisles. In this room the brown hospital 
stretchers had beert placed upon racks, so that they 
became rude cots. Still these dying men were dressed 
in their clay-daubed, verminous uniforms, impregnated 
in every thread with the sickening odor of the trenches, 
This is not a criticism. Nothing better can be done at 
a clearing station. It is a part of war. From one con 

"ner came a cry: 

“Dear God, let me die!” 

It was the first complaint we had heard among these 
hundreds .of wounded men. The first voice raised iq 
suffering. Over there, upon a cot, was a big, handsomq 

fellow. His brqad, domelike white chest was bare His 
plucking hands had torn aside the khaki jacket and the 
flannel shirt. As we watched we, could see the flesh 
play under that satin-white skin—play as water doeg 
upon some tender rapid—and see the nerves jump with 
his agony. His spine had been splintered by a German 
bullet. Sometimes the hurrying surgeons found time 
to go to him with an anaesthetic. He was praying fot 
it now. An orderly—wiping the perspiration from hig 
brow as he walked, precisely as one will sometimes oq 
a waiter do—came to him. The suffering man cried: 

“What will my little wife do without me?” 

‘We turned to leave the rpom, Hardly a man lifted 
his eyes to look at us. The cries of that agonizing 
man—I prayed that the orderly’s promise to him should 
come true, and that he should die that night—did not 
stir their dulled senses. They were drugged and weak 
and broken and dying, these men—too sick even to b¢ 
sent on from a clearing station. The brown screeng 
about the beds were needless. Neither death nor lit¢ 
could interest them. 

We left this place of torment. We fied from thosd” 
dull, brown rooms, in which men by the hundreds suffes 
in silence. We fled from the files of the hospital—that 
buzzed from the lips of dying men to those nauseating 
heaps of bread covered with red Jam we saw in th¢ 
clearing room. We fied from that odor of soured and 
filthy clothes and the stench of drugs and the unforgets 
table scene of blood that had been freshly spilled. We 
went out intot§he sunlight and the clear air. Evet 
since we have been trying to forget. 

Remember that there is not one word of criticism in 

this story. It is not likely that any clearing station sq 
near the front can be better handled than this one af 
Bailleul—deluged by day and night with men suffering 

from every form of hellish wound that the ingenult¥ 
of man can devise. The essential thing at a clearing 
station is to get the men ingas fast as they come and 
to get them out again.as rapidly as possible. Every 
other consideration is dwarfed by the need of speed. 

It is merely that I feel I have looked through th¢ 
open door of hell. Not even that crimson trail that 
followed the hurrying ambulances—those long splotches 

we found In the clean dust of the road—can make mq 
forget the utter silence of those suffering men. 

4E interest in rose growing in the United States 
I is increasing each year, and, contrary to popular 

belief, American roses now ‘rank among the 
fihest in the world. At the annual exhibition of the 
National Rose Society of England, held in London a 
few weeks ago, a new American rose, “The Hoosier 
Beauty,” was awarded an honor, while special com- 
mendation was given to several other American 
varieties. : 

Much of the improvement of the American rose is 
due to the efforts of the American Rose society, .an 
organization formed to increase interest in rose grow- 
ing, and to improve the standard of American roses, 
by fostering the production of select varieties suited 
to American conditions. This is accomplished by 
holding frequent exhibitions, and giving cash prizes, 
medals and certificates of merit for exhibits of stand- 
ard roses, and also.for the production of new varieties, 

One of the latest activities of the society is in the 
establishment of “test gardens.’ Three of these are 
now in operation, the one at the Arlington experiment 
farm of the department of agriculture, another at Cor- 
nell university, Ithaca, N. Y., and another in Elizabeth 
Park, Hartford, Conn. Others are under consideration, 
as it is the purpose of the society to test the different 
varieties of roses in as many localities as possible, as 
well as to breed new varietfes suited to different con- 
ditions. 

The most important of these test gardens is the 
National Rose garden at Arlington, Va, which is a 
co-operative effort between the department of agricul- 
ture and the rose Society, The department furnishes 
the ground and the proper care, while the members of 

the society present plants representing their choicest 
standard and new varieties. The society is also re- 
spdnsible for the classification and naming of the 
plants. The National Rose garden is to cover two full 
acres, about half of which has already been planted in 
a scientific manner under the direction of a rose expert 
of the department of agriculture. It now contains 
over 3,000 plants, representing nearly 500 varieties. 
Most of these are now in full bloom. 

When completed, the test garden will be an inter- 
esting addition to the numerous attractions of the 

national capital. It will have rose-covered arbors and 

pergolas covered with many varieties of climbing 
roses. Each acre ts divided into twelve plots, each 
planted in rows containing several plants of a certain 

A little white stake at the end of each row 
the name of the rose, and usually its origin. 

While the organization of the garden is yet incomplete, 
it already furnishes an excellent opportunity to study 
the different varieties of roses intelligently, thus ful- 
filling its first purpose. 

«The rose garden at Cornell university now contains 

about 2,500 plants, representing nearly 400 varieties. 
Special attention is being given here to the raising of 
hardy varieties adapted to northern climates. The 
Arlington garden, being farther south, can handle a 
number of species not well adapted to a severe winter. 

The garden at Hartford, Conn,, is the first real 
municipal garden to be established in this country. 
It was begun in 1912, upon lines similar to those fol-

It is an outdoor 
rose, which, in a moderate climate, will give a wealth 
of fragrant white blossoms, perfect in form and of 
unusual size. The “Miss Genevieve Clark” rose {s 4 
dainty pink flower, while the “Defiance.” a newly 
registered blossom, has flowers in-deep velvety ref 
frofm five to six inches across, and a fragrance that 
has won it much praise. The “Lady Hillingdon” 's # 
yellow rose that promises to be a commercial success 
because of its steady growth and the quality of 1s 
flowers. 

New roses are produced by hybridizing, or crossings 
alder species and varieties, There are a number of 
méthods, but budding and cross polination are most 
important. Budding is the grafting of a bud from ® 
Plant of one variety onto the stem of another. Cross 
polination is the transfer of pollen from the blossom 
of one plant to that of another, by means of a camel's 
hair brush. This is @ delicate operation, requiring 
close attention. Before the pollen can be applied, the 
stamen of the flower to receive it must be cut off, and 
this must be done before it is quite ripe, usually the 
night before the flower is ready to open. 

It is usual to breed new roses for some distinct 
purpose. For instance, a cross between the Americal 
Beauty and a climbing rose produced the American 
Beauty climber, which combines fragrant, luxurious 
flowers with trailing stems, which can be used in 
decorative effects. Fragrance is an object much sought 
for, and, unfortunately, a number of the most attrace 

tive new roses are almost odorless. Habit. form, 
color, freedom of bloom and hardiness are other des 
sired qualifications which the careful breeder en 
deavors to secure in the selection of the parent plant 

designed to supply the new variety. 
The development of the American Beauty rose g2va 

the great impetus to commercial rose growing in this 
country. This variety has been used in producing 
many other roses whfch have established themselves 
in populag favor. The distinctive features of the 
American Beauty are its rich, deep color, its strong 
fragrance, and the sturdy stem which may grow to & 
height of fifteen feet.

ANNAPOLIS, Md., June 9—As a re- 

sult of evidence already presented to 

the naval court investigating Irregulari- 
ties in connection with’ naval academy 

the court attempted to 
determine today whether the questions 
in French and Spanish, alleged to. have 
been sent to Midshipman James E. 
Moss, third class, through the “yard” 
mail, were official. 
Some academy authorities laid stress 

on the point that as the margins had 
been cut away they were the official 
papers and were stolen. Commander 
Traut, however, testified that not all of 
the papers bear these margins. 

The margins, the officials explained, 
bear a legend telling of the time of 
the é¢xaminations and the amount of 
time the students are allowed to finish 
the tests, If the papers had been of 
old examinations, the margins would 
have been intact, they claim. 

It has been established by the testt- 
mony that there is no definite system 
of preparing or guarding examination 
questions at the naval avademy; that 
the head of each department attended 
to these matters, and in different ways;

Demand This Year 
METTER, Ga., June 9.—Those who

human, reinforced to the thirty-third degree. 
Here is T. record year, established in 1911, which he is using 

for a pacemaker:

146 591 147 248 83 420 

Cobb, so far, in forty-eight games, a trifle less than a third of the 
scheduled spin, has piled up fifty-three runs, sixty-nine hits and thirty 
steals. If he should maintain his clip for the rest of the season he 
would have 163 runs, 215 hits and 92 steals. He is beyond 1911, his 
greatest year, and the greatest year on offence any player ever knew 
in run making and base stealing, but is a trifle shy in hit making. He 
has a good chance to break his old mark in runs and stolen bases, 
but only a faint chance to break his record of base hits. Very few 
sons of swat ever compile 200 safe blows a year, and a mark of 248 
is one that will likely stand for a number of dry, feverish summers. 
Ty needs 179 hits in 106 games to even tie this old mark, and this 
would require a .440 gleam in the candle power of the Batting eye 
for the rest of the season.
