“It has come to my attention,” Col- 
lector Hamilton reported today, “that 
one Lieutenant Brauer, tho was either 
the first officer or the executive officer 
of the Prinz Hitel Friedrich when she 
arrived’ at Newport News, Va.,° March 
10, 1915, has left, the ship and is not 
now aboard. There is also reason to be- 
lieve that Lieutenant Brauer may have 
left the United States and that certain 
other members of the crew of the Prinz 
Witel Friedrich, who were aboard the 
ship when she arrived March 10, are not 
}now aboard and may possibly have also 
jleft the United States with Lieutenant 
Brauer. 

HIS STATEMENT. / 
| “The commander of the Prinz Witel 
Friedrich admits that Lieutenant Brauer

FOR CIVIC. INVESTIGATION 
All Branches of City Govern- 

ment Will Be Looked Into> 
‘ by Committee 

For the purposes of investigating all 

branches of the city government and, if 
possible, bringing about changes and 
improvements wherever needed, the civie | 
investigation committee of 100 men and 
25 women, all representative Atlantians, 

appointed by President Mell R. Wilkin: 
son, of the chamber of commerce, met 
and organized Thursday afternoon. 

As Colonel F. J. Paxon, chairman of 
the committee, stated the committee in- 
tended to go into politics if this was 
a necessary means to the ends for which 
they will strive. He defined a Politician 

as one who “loves his city,” and, in 

was formed four or five years ago, said 
that the work of this former committee | 
brought no results because it investi- 
sated, made recommendations and then 
disbanded. 

Upon motion of former Mayor Court- 
land S. Winn, the mayor and council 
will be sent a communication setting 
forth the purposes and aims of the com- 
mittee, and asking aid and co-operation 
in the work which will be done. If the 
committee worked without asking the} 
co-operation of the mayor and council, | 
said Mr. Winn, antagonism from. the | 
city officials might result. 

Colonel Paxon, in outlining the com- 
mittee’s aims and telling of its inception, 
said the idea grew out of the school in- 
vestigating committee. He compared the 
schools to a boil on the body politic. 
This boil, however, said Colonel Paxon, 

would indicate that the whole body need- 
ed treatment, and, to give the proper 
treatment, the committee of 125 was 
formed. Upon motion of H. EB. Mur- 
Tay as many subcommittees will be ap- 
pointed as there are departments of 
city government, and an executive com- 
mittee of fifteen will also be appointed. 
Upon motion of J. T. Holleman the 
chairman was given power to appoint 
new members of the general committee 
to take the place of any of the original 
appointees who did not take sufficiently 
active interest in the work. 

Mrs. Samuel Lumpkin, as chairman 
of the committee of 25 women, was pres- 
ent, with 15 other rppresentative At- 
lanta women, and, upon her own motion. 
her chairmanship was dissolved, and the 
women were made a part of the whole 
committee, with Colonel Paxon as gen- 
eral chairman. Because of the attend- 
ance of the women Thursday, a separate 
meeting of women, scheduled for Friday 
afternoon at 3:30 o’élock was called off. 
This meeting was originally set for Fri- 
day because, said Colonel Paxon, Mrs. 
William Lawson Peel telephoned him 
and told him many of the women could 
not come Thursday afternoon because of 
a meeting of the Daughters of the Amer- 
ican Revolution then. However, when 
the large delegation of women did come 
Thursday afternoon, this rendered the 
proposed Friday meeting unnecessary, 
said Colonel Paxon. 

The work of the committee, said Colo- 
nel Paxon, may last two or three 

months, or more likely, a year. He said 
experts in municipal efficiency from oth- 
er cities may be called in. He said the 
work would be done thoroughly and well, 
no matter how long it took. 

He said there was something radical- 
ly wrong with the body politic of At- 
lanta, and, he said, as a member of the 
committee phrased it, although he didn't 

believe there was graft per se in city 
politics, yet there was the graft of neg- 

ligence and waste, And, said Colonel 
Paxon, as this member sald, it would be 
preferable if there ware real graft, for 
then it could be spotted and the grafter 
removed, while, under existing condi- 

tions, the removal of the present “graft” 
of waste will be more difficult. 

Harvey Johnson was elected special 
secretary of the general committee, and 
J. B. S. Hoxey vice chairman. 

Another meeting will be called early 
next week, it was announced.

The Fame of the Corn Clubs. 
The corn clubs and canning clubs of Georgia are 

becoming famous abroad as well as at-home. A writer 

in the Philadelphia Public Ledger refers to the 

growth of these organizations as “one of the most 

striking evidences of the South’s agricultural awak- 

ening.” He notes particularly these facts: That 

at the State corn show held last year at Atlanta 

there were more than three thousand exhibits; that 

the average yield made by memrbers of the boys’ 

clubs was in excess of fifty bushels an acre; many 

of the boys producing more than one hundred bushels 
an acre; that one of the prize-winning boys raised 

181.72 bushels, the cost of his acre being $54.65 and 

his net profit $127.07; that the girls’ canning clubs 

put up fifty-five thousand, one hundred and seventy- 

three cans of tomatoes with an aggregate value of 

$12,168.73; that each tenthacre garden repre- 

sented an outlay of $11 and an average net profit of 

$22.26 to the owner. 

This record, admirable as it is, will probably be 

overtopped during the current year; for, war condi- 

tions have emphasized the opportunities of that field 

of agriculture in which the corn club and canning 

club members are leaders. The collapse of the Cot 

ton market last autumn demonstrated the folly and 

danger of dependence on a single crop. The need of 

producing more foodstuffs and of developing a 

broader range of resources has been impressed as 

never before upon the farmers of the South. 

Furthermore, the work of the corn clubs and can- 

ning clubs have wroved the practicability of scientific 

methods of cultivation. Parents have learned from 

their children. Farm boys have shown that fifty 

bushels of corn to the acre are easily producable and 

that a hundred or more bushels are attainable. Farm 

girls have shown that vegetables can be raised and 

marketed with handsome profits. These youthful 

crusaders have opened the way to ® new and richer 

age of Southern agriculture.

‘The fact 

that Germany offers indemnity for such acts in no 

wise alters the principle involved or lessens the 

audacity of the posture assumed. 

The circumstances of the Frye case, which are 

specifically at issue, serve to illustrate the rank 

injustice of Berlin’s contention.

It was on January the twenty-eighth, nearly 

three weeks prior to the foregoing utterance, that 

the Prinz Hitel Fredrich overhauled and sank the 

American ship whose cargo, by Germany’s own 

contention, was not at that time contraband. Yet, 

in the face of this record Germany attempts to 

justify the destruction of the William P. Frye, 

and although promising to pay damages insists 

that the matter take the direction of long-drawn 

proceedings in a prize court. 

Aside from the merits of this particular case, 

the theory which Germany now advances, namely 

its right to sink every neutral vessel bearing con- 

traband, is unspeakably brazen. That it would 

be warranted in seizing and detaining such vessels 

is unquestioned, though it would be obligated to 

ascertain in each instance that contraband really 

was aboard. But there is no warrant whatsoever 

for a wholesale policy of destroying neutral ships, 

no matter what articles or what quantities of con- 

traband they carry.

1,---A Model Jail

| F one of those amateur prison reformers who are 

wont to get themselves-put in jail in order to see 
.how the prisoners are treated, and afterward 

write about It, should chance to land in the District 
of Columbia work house, he would have a most 
unusual and illuminating experience. He would sb se 

an 
picking strawberries and pulling weeds. At night he 
would go to sleep to the chirp of the crickets in a big, 
airy dormitory, with all the doors and windows open 
and not a guard in sight, If he responded to the tr 

ment as well as most of the prisoners do, he would 
gain anywhere from one to fifty pounds in weight, get 
a good sunburn and go back to the business of prison 
reform with renewed health and energy. 

For the District of Columbia work house, or farm, 
‘as the superintendent prefers to call it, is absolutely 
unique among the penal institutions of this country. 
It is founded upon a few simple but somewhat revo- 
lutionary principles, The most important of these are 
that only about five criminals out of every one hundred 
actually require to be confined at ail; that healthy 
outdoor life and exercise are absolutely necessary to 
the health of prisoners, as to that of other men; and 
that every prisoner of the state should be a worker 
and a producer instead of a burden. 

The institution that is conducted upon these prin- 

ciples resembles a Virginia country estate of the old, 
self-sufficient variety rather than a prison. It consists 
in 1,150 acres of fine hill country near Occoquan, Va., 

about twenty miles from the capital. The visitor 
rolls about this splendid estate in # motor car over 
splendid roads. All about him are fields, orchards and 
vineyards, with groups of men busily at work upon 
them. There is an inspiring vista of the wide Potomac 
threo or four miles away across a splendid hardwood 
forest. 

This institution is not only a model prison, but it 
is a model farm. | In addition to its 250 acres of fields 
and orchards, it supports 2,000 thoroughbred chickens, 
3650 hogs and sixty-five head of cattle. It includes 
also a brick-making plant, with a capacity of 32,000 
bricks a day; a stone-crushing mill worth $50,000, and 
a sand dredge, which takes from a creek on the farm 

a fine grade of building sand. 
None of these materials, which are made by the 

labor of the prisoners under the direction of expert 
instructors, are placed upon the market. They are all 
used by the district government in its own building 
and repair work. Likewise, all of the produce on the 
farm that is not consumed hy the prisoners is sent to 
other district institutions, The annual appropriation 
for the upkeep of this institution is $175,000. Of this 
amount $50,000 is annually sent back in the products 
of the farm and its various adjuncts, while an average 
of $100,000 a year has been invested in permanent 
improvements, so that the net cost to the district of 

maintaining about 600 prisoners for a year is only 
$25,000. As the improvements are completed and the 
capacity of the farm increased, it is confidently ex- 
pected that the institution will become wholly self- 
supporting. 

The prisoners sent to Occoquan are those sentenced 
in the police court for terms of from one month to 

three years. A majority of all of them are arrested 
for drunkenness, but almost every type of criminal is 
represented. When the prisoner arrives at Occoquan 
he is first taken to a model hospital and examined by 
a physician. He is then given a bath, his hair is cut, 
he is dressed in a hickory shirt and a pair of rough 
trousers like any other farm laborer, and sent out to 
work at whatever occupation he seems best fitted for. 
If he is a brick layer or a carpenter, he will be put on 
Some of the construction work going on. If he is a 
blacksmith, the farm has its own blacksmith shop 
where he can find congenial employment. If he knows 
anything of any branch of farming, he can be ex- 
tremely useful. 

There is no driving or foreing at Occoquan. The 
average physique pf the prisoners is below that of 
other laboring men, and they accomplish a good deal 
less. If they are old or in any way ailing, they are 
not pressed at all, but are allowed to do as much as 
they can at some of the easier tasks, 

Meals are served in a big, well-lighted dining reom, 
the men sitting in long rows behind wooden benches 
like children in an old-fashioned school. The food is 
simple but good. Colored and white prisoners are sep- 
arated and no talking is allowed. 

In the evening the prisoners go to a rest room, 
where they are provided with books and newspapers 
and chécker games, and are allowed to talk in a low 
tone, shout 8 o'clock they go to bed. They sleep in 
long dormitories, each of which contains about 200 
beds, and which are models of cleanliness. There is 
one officer in the dormitory with 200 men. The win- 

dows are open and there are no bars on the doors. 
Two of the prisoners, who have been chosen as sen- 
tinels, keep watch outside. 

From this description it will be seen that a prisoner 
of the District of Columbia at Occoquan may have a 
pleasant, if not an easy, time. The theory that the 
prisoner should be helped rather than punished is here 
put effectively into practice. Men who come to the 

institution wasted by drink and drugs often go away 
in splendid physical cendition. Many_of them are per- 
manently cured, One of the fundamental principles of 
the institution is to give every man opportunity to 
learn how to behave himself and make an honest liv- 
ing, and health is regarded as a prerequisite. 

There is, however, no coddling of the prisoners at 
Occoquan. The discipline, although invisible most of 
the time, is most severe. No man who does not work 
qs much as he is able gets anything to eat. At almost 
every meal one or two prisonefs will be seen sitting 
with their arms folded and with no food before them. 

| They,have proved sulky or unwilling, and they will be 
starved until they decide to work. 

About 500 men are sent to Occoquan every month, 
and about two of the 500, on an average, endeavor to 
run away. Yet these men are not placed upon their 
honor. The superintendent of Occoquan does not 
believe in an honor system among criminals and 
vagrants. The reason these prisoners do not run 
away when they have every opportunity to do so are, 
in the first place, that most of them have not enough 
initiative; and in the second place, escape is not as 
easy as it looks, and the penalties of an attempt to 
run away are heavy. 

In one of the buildings there are six cells with 
iron doors and small barred windows—one cell to every 
hundred prisoners. Usually three or four of these 
cells ate occupied by men who will remain in solitary’ 
confinement on a diet of bread, soup and water until 

their terms have expired. They are the men who have 
tried to run away. 
*There are forty instructoré at Occoquan, most of 

whom do not even carry arms, and there are thirty 
“sentinels,” chosen from among the prisoners, All of 
these men are alert to check any attempted escape. 
‘There is also a pack of three half-bred bloodhounds 
that have had several years of experience in running 
down criminals and seldom let a man escape them if 
they once get on his trail. Thus the hand of the law 
rests lightly upon the prisoner at Occoquan as long as 
he behaves himself, but it crushes rebellion with tron 
force. 

William H. Whittaker, superintendent of the Dis- 

trict of Columbia farm, is the personality of this 
unique institution. He is a tall, spare man of fifty, 
with a kindly eye and a square jaw. He literally made 
his prison Out of the raw materials, About four years 
ago the land at Occoquan was purchased by the Dis- 

trict of Columbia upon the recommendation of a com- 
mission which had been appointed by President Roose- 
velt to work out a plan for a district prison. Having 
purchased the land, *the district government next em- 
ployed Mr. Whitaker, who had a splendid record as a 

prison superintendent in Indiana, and told him to go 
ahead and found a model prison.

Bad Cooking Wrecks Lives. 

BY H. ADDINGTON BRUCE, 

Every woman who expects to be married ought to 
learn how to cook, and how to cook well. This applies 
even if she be tMe daughter of wealthy parents, with 
the expectation of never having to do her own cooking. 

She ought to learn how to cook even then. Other- 
wise she may find herself at the mercy of careless or 
incompetent servants. And, being unable through ig- 
norance to correct their faults, she may soon or late 
find her health and happiness wrecked beyond recall. 

This may seem an extreme statement, but it is am- 
ply borne out by everyday observation. 

One of the most striking facts of modern American 
life is the prevalence of nervous disorders. Hysteria, 
psychasthenia, neurasthenia, and similar maladies claim 
victims from every walk in life. Oddly enough, ac- 
cording to the experience of nervous specialists, they 
attack with greatest frequency married people. 

Now, the recognized causes of these functional nery- 
ous troubles are worry, anxiety, fear, constant stress 
and strain of any sort, This means that among mar- 
ried people there must be an unusual liability to these 
nerve-wrecking conditions, 

Neurologists will tell you that such 1s actually the 
case. 

Those who are quite frank with you wfll add that 
domestic unhappiness holds first place as a provocative 
of neryous disorders among married people. Specifying 
further they will say that among the chief causes of 
domestic unhappiness is inability on the part of the 
wife to have meals cooked well and served well. 

As one of Boston's foremost neurologists said to me 
in the course of conversation: 

“It would ‘be difficult to exaggerate the amount of 
functional neryous disease brought on, directly or in- 
dfrectly, by bad cooking or the number of homes that 
have been wrecked from the same cause, 

“Bad cooking means food that is unappetizing, hence 
hard to digest, Indigestion means a strain on the nerv- 

ous system, with a resultant tendency to restlessness, 
nervousness, and irritability. 

“Many men instinctively try to escape this by re- 
sorting to places—clubs, hotels, restaurants—where 
they may be sure of finding appetizing food. Rightly 
they are then accused of neglecting their homes. 

"Their wives—themselves victims of poor cooking— 
reproach them, give way to tears, or brood in hurt si- 
lence. Marital friction thus increases steadily, until in 
the end there may be a nervous breakdown or resort to 
the divorce court. 

“This among couples who began by sincerely loving 
each other, and who doubtless would have gone on lov- 
ing each other had {it not been for the wife's igno- 
rance in culinary matters.” 

With such resuits, observed and recorded by med- 
{cal men of long experience, can it be doubted that 
every girl ought to be trained to be a first-class cook?

Tn compliance with your excel- 
lency’s request, I did not fail to 
transmit to my government imme- 
diately upon their receipt your note 
of May 15, and your supplementary 
note of June 1, setting forth the 
conclusions so far as reached by 
the imperial German government 
concerning the attacks on the Amer- 
ican steamers Cushing and Gulf- 
light. I am now instructed by my 
government to communicate the 
following in reply: 
The government of the United 

States notes with gratification the 
full recognition by the imperial 
German government, in discussing 
the cases of the Cushing and the

Cushing. 
PRINCIPLES OF HUMANITY 
HAVE NOT BEEN ALTERED. 

With regard to the sinking of 
the steamer Falaba, by which an 
American citizen lost his life, the 
government of the United States ts 
surprised to find the imperial gov- 
ernment contending that an effort 
on the part of a merchantman to 
escape and secure assistance alters 
the obligation of the officer seeking 
to make the capture in respect of 
the safety of the lives of those on 
board the merchantman, although 
the vessel had ceased her attempt 
to escape when torpedoed. These 
are not new circumstances. They 
have been in the minds of states- 
men and of international jurists 
throughout the development of 
naval warfare, and the government 
of the United States does not un- 
derstand that they have ever been 
held to alter the principles of hu- 
manity upon- which it has insisted. 
Nothing put actual forcible resist- 
ance or continued efforts to escape 
by flight when ordered to stop for 
the purpose of visit on the part of 
the merchantman has evér been 
held to forfeit the lives of her pas- 
seng2rs,or, crew. The government 
of thé United States, however, does 
not understand that the imperial 
German government is seeking in 
this case to relieve itself of llabil- 
ity, but only intends to set forth 
the circumstances which led the 
commander of the submarine to al- 
low himself to be “hurried into the 
course which he took. 

LUSITANIA NOT ARMED, 
GERMANY IS ASSURED. 

Your excellency's note in discus- 
sing the loss of American lives re- 

sulting from the sinking of the 
steamship Lusitania, adverts at 
some length to certain informa- 
tion which the imperial German 
government has received with re- 
-gard to the character and outfit of 
that vessel, and your excellency ex; 
presses the fear that this infor- 
mation may not haVe been brought 
to the attention of the government 

of the United States. It is stated 
in the note ‘that the Lusitania was 
undoubtedly equipped with masked 
guns, supplied with trained gun- 

ners and special ammunition, trans- 
porting troops from Cafada, ‘car- 
rying a cargo not permitted under 
the laws of the United’ States to a 
vessel also carrying passengers, 

and serving, in virtual effect, as 
an auxiliary to the naval forces of 
Great Britain. 

Fortunately these are matters 
concerning which the government 
of the United States is in a posi- 
tion to give the imperial German 
government official information. Of 
the facts alleged in your excelien- 
cy’s note, if true, the government 
of the United States would have 
been bound to take official cogni- 
zance in performing its recognized 
duty as a neutral power and in en- 
forcing its national laws. It was 
its duty to see to it the Lusjtania 
was not armed for offensive ac- 
tion! that she did not carry a car- 
go prohibited by the statutes of 
the United States, and that, if in 

fact she was a naval vessel of Great 
Britain, she should not receive 
clearance as a merchantman, and it 
performed the duty and enforced 
its statutes with scrupulous vigi- 
lance through its regularly con- 
stituted officials. It is able, there- 
fore, to assure the imperial Ger- 
man government that it has been 

misinformed. If the imperial Ger- 
man goyernment should deem itself 
to be in possession of convincing 
evidence that the officials of tne 
government of the United States 

did not perform these duties with 
thoroughness the government of 

the United States sincerely hopes 
that’ ft will submit that evidence 
for consideration. 

CONTENTION OF GERMANS 
CONSIDERED IRRELEVAN™. 

Whatever may be the conten- 

tions of the imperial German gov- 
ernment regarding the carriage of 
contraband of war on board the 
Lusitania or regarding the explo- 
sion of that material by the torpe- 
do, ir need only be said that in 
the view of this government these 
contentions are irrelevant to the 
question of the legality of the 
methods used by the German naval 
avthorities in sinking the vessel.

But the sinking of passenger 
ships involves printiples of human- 

ity which throw into the back~- 
ground special circumstances of. de- 
tail that inay be thought to affect 
the cases, principles which lift it, 
as the imperial German goverpment 

will no doubt be quick to recognize 
and acknowledge, out of the class of 
ordinary subjects of diplomatic dis- 
eussion or of international contro- 
versy. Whatever be the other facts 
regarding the Lusitania, 
cipal fact is that a great steamer, 
primarily and chiefly a conveyance 
for passengers, and carrying more 
than a thousand souls, who had no 
part or lot in the conduct of the 
war, was torpedoed and sunk with- 
out so much as a challenge or a 
warning, and that men, women and 

/ children were sent to their death 
in circumstances unparalleled in 
modern warfare. The fact that 
more than one hundred American 
citizens were among those who per- 
ished made it the duty of the gov- . 
ernment of the United States to 
speak of these things and once 
more, the solemn emphasis, to call 
the attention of the imperial Ger- 
man government to the grave re- 
sponsibility which the government 
of the United States conceives that 
it has incurred in’ this tragic oc- 
currence, and to the indisputable 

principle upon which that responsi- 
bility rests. The government of 
the United States is contending for 
something much greater than mere 
rights of property or privileges of 
commerce. It is contending for 
nothing less high and sacred than 
the rights of humanity, which every 
government honors itself in re- 
specting and which no government 
is justified in resigning on behalf 
of those under its care and authori- 
ty. Only her actual resistance to 
capture or reft'sal to stop when 
ordered to do so for the purpose of 
visit could have afforded the com- 
mander of the submarine any justi- 
fication for so much as putting the 
lives of those on board the ship in 
jeopardy. This principle the gov- 
ernment of the United States un- 
derstands the explicit instructions 
issued on August 8, 1914, by the 
imperial German admiralty to its 
commanders at sea to have recog- 
nized and embodied, as do the naval 
codes of all other nations, and upon 
it every traveler and seaman had a 
right to depend. It is upon this 
principle of humanity. as well as 
upon the law founded upon this 
principle that the »United States 
must stand. 

OFFERS GOOD OFFICES 
TO MITIGATE WAR. 

The government of the United 
States is happy to observe that 

your excellency’s note closes with 
the intimation that the imperial 
German government is willing, now 
as before, to accept the good offices 
of the United States in an attempt 
to come to an understanding with 
the government of Great Britain by 
which the character and conditions 
of the war upon the sea may be 
changed. The government of the 
United States would consider it a 
privilege thug to serve its friends 
and the world. It stands ready at 
any time to convey to either goy- 
ernment any intimation or sugges- 
tion the other may ‘be willing to 
have it convey, and cordially invites 
the imperial German government 
to make use of its services in this 
way at its convenience. The whole 
world is concerned in anything that 
may bring about even a partial ac- 
commodation of interests or in any 
way mitigate the terrors of the 
présent distressing conflict. © 

In the meantime whatever ar- 
rangement may happily be made be- 
tween the parties to the war and 
whatever may, in the opinion of the 
imperial German government, have 
been the provocation or the circum- 
stantial justification for the past 
acts of its commanders at sea, the 
government of the United States 
confidently looks to see the justice 

* and humanity of the government of 
Germany vindicated in all cases 
where Americans have been wronged 
or their rights as neutrals invaded. 

The government of the United 
States, therefore, very earnestly and 
very solemnly renews the represen- 
tations of its note transmitted to the 
imperial German government on the 
15th of May, and relies in*these rep- 
resentations upon the principles of 
humanity, the universally recognized 
understandings of international law, 
and the ancient friendship of the 
German nation.

keep away may be made to operate 
as in any degree an abbreviation 
bf the rights either of American 
ship masters or of American citi- 
zens bound on lawful errands as pas- 
sengers on merchant ships of bel- 
ligerent nationality. It does not un- 
derstand the imperial German gov- 
ernment to question those rights, It‘ 
understands it, also, to accept as 
established beyond question the 
principle that the lives of non-com- 
batants cannot lawfully or rightful-

“ ture or destruction of an unresisting 
merchantman, and to recognize the 
obligation to take sufficient precau- 
tion to ascertain whether a suspect- 
ed merchantman is in fact of bel- 
ligerent nationality or is in fact car- 
rying contraband of war under a 
neutral flag.
