“My d Mr. Secretary With 
reference to our conversation of this 
morning I beg to inform you that 
my instructions concerning our 
answer to your last Lusitania note 
contains the following passage: 

“ ‘Liners will not be sunk by our 
submarines without warning and 
‘WitHout safety of the lives of non- 
éombatants, provided that the lin- 
ers do not try to escape or offer 
resistance.’ 

“Although I know that you do not 
wish to discuss the Lusitania ques- 
tion til! the Arabic incident has 
been definitely and satisfactorily 
settled, 1 desire to inform you of 
the above because this policy of 
my government was decided on be- 
fore the Arabic incident occurred. 

“I have no objection to your 
making any use you may please of 
the above information.

NOT A 8PECIAL JURY. 
The general presumption has been 

that the special term of court was 
called on account of.the lynching, but it 
was. emphasized in Judge Patterson's 
charge that this is not true, that the 
tern™was called because of cases con- 
gesting the jail, and the murder of a 
negro in the county the day following 
adjournment of the regular July. term. 
Bspecial emphasis was laid on the fact 
that the grand jury is not one specially 
drawn for consideration of the lynch- 
ing, but that its members were regular- 
ly drawn for service at the July term, 
and they have simply been reassembled 
because occasion demanded it. 

Of the original grand jury three mem- 
bers were excused, two of them for bus- 
iness reasons and W. J. Frey, on whose 
property the body of Leo M. Frank was 
found, because of the fact thathe wasa 
witness before the coroner's jury, and 
as stated by Judge Patterson, because 
of the use of his name in the several 
publications in connection “with the re- 
cent incident in the county.” 
Among the three names drawn to ‘sup- 

Ply~the three vacancies was that of 
Pierre Cambtoss, a native of France, 
who*came here some time ago from 
Philadelphia. R, H. Hill, president of 
the Merchants and Farmers bank, was 
selected foreman. 

Prior to delivering his charge to the 
jury Judge Patterson delivered a lec- 
ture to the bailiff especially assigned to 
the jury, F. G. Wardlaw, directing that 
he be “especially cautious in the care 
of any papers or documents entrusted to 
your care. Any matter delivered to you 
for transmission to the grand jury 
should have your protection.” 

JUDGE PATTERSON'S CHARGE. 
In charging the jury Judge Patterson 

said: 
“You, gentlemen, are members of. the 

regularly drawn grand jury of Cobb 
county, selected for your uprightness 
and integrity. When I adjourned the 
July'term of court 1 told you gentlemen 
that I would call you together again at 
any time during the interval between 
the regular terms of court should any 
exceptional reason arise to demand*your 
attention. 

“I want to say at this point that you 
are not a special grand jury drawn by 
the judge of the Blue Ridge circuit, as 
has been stated, but you are the regular- 
ly organized grand jury 6f Cobb county. 
Not only in this, but'in a great deal 
that has been said recently in the press, 
the facts have heen deviated from, and I 
want to ‘strongly «assert that the press 
generally has done Cobb county a great 
injustice. It appears that in a great 
deal of the matter that has been pub- 
lished some newspaper correspondents 
have seemingly gotten just as far away 
from the truth as they could, and the 
result, has been that Cobb county has 
gen made to suffer for it. 

“This county needs no ‘specially se- 
lected grand jury’ now, nor has it ever 
needed one. Men selected as grand 
jurors of this county have always done 
their duty. You gentlemen haye done 
yours. The jury commissioners have 
done their duty in selecting you as men 
who may be counted on.to do your duty. 

DUTY TO INVESTIGATE. 
“I have been Informed that a murder 

was committed here in the county the 
day after the July term of court was 
adjourned. Of that I do not know, but 
the information has come to me. It has 
been published broadcast over the world 
that a lynching has recently occurred 
in Cobb county. It is your duty to 
make a thorough and complete investi- 
gation of that as it is of all charges of 
crime when brought to your attention. 
Your oaths bind you to honestly, fairly 
and impartially mak@ an investigation 
of it, but itis not your duty to assume 
the role of secret service men; the role 
of detectives. 
“Yop were not selected in the cApaci- 

ty of private detectives, but as grand 
jurors of your, county, and your work 
is that of grand jurors and not the work 
of secret service men, And yet, it is 
your duty to do what you can to fer- 
ret out any crime alleged to have been 
committed within your county; to do it 
fairly, fearlessly and without hope of 
reward or the reverse. ‘ 

“Now, gentlemen, you may take your 
time in’the consideration ant investiga- 
tion of this case, and the other matts:s 
that are before you, and the court shall 
await you. When you have done all

What Business Leaders Say. 
An uncomménly interesting group of opinions on 

the business outlook has been gathered by the New 

York Sun from representatives of industry and com- 

merze throughout the United States. The interviews 

are almost a unit in testifying to improved conditions 

and brightening prospects. “No one talks depression 

now,” the Sun observes; “money is abundant and 

easily available, thanks to the new banking law, the 

blessings of which are beginning to be felt as the~ 

moving of crops draws near.” The return of confi: 

dence is itself a potent factor for better times, and 

the bases of this confidence are broad and deep. The* 

country has recovered from the economic shock of 

the European war. Farmers have received good 

prices for big crops with the exception. of cotton, and 

the cotton situation is becoming distinctly mére hope- 

ful. Manufacturing interests for the most*part have 

been quickened, not only by an enormous foreign 

trade, the greatest in the nation’s history, but also 

by increasing demands at home. In these circum- 

stances*nearly every field of business is benefited 

and encouraged. ‘ >: 

Notable among the Sun’s interviews, all of which 

are from men of national prominence and marked 

conservatism, is that of Mr. Alvin I. Findley, editor of 

the Age, a publication devoted to steel interests. He 

says in part: 

“Steel companies are operating at nearly full 

capacity (a condition undreamed of a year ago) 

with exports making up nearly° twenty-five per 

cent of the total. Leaders in the industry count 
on the*projection of present conditions some dis- 

tance into 1916. The beginning of the war found 

the steel trade of this country depressed, and that 

depression was intensified in the early weeks of 

the war. Now after a year the expectations of 
our steel manufacturers are more lite the proph- 
ecies of a war boom that was to come in part 

from the orders of the countries which Germany, 

Great Britain and France had been supplying. 

Today those expectations have a good foundation 

albeit our trade with neutral countries has not 

reached the level of first hopes. It is noticed, 

too, that the steel] trade is less inclined to, borrow 

trouble over what might happen in case of a sud- 

den ending of the war.” 

The editor of the Dry Goods. Economist finds 

cheering significance in the fact that for more than 

a year American trade and industry have withstood

CIENTISTS cannot lay claim to infallibility. Be- 
ing human they are liable to make mistakes. One 

mistake which many of thém make is to assume 
that everybody is born lazy, . 
"Over and over again we find this erroneous doctrine 
enunciated. Only the other: evening I came across it 

in the pages of a recent and authoritative writer on 
business psychology. 

“Labor or exertion,” he gravely 
rally distasteful.” : >. 

As a matter of fact, it is far nearer the truth to 
assert that there never’was.a man born into the world 
who was born into it lazy. 3 

In proof whereof, one has only to point to the 
abounding energy and positive padwon for exertion 

shown by nearly all little chiidren. 
If you have children of your own, and if they still 

are quite young, you will be well aware that you have 
little need to prod them into activity. You are more- 
likely to feel taat they are altogether to oenergetic, 

They forever insist on “doing thing: - They per- 
They ceaselessly ex- 

périment with doorknob, watch, inkwell, or tin can, 
in the endeavor to gain knowledge. 

The chances are that you will be tempted to curb 
them. Also, most unfortunately, the chances are that 

you will curb them. 
The moment you begin to do this, that moment you 

will have set in motion a process which may in the 
end make them colossally lazy, 

Here, then, is the truth of the matter: 
Nature intended men to be alert, active, inquiring, 

industrious. Accident, in the form of a faulty upbring- 
ing in early life, defeats as a rule the intention of 
nature, 

Hii health also plays a part in the development of 
Anything, which low- 

ers the vitality of a growing child tends to slow up 
his mental and physical activity. ° 

Indigestion, malnutrition, lack of outdoor exercise, 
the breathing of foul air, eye strain, ear trouble, tooth 
decay, adenoid growths—these and other unhealthy 
physical conditions often share in the making of the 
lazibones. 

But the part they play is usually quite secondary 
to the part played by parental repression and neglect. 

Instead of taking, nature’s hint, -and utilizing the 
child's innate industriousness to form in him lasting 
habits of intelligently directed effort, too many parents 
deliberately deaden the energy and chill the curiosity 
of their children. They bid them “keep quiet.” They 
even reproach them for their incessant questioning. 

Also—being themselves products of faulty training— 
they fail to set their children a proper example of zeal-— 
ous endeavor. They waste time recklessly, they even 
“Kill time” in all manner of slothful, useless ways. 

All of this the child observes, and all of this he un- 
consciously imitates. Beginning life with the best of 
intentions, he gradually acquires a ‘don't care’ attitude 
and lamentable idling propensities. 

These first come plainly in evidence when he at- 

tends school. They wonder why he has to be driven 
to acquire knowledge. ‘ 

They forget that there was a time when he longed 
tor knowledge above everything else, and thet they dis- 
couraged this longing because its manifestations an- 
noyed them. 

They forget that in their own lives, they had set 
him an example of laziness, instead of forcing them- 
selves to be industrious and energetic, if only for his 
sake. - . Ne

The president of the Dupont company always talked 

very freely. According to his statements smokeless 
powder is nearly 90 per cent cotton. There is little 
in it but cetton, and a small amoupt of nitrate. This 
forms a mixture that is of such a nature that when 
it burns the two substances unite, each using the other 
up so completely that nothing fematns. There is not 
even a sufficient residue to make a bit of smoke.

The navy experts give facts with relation to powder 
manufacture that.substantiate other authorities. They 
say that powder is made of cotton and nitrate. They 
state that, during the years that preceded the outbreak 
of the present war, the government was using 4,000,000 
pounds of cotton annually in the manufacture of smoke- 
less powder. Cotton was the basis of all government 
smokeless. 7

The facts with" relation to the method of manufac- 

ture are interesting. The first step in the process is 
to break up the fibrous conditien of the cotton. The 
fiber is treated with ether and alcohol to accomplish 
that purpose. Under the influence of these it assumes 
a jelly-like consistency. The ether and alcohol have 

no place in the ultimate product and are evaporated 
off after they have served their purpose. There re- 
mains but the jelly of cotton.

To this jelly are added the quantities of nitrates 

known to be necessary that the proportions in the 
finished product will be such that every particle of it 

will be burned up when the powder explodes.

In this stage the product is known as guncotton, 
@ name it acquired before the process of breaking 
down the fibrous condition was discovered. Guncotton 
is a very terrible explosive. It is the material which 

makes the mines that are planted about the harbors 

of Europe so deadly tnat no vessel strikes one. It 
is the material that is inside the war heads of the 
torpedoes that are launched from submarines. It was 
a charge of this guncotton, probably not more than 
a hundred pounds of it, that tore the Lusitania in two 
and caused her to sink. “Eighty pounds of cotton from 

Texas and twenty pounds of saltpeter from Chile did 
the terrible work.

This guncotton is too powerful for the purpose 

Berved by powder. Exploded in the breacé of a gun 
it would tear it to pieces. To convert guncotton into 
gunpowder it is necessary that its explosions should 
be slowed down and it {is adulterated to accomplish 
that end.

While cotton dropped to a very low price early jn 

the war, it soon revived. E. J, Glenny, president of 
the New Orleans cotton exchange, believes that cotion

17,000,000 bales were produced last year and this was 
an unprecendented crop, 4,000,000 bales above the aver- 
age. Mr, Glenny also holds that attempts to keep cot- 
ton, out of Germany did not hurt the price. While 
cotton has been eelling for eight cents outside, Germany 
has been offering thirty-four cents a pound and the 
bare possibility of getting cotton through and realizing 
these prices has stiffened the market. 

Just now there is a new element introduced tnto 
the cotton situation that promises to have a favorable 
effect.

| : CONSERVING COTTON VALUES 

By Charles A, Whittle, ofthe Georgia State College of 
Agriculture. % 

HE “country damage” to cotton is estimated by 
I federal statisticians to be from $30,000,000 ‘to 

$75,000,000 annually, Practically all of which loss 

could be saved by adequate warehousing. Such a loss 
is well worth evading at any time, but certainly tobe 

guarded against most carefully when its value has 

been depreciated by a pool market. This is a time to 

exercise the virtue of “saving and scraping,” as never 
before, if the south is going to get all that is coming 
to it for its cotton. Getting the cotton into shelter 

and away from subjection to “country damage,” is, 

therefore, paramount. ° 

Cotton growers do not appreciate the loss they sus- 
tain by failure to properly protect their cotton. In 
fact, not a few think that leaving the bales in the 

weather does not affect the value at all, and it has 
even been heard that some think that it improves the 
cotton. Their failure to get better prices for their 
cotton dogs not occur to them to be possible. 

Facing this economic waste of the cotton states, it 
would seem to be an obligation upon the banks and 
business interests as well as upon the agencies specifi- 
cally appointed to direct in the improvement of agri- 
cultural conditions, to take such measures as will en- 
lighten the farmer and save him and all who handle 
cotton, the enormous loss that is befalling the south 
each year. : 

In, the matter of insurance cost alone the average 
price paid for stored cotton under present conditions 

is $2 @ year on each $100 worth of cotton. If it were 
housed in a warehouse with modern conveniences for 
fire protection, the insurance cost could be reduced 26 
cents on every $2 paid, according to estimates made by 
the bureau of markets of the United States, which has 

deen making a survey of coton warehouse facilities of 
the south. This is not an item to be disregarded, when 
the total amount of insurance on stored cotton is re- 
duced in that proportion. Good warehousing, tieréfore, 
means protection from depreciation, protection from 
fire loss and saving in insurance cost. If those who 
accept cotton as collateral, shogld insist upon th{s much 
protection of themselves before their loan is made, an 
enforced revolution would take place immediately and 
the problem would largely be solved at ofice. 

But the fault is not all with the farmer, not all 
with the borrower, but to some extent the lender is 
to blame, for the, reason that he accepts the cotton, 
undertakes to hold it and take care of it without 

having the necessary room to store it. Too often it 
ig easy come and easy go, the cotton haygng been taken 
fn trade anda profit already having ween made. Such 
a situation is hard to reach. [t will only be reached 
by gradual processes ot education, 

‘To what extent the state will take a hand in grad- 
ing, standardizing and warehousing cotton will depend 
upon how muca the need for state regulation is per- 
mitted to exist. Already state action has been taken 
and the agitatidén is on in others. It can not be pre- 
sumed that public demand is going to cease until there 
is the largest possible conservation and utilization of 
the cotton crop as @ loan basis, It Is not improbable 

that the standardization of the warehouse will be one 
of the phases of legislation, as well as the standardiza- 

tion of cotton, for ff not properly stored the cotton 
might lose its original collateral status, while In 
storage. 

When cotton grades are taken into consideration, the 
problem of conservation extends back to the picker in the 
cotton field. Varying amounts, all enormous, but none 

of them more than a guess, have been given as indl- 
cating the loss which the cotton suffers for lack of 
proper grading when gathered. Until the pickers are 
required to carry two bags and put in one the weal 
and soil stained fiber and in the other only the cles 
wiJl they get the maximum price. A little of 
tor! lowers the grade of a whole bale of ot 
cotton and with the lowering of the gradi 
price. Vainly the ‘cotton grower imast 
little off-color cotton will mix in and never be noticed 
More often than never, it is noticed and degrades the 
whole bale.
