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Police Raids in 
Paris Continue 
Despite the War 

(By Associated 3 PARIS, Sept. 3 eromenadare on the 
rand boulevards of Paris have recently 
been treated to a spectacle comparative- 
ly rare since the beginning of the war— 
Seneral police raids such as were ef- 
tected at regular intervals during the 
days of the “Apaches.” 

In the ninth and eighteenth arrondis- 
sements, comprising Montmartre and 
Belleville, the favorite quarters of the 
lawless element, and on the grand boule- 
vards the raids are most thorough. 
They are organized by Monsieur Rous- 
solet, chief of one of the metropolitan 
districts, who has under his orders eight 
commissaires of polifje and two police 
captains, who command four squads of 
“plain-clothes” men that sweep the 
boulevards. Two squads operating on 
both sides of the boulevard start from 
rue de Faubourg Poissonniere; while two 
other squads start from the Madeleine, 
and they work toward each other. Ev- 
ery man and woman unknown to the 
police as a law-abiding person. must 
show papers. The result of a recent 
raid of this kind was the verification 
of the papers of 52 professional beggars, 
4 cocaine merchants, 11 spectal vaga-— 
bonds, 17 deserters and 703 women of 
the street. Of these 512 were arrested. 

Besides the rounds of the  plain- 
clothes mén on the hunt for civilians 
in default, subaltern officers of the army 
now make nightly rounds of the wine 
shops and cafes for delinquent soldiers. 
When one is seen inside a wine shop 
after the stroke of 9, a sharp reminder 
in the form of a single word “militaire,” 
brings him to a realization that martial 
law is still in force,.and he salutes 
meekly and returns to his quarters.

FOREIGN MONEY VALUES 
FLUCTUATE FAANTICALLY 

Such Startling ‘ Varications 
Never Recorded Before in 

New York Market 

(By Associated Press.) 
NEW YORK, Sept. 3.—Foreign money 

values soared from low to high and back 
again in frantic and erratic fashion to- 
day. All ballast was thrown overboard 
at the opening of the market and values 

under the leadership of sterling shot 
swiftly upward for an extreme rise of 
10 cents over 04 night's quotations, 
Within an hour they had settled with 
many falls and rebounds to within 4 
cents of yesterday's close. 

In their spectacular flights values 
held only to a general sense of direction 
—upward, Cohesion was utterly lack- 

ing. First figures showed unequalled 
margins of differences amounting to as 
much as 4-cents. An hour after the 
opening the quotations of various bank- 
ers were as much as a cent and a half 
apart. Ud 

Opening quotations on sterling were 
all the way from $4.70 to $4.75. 9 At 
$47.2 there were several transagtions. 
The next quotation to appear on the 
tickers was $4.68, a drop within ten 
minutes of 4 cents. 

A nervous market next recorded $4.66, 
then $4.67, then $4.64, From that fig- 
ure it reacted to $4.65, and there for’ the 
time being seemed fairly stationary. No 
such startling variations of values had 
ever been recorded before. 

Shortly before noon sterling was quot- 
ed at $4.64. The market was then easy. 
Francs were quoted at $5.91, a gain of 
4 cents over night, reichsmarks at 
79 7-8 cents as against last night's close 
of 80 3-4, and lires at $6.46, a loss of 1 
cent from yesterday. 

Tt was reported in Wall street today 
that Great Britain had obtained a pre- 
liminary credit loan in New York Cit 
to tide over pressing obligations and 
stem the downward trend of sterling e. 
change rates untii a mammoth credit 
loan can be floated here, 

international banking houses refused 
to confirm, deny or discuss the report. 

In the gossip of the street, the 
amount of this preliminary loan was 
reckoned at from $50,000,000 to $100,- 
000,000 and was based on collateral of 
American securities brought here in 
recent shipments of gold and securities 
to England's account. 

The establishment of a preliminary 
loan of this character was believed gen- 
erally to have been the cause for the 
unprecedented flucuations towards 
higher values. 

Erratic Fluctuations” 
in American Exchange 
(By Associated Press.) 

LONDON, Sept. 3.—There were fur- 
ther erratic fluctuations in American ex- 
change this morning and the market 
was nervous for a time. Cable transfers 
opened unsetled and considerably higher 
than New York at 4.65 to 4.37. The quo- 
tation jumped immediately at 4.70 sell- 
ers, there being few buyers. 

At about noon there were some cov- 
ering operations, which caused a de- 
Cline to 4.68 to 4.69 1-2, where the quo- 
tation stands for the present.

securities. American railroad stocks are 
1 to 3 points below yesterday. Although 
more stock is coming out, there is not 
the same inducement to sell as when the 
transfer rates stood at 4.50.

An Essential Step Toward 
The Central High School. 

The Board of Education and the City Council are 

virtually a unit in supporting the plan to establish 

a central High school capable of serving the needs of 

both Atlanta and Fulton county, a truly great insti- 

tution modeled on university lines and affording the 

youth of this community, boys and girls alike, ad- 

vantages unexcelled in the United States. Projected 

months ago, this enterprise has grown swiftly in pub- 

lic favor and has assumed a more and more definite 

aspect. Its consummation is assured, if those who 

are directing it are encouraged to go forward in the 

spirit of foresight and harmony with which thus far 

they have proceeded. 

That this will be the case, it is earnestly hoped 

and believed. The educational authorities of the city 

and the county are in cordial agreement as to broad 

principles involved. It only remains to work out the 

necessary details, and this task is now happily under 

A preliminary step of much importance was 

taken when the Board of Education provided means 

for co-ordinating work of the four High schools 

now in separate operation. This is obviously essential 

to the ultimate union of all these schools in one great 

system, as 0’ > commodious, modernly equipped plant. 

For example, the Boys’ High school, the Girls’ Higb 

school, the Tech High and the English Commercial 

now work upon divergent lines. They have different 

plans of grading and marking, and though the major 

subjects taught in each of them are duplicated in a 

number of instances there is little or no common 

ground of.policy and method. If these institutions 

are to be combined in a central High school, they 

must be co-ordinated in matters of principle and prac- 

tice; each must be related to the larger system of 

which each is to be a part, instead of being left, as 

now, independent and in some respects conflicting 

units. 

This does not mean that any one of these schools 

should be shorn of its distinctive service. It simply 

means that they should be brought into more helpful 

All 

the subjects now taught in the four separate schools 

and economical relationships one to the other. 

will be taught in the central school, and many other 

useful subje 8, no doubt, will be added. But whereas 

there are now four departments of English, to men- 

tion a single example, under the new system there 

will be only one department of English, just as in a 

college or university; and this department will be 

supplied with an ample number of efficient instruc- 

tors. And so with other subjects. 

Furthermore, under the unit system of studies 

which the Board of Education already has established 

in Atlanta High schools, students will be permitted 

to elect, with the advice of their instructors and par- 

ents, the particular group or course of studies that 

will best serve their future needs and aims in life. 

Thus the boy who expects to enter some field of in—- 

gustry or trade can choose the course that bears most 

practically upon his plans, while the boy who looks 

to a profession can prepare himself to enter a univer- 

sity. Likewise, the girl who intends to become a 

business woman and the girl who wishes to pursue 

further paths of scholastic work, each can select the 

course most suitable to-her purpose. In short, the 

zentral High school will be adapted at every point 

to the Interests of life and to the aptitudes of the in- 

dividual student. 

But as a prerequisite to such a school, there must 

be a co-r lation of the divers departments and poli- 

cies of the four existing schools. This, indeed, is 

even more essential to the purposes aimed at than is 

the establishment of a central plant. The schools 

must be uni ed in principle before they can be uni- 

fled in fact 

With this all-important end in view, the Board of 

Education has created a department of High school 

supervision, to be in the charge of an executive 

known as principal of High schools. His duties 

naturally will be administrative, as are those of the 

president of a college, and his immediate task will be 

the unification of the work of the four separate High 

schools preparatory to the actual establishment of 

one central High schol. As this task must be per- 

formed if the hope of the central High school is to | 

materialize and as there must be some competent 

official charged especially with its performance, it is 

evident that upon this wise action of the Board de- 

pends very largely if not. entirely the success of the 

greatest educational enterprise Atlanta ever has con- 

ceived. 

It is to be hoped, therefore, that Council will 

ratify the Board’s eminently practical plan in this 

regard. A project that has gone forward so expe- 

ditiously thus far should not be obstructed at this 

stage by paltry dissensions. A great central High 

school means a greater Atlanta, and everyone who is 

devoted to the community's welfare and upbuilding 

should work harmoniously to this splendid purpose.

Teutonic Threats in the Balkans. 
The massing of Teutonic troops on the Rumanian 

and Serbian frontiers is regarded as a political rather 

than military stroke. Germany and Austria are des- 

perately eager for a path by which to send munitions 

to their despairing ally at the Dardanelles, but it is 

doubtful that they would hazard at this juncture a 

united Balkan resistance. 

The Central Empires have been striving for 

months past to obtain a right of passage through Ru- 

mania for the shipment of war supplies to Turkey. 

But threats and blandishments alike have proved un- 

availing. Rumania has insisted, with something of 

irony in her tone, that to open her territory for such 

a purpose would be an unneutral act, and she has re- 

minded the Teutons that they themselves have pro- 

tested against the shipment of munitions from Amer- 

ica to the Allies. Some weeks ago Austria issued a 

virtual ultimatum on the subject, but Rumania stood 

unbending. It is supposed, therefore, that the hostile 

demonstration along the latter’s border is intended 

as a final experiment in the game of threats. 

That Austria and Germany will attempt an actual 

invasion of Rumania or a smashing blow against 

Serbia is considered extremely doubtful. “Any fresh 

attack on Serbia,” writes a diplomatic correspondent 

in the Near East, “will certainly recreate the Balkan 

League, and such a contingency—bringing into action 

against the Teutonic powers more than 1,250,000 men 

—German diplomacy cannot possibly contemplate.” 

The Rumanian army itself, numbering 

hundred thousand men, is mobilized and could be 

some six 

thrown against Austria on short notice. 

Apparently, there is no way either by persuasion 

or force for the Teutons to reach the beleagured Turk 

with timely aid. The campaign on the Gallipoli pen- 

insula has been trending steadily in favor of the Al- 

lies. Unless all portents are misleading, the fall of 

the Dardanelles is not far distant; and with that 

event, there is reason to believe, will come the turn- 

ing point of the war. 

Millions to Ticks. 
Ninety million dollars a year is rather a big bill 

to pay the cattle tick, but that is what this pest cost 

the United States during the last twelve months. The 

estimate, which is made by Dr. A. D. Melvin, chief 

of the federal bureau of animal industries, is based 

on extensive observations and is supposed to err, if

thousands of head of stock, the cattle tick decreases 

the value of hides, the quantity and quality of milk 

production and in many other ways saps the life and 

profit of the cattle industry.

It is gratifying to note, however, that in recent 

seasons great progress has been made in eradicating 

the cattle tick. Particularly is this true in the South 

where a vigorous campaign has been carried forward 

through the co-operative efforts of State and federal 

authorities and the farmers themselves. Once free 

from cattle tick, the South will be the greatest cattle- 

raising region of the entire country. 

Editorial Echoes 

Every cry that is heard against preparedness is 

based on the theory that the movement for adequate 

national defense involves a gigantic standing army. 

This is nothing more nor less than a pacifist ‘man of 

straw.” A standing army adequate to repel invasion 

would be almost prohibitive in cost unless compul- 

sory service and conscription were resorted to. The 

burden placed upon Germany, France and Russia in 

their standing armies would have bankrupted those 
countries had a volunteer system been attempted by 

them, with the pay necessary to complete such or- 

ganization. Americans should realize that they have 

been spared the two or three years of their lives 

which, had they lived as citizens of most Continental 

countries, would have been appropriated by the State. 

Fortunately the United States, like Great Britain, is 
blessed with a sea frontier, and in consequence our 

principal and indeed our sole effective defense is on 
the sea, 

An army of five million or even ten million men 
would be inadequate to prevent the United States 

from final defeat in war were the enemy stronger at 

sea. Exactly as the great German war machine was 

unable to protect the German colonies in Africa, 
China and the islands of the Pacific, just as surely 

would the United States with a beaten navy see the 

capture of Alaska, Puerto Rico, the Philippines and 

Hawaii and the seizure of the Panama Canal. A 
blockade even without an invasion could be main- 
tained until the United States would be brought to 
terms. The first line of defense against invasion, and 

the only line of defense against defeat, is supremacy 

at sea. The price of peace is an adequate navy.—

Power of Superstitution.

sar next time you are inclined to scoff at any

person for indulging in “superstitutious” beliefs 
and practices, just stop a minute and consider 

whether you are not 
yourself. 

If you make an honest self-examination I have not 
the slightest doubt that you will be more charitably 
disposed toward the ‘poor fool” whose belief in ghosts, 

witchcraft, or charms you were about to ridicule. 

Not long ago there was a notable trial in Boston 
of a man accused of selling “lucky stones.” In tne 
course of his trial, which ended in a conviction and 
jail sentence, it developed that for several years he 
had done an enormous ‘business In these magic gems. 

His patrons, who annually numbered up in the 
thousands, were by no means confined to the ignorant 
and the uneducated. It was found that men and women 
of prominence, people of real intellectual power, had 
contributed to swell his profits. 

And some of these people had even sent him let- 
ters testifying to the “good luck” which his “lucky 
stones” had brought them. 

Personal observation and research have indeed sat- 
isfied me that education is as yet far from being ab- 
solute antidote for superstition. 

I once closely questioned a number of Harvard 
university professors and instructors to ascertain thear 
freedom from, or indulgence in, superstitious customs. 
I found that, with only two exceptions, every one of 
the highly educated men whom I questioned confessed 
to having some pet superstition. 

Several had the habit of “knocking on wood” to 
avert misfortune after a boastful remark, Others 

could not pass a pin without picking it up. Others 
believed it bad luck to go under a ladder. 

One eminent historian, seemingly as matter-of- 
fact and hard-headed a man as coulda pe met anywhere, 
confided to me that he felt quite uneasy unless he 
was standing in a certain position when he caught 

his first glimpse of the new moon. 

Other investigators—notably Prof. Dresslar, 
conducted an extensive census of superstitions in 
ifornia—have found the same State of affairs. It 
would seem that, no matter how well educated a man 
may be, he usually has in him a superstitious streak. 

Just what does this mean? 

It means, for one thing, that to a certain extent 

omens and charms “work.” If they did not, faith in 
them would soon vanish. 

To be sure, it can readily be shown that it is the 
faith in the omen, not the omen itself, wnich really 
counts, by leading to action calculated to bring about 
the expected result, 

But most people do not stop to consider this, 
the durability of belief in omens. 

In addition, the prevalence of superstitious notions 
among the well educated indicates the best of educa- 
tions cannot altogether blot out the impressions of 
early life. Then it is by parent, nurse, or neighbor 
that belief in signs and tokens is first implanted in 
the mind, to linger in some measure throughout life.

The bumble bee belongs to that family of insects 

that makes itself useful by carrying the pollen from 

one flower to another and by that act fertilizing those 

flowers. It is a provision of nature that no flower 

is sufficient unto itself. If a paper bag is put over 

one of them and it is therefore shut off into a world 

by itself, it will bloom as prettily, run its customary 

course, wither and die as it would if left in the open 

But no seeds will result from its flowering.

This is because, to serve its purpose of developing 

seed, it must receive the pollen from some other flower 

of its kind and in that way be made fertile There are 

certain blossoms that are thus fertilized by having 

the pollen blown from one to the other. But there are 
more that need to call one of nature's messengers and 
specifically send their little package.

The busiest go-betweens for such flowers ace bees. 

To induce these creatures to perform their vital er- 
rand, the flowers keep on hand a goodly supply of 
sweets. The bees come for the sweets and, while they 
are feeding upon them the flowers stick the rollen 
all over their legs. When they wipe their feet on the 
doormat of the next flower, they leave some of this 

pollen. It makes the development of the seed possible,

When Americans went into the Philippines they car- 
ried with them clover seed from thelr former homes 
They planted these seeds on the fertile acres of the 
islands and they took root and grew. They Dlossuracd 

and there was the odor of the clover field in the land 
But the blossoms fell off and there was no seed result- 
ing. The clover fields were not able to reseed and 
perpetuate themselves. Under these conditions clover 
might not be cultivated in this new lani beneath 
the flag.

They were pa: k- 
ed in icethat they might continue in the belief that it 
was still cold despite their journey into the tropics. 
When they arrived in the islands they were allowed 
to warm up and awake. They thought summer nad 
come. They went forth into the barren clover ‘ields 
and did their work of fertilization. They multiplied 
and became plentiful. Now clover may be grown as 
well in the Philippines as in the United States. 

The most interesting case of tiny insects heloi+g 
man to grow a great crop was that of a wasp about 
the size of a gnat, without which none of us would 

ever taste those delicious dried figs of the Symrna 
variety. So baffling was the problem of the work done 
by this insect that it required twenty-five years of 
scientific work to solve it. Until it was solved it was 
impossible to grow Symrna figs in America and mil- 
lions of pounds were every year imported from the 
region at the east end of the Mediterranean which has 
been the scene of much fighting between the Turks 
and French and British.

just got back from a late ation. 
“Just let me tell you my experience.

“So I gathered all my will power and 

cheerfulness and trod the deck a happy 
woman for the first few days.

Detroit, Aug. 30.—We enjoyed the distinct privilege today—ift 
you care to call it that—if not, call it anything you like—of a long in- 

terview with the world’s greatest batter and greatest ball player in the 
midst of a protracted slump. 

That is to say, Mr. Cobb was in a slump, not the author of these 
immortal or piffling lines, as the case may be. 

When subjected to the ordeal of said interview Tyrus the First had 
been at bat sixteen times without striking one safe blow—and most of 
it was against weak pitching. 

“How does it feel,” we asked Mr. Cobb, “to go sixteen times to bat 
without making a base hit?’ : 

“Tt feels,’ remarked Mr. Cobb, with Shakespearian diction, ‘‘like’ll.” 
“How do you account for the fact,’’ we continued, “‘that a man can 

average hits to the game for over one hundred games—can mass an 
average of .400 and then go sixteen times to bat without planting one 
safe?” 

“T haven't tried to, account for it,” said Ty. “But I’m going out 
there tomorrow and knock the cover off that ball or break my doggoned 
back.” e 

And there, gentle or low-brow reader, you have Ty Cobb. The 
ordinary athlete who had traveled sixteen times to the plate without 
striking as much as one safe blow would be depressed, if not a trifle 
melancholy, or perhaps moody. But Ty wasn’t. He didn’t know what 
the answer was because he wasn't thinking of the hits he missed yes- 
terday. He was thinking of the hits he was going to get tomorrow. 

“TI used to worry about my hitting,’ said Ty, ‘‘but not now. I forget 
the days I don’t hit and look forward to the days when I'll get ’em.” 

We put it to you as a fairly simple proposition—is there any 

philosophy in this brief, uncertain, fluttering existence called Life that 
could be finer? Is there any philosophy that can beat this of Cobb’s?— 
forget the mistakes of yesterday in thinking of the glory of tomorrow. 

That is Ty Cobb’s system. He doesn’t permit any slump, however 
extended, to destroy his confiden He doesn’t permit any slip to 
shatter his nerve. He looks forward tomorrow, not back to yesterday; 
and, after all, there is only one way to look—and that way isn't to- 
ward the rear. 

Cobb is the rarest human study we have ever known. Deep down 
in his heart—in the pit of his soul—there is unbounded egoism or 
egotism in its finest sense. But on his lips—for public consumption— 

there he is only modest. He believes he can deliver, he knows that he 
has the goods, but he desn’t try to admit it. If he is going well he at- 
tributes it in public to luck—to the break of the game. He makes no 
‘pretense of being the world’s greatest player. He might admit that he 
is the world’s luckiest player. But deep beneath the surface he has the 
most supreme confidence of all connected with sport—a greater confi- 
dence than McLoughlin ever knew, a greater confidence than Travers 
ever knew, a greater confidence than Jeffries ever knew. For it is the 
confidence of efficiency—the confidence born of a belief that hard work 
and eternal hustling, coupled with ability plus a never-quit system, will 
surpass any field. 

A slump to Cobb is merely momentary deficiency that must be made 
up later on. It is merely a gap that must be filled by harder work and 
more extended hustling. He believes the top can be reached by any 
man, with a certain amount of ability, who is willing not only to work 
hard but to work harder than any other man. 

Cobb was following certain Yeaders in the amateur golf champion- 
ship and watching each shot with keen interest. He looked to a cer- 
tain extent toward style, of which in golf he doesn’t know a great deal. 
But he observed, above all other factors, the mental and psychological 
element in the game. He studied different faces and different expres- 
sions as certain hard shots had to be made. And from this he made 
his own deductions. From this study he immediately made up his mind 
that Jerry Travers would be a hard man to beat in any match. - 

“Why?’’ we asked him. 

“Well,” he said, “just look at Travers’ face. He hasn't si 
soul for the last four holes. Look at that jaw and at those eyes. ‘te is 
out there to win—he isn't thinking of anything else but this game. He 
doesn’t know any one else is here.” 

Another man whose golfing disposition made a great hit with 
Cobb was Ouimet. Ouimet’s cool, easy way of facing each shot, of 
not showing: the slightest flutter after bad mistakes, caught the fancy 
of the Tigers’ star. . - 

“When you’ve got a man who doesn’t bother over mi 
who goes about making up a slip with the next shot, ue othe Be 
man to keep down,” was the dope Ty had on the amateur champion, 

“{ don't believe anything could upset Ouimet,” he added, “and 
a fellow who is never upset is always at his best, mentally, if not phys-~ 
ically.”
